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1. 53 Blessings After Believing On Jesus Christ

When a Man, woman, boy, or girl, believes on the Lord Jesus Christ as their personal Savior the following [53]
blessings are theirs instantly, regardless of their knowledge about them. The new Believer will not be aware of many of
these things until gaining some spiritual maturity and growth in the word of God. But as they grow they will “enter in”.

1) Access to God's Grace.....(Ephesians 2:8+18) For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that
not of yourselves: it is the gift of God: For through him we both have access by one Spirit unto
the Father.

2) We are adopted by God....(Ephesians 1:5) Having predestinated us unto the adoption of
children by Jesus Christ to himself, according to the good pleasure of his will, (Galatians 4:5) To
redeem them that were under the law, that we might receive the adoption of sons.

3) We get an Inheritance....(Ephesians 1:11) In whom also we have obtained an inheritance, being
predestinated according to the purpose of him who worketh all things after the counsel of his own
will:

4) We are elected (saved)...(1 Peter 1:2) Elect according to the foreknowledge of God the Father,
through sanctification of the Spirit, unto obedience and sprinkling of the blood of Jesus Christ:
Grace unto you, and peace, be multiplied.

5) We become a child of God...(John 1:12) But as many as received him, to them gave he power
to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name:

6) We get a heavenly citizenship...(2 Timothy 4:18) And the Lord shall deliver me from every
evil work, and will preserve me unto his heavenly kingdom: to whom be glory for ever and ever.
Amen.

7) We become a servant....(Romans 6:22) But now being made free from sin, and become
servants to God, ye have your fruit unto holiness, and the end everlasting life.

8) We are heirs of God, joint heirs with Jesus...(Romans 8:17) And if children, then heirs; heirs of
God, and joint-heirs with Christ; if so be that we suffer with him, that we may be also glorified
together. (Galatians 3:29) And if ye be Christ's, then are ye Abraham's seed, and heirs according
to the promise.

9) We become a new creature...(2 Corinthians 5:17) Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a
new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new. (Galatians 6:15) For
in Christ Jesus neither circumcision availeth any thing, nor uncircumcision, but a new creature.
10) We become priests....(1 Peter 2:9) But ye are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, an holy
nation, a peculiar people; that ye should show forth the praises of him who hath called you out of
darkness into his marvellous light: (Revelation 1:6) And hath made us kings and priests unto God
and his Father; to him be glory and dominion for ever and ever. Amen.

11) We are reconciled to God....(Romans 5:10) For if, when we were enemies, we were
reconciled to God by the death of his Son, much more, being reconciled, we shall be saved by his
life.

12) We are Sanctified......(1 Corinthians 6:11) And such were some of you: but ye are washed,
but ye are sanctified, but ye are justified in the name of the Lord Jesus, and by the Spirit of our
God.

13) We are accepted in the Beloved...(Ephesians 1:6) To the praise of the glory of his grace,
wherein he hath made us accepted in the beloved.

14) We are Baptized into the body of Christ.....(1 Corinthians 12:13) For by one Spirit are we all
baptized into one body, whether we be Jews or Gentiles, whether we be bond or free; and have
been all made to drink into one Spirit.

15) We are buried with him.....(Romans 6:4) Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into
death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also
should walk in newness of life.



16) We have put on Christ....(Galatians 3:27) For as many of you as have been baptized into
Christ have put on Christ.

17) We have eternal life...(John 10:28) And | give unto them eternal life; and they shall never
perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand.

18) We have peace with God...(John 14:27) Peace | leave with you, my peace | give unto you: not
as the world giveth, give I unto you. Let not your heart be troubled, neither let it be afraid.

19) We became a friend of God....(John 15:15) Henceforth I call you not servants; for the servant
knoweth not what his lord doeth: but I have called you friends; for all things that | have heard of
my Father | have made known unto you.

20) We get in the Lamb's book of life...(Revelation 21:27) And there shall in no wise enter into it
any thing that defileth, neither whatsoever worketh abomination, or maketh a lie: but they which
are written in the Lamb's book of life.

21) We receive imputed righteousness....(Romans 4:6) Even as David also describeth the
blessedness of the man, unto whom God imputeth righteousness without works,

22) Our names are written in heaven.....(Luke 10:20) Notwithstanding in this rejoice not, that the
spirits are subject unto you; but rather rejoice, because your names are written in heaven.

23) We are given a blessed hope of Christ's returning....(Titus 2:13) Looking for that blessed hope,
and the glorious appearing of the great God and our Saviour Jesus Christ;

24) We are seated in heavenly places.....(Ephesians 2:6) And hath raised us up together, and made
us sit together in heavenly places in Christ Jesus:

25) We have fellowship with the trinity.....(1 John 1:3) That which we have seen and heard
declare we unto you, that ye also may have fellowship with us: and truly our fellowship is with
the Father, and with his Son Jesus Christ. (Philippians 2:1) If

there be therefore any consolation in Christ, if any comfort of love, if any fellowship of the Spirit,
if any bowels and mercies,

26) We have a mansion in heaven...(John 14:2) In my Father's house are many mansions: if it
were not so, | would have told you. | go to prepare a place for you.

27) We are born again with a spiritual re-birth.....(John 3:3-6) Jesus answered and said unto him,
Verily, verily, | say unto thee, Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.
Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a man be born when he is old? can he enter the second time
into his mother's womb, and be born? Jesus answered, Verily, verily, | say unto thee, Except a
man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God. That which is
born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit.

28) We have received an annointing....(1 John 2:27) But the anointing which ye have received of
him abideth in you, and ye need not that any man teach you: but as the same anointing teacheth
you of all things, and is truth, and is no lie, and even as it hath taught you, ye shall abide in him.
29) The Holy Spirit will live with us now and forever....(John 14:16) And | will pray the Father,
and he shall give you another Comforter, that he may abide with you for ever; Even the Spirit of
truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye
know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you.

30) We've been sealed by the Holy spirit unto the day of redemption. (Ephesians 4:30) And
grieve not the holy Spirit of God, whereby ye are sealed unto the day of redemption.

31) Our bodies become the temple of the Holy Ghost.....(1 Corinthians 6:19) What? know ye not
that your body is the temple of the Holy Ghost which is in you, which ye have of God, and ye are
not your own?

32) We are forever forgiven.....(Luke 7:48) And he said unto her, Thy sins are forgiven.(1 John
2:12) | write unto you, little children, because your sins are forgiven you for his name's sake.

33) We are justified in God's sight.....(Romans 5:1) Therefore being justified by faith, we have
peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ:



34) We are redeemed....(Revelation 5:9) And they sung a new song, saying, Thou art worthy to
take the book, and to open the seals thereof: for thou wast slain, and hast redeemed us to God by
thy blood out of every kindred, and tongue, and people, and nation;

35) Indwelt by the Holy Spirit.....(Rom. 8:9) But ye are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if so be
that the Spirit of God dwell in you. Now if any man have not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of his.
36) We have an advocate with Christ...(1st John 2:1) My little children, these things write | unto
you, that ye sin not. And if any man sin, we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the
righteous:

37) We now have the possibility to have victory over sin....(Romans 6:14) For sin shall not have
dominion over you: for ye are not under the law, but under grace.

38) We become Christ's ambassadors.....(2 Cor. 5:20) Now then we are ambassadors for Christ, as
though God did beseech you by us: we pray you in Christ's stead, be ye reconciled to God.

39) We are blessed with spiritual blessings..... (Ephesians 1:3) Blessed be the God and Father of
our Lord Jesus Christ, who hath blessed us with all spiritual blessing in heavenly places in Christ:
40) Our every need will be supplied by God....(Philippians 4:19) But my God shall supply all
your need according to his riches in glory by Christ Jesus.

41) Given an inner strength to accomplish necessary things(Philippians 4:13) I can do all things
through Christ which strengtheneth me.

42) A good work has been done in us....(Philippians 1:6) Being confident of this very thing, that
he which hath begun a good work in you will perform it until the day of Jesus Christ:

43) The Lord becomes our helper instead of our judge..(Hebrews 13:6) So that we may boldly say,
The Lord is my helper, and | will not fear what man shall do unto me.

44) We get abounding grace...(2 Corinthians 9:8) And God is able to make all grace abound
toward you; that ye, always having all sufficiency in all things, may abound to every good work:
45) We get eternal love....(Romans 8:38-39) For | am persuaded, that neither death, nor life, nor
angels, nor principalities, nor powers, nor things present, nor things to come, Nor height, nor
depth, nor any other creature, shall be able to separate us from the love of God, which is in Christ
Jesus our Lord.

46) Everthing that happens to us will be for our own good....(Rom.8:28) And we know that all
things work together for good to them that love God, to them who are the called according to his
purpose.

47) A promised faithfulness regardless of our faithlessness....(2 Timothy 2:13) If we believe not,
yet he abideth faithful: he cannot deny himself

48) A promise given to be able to resist temptation....(1 Corinthians 10:13) There hath no
temptation taken you but such as is common to man: but God is faithful, who will not suffer you
to be tempted above that ye are able; but will with the temptation also make a way to escape, that
ye may be able to bear it.

49) We are made kings...(Revelation 1:6) And hath made us kings and priests unto God and his
Father; to him be glory and dominion for ever and ever. Amen.

50) We became saints....(1 Corinthians 1:2) Unto the church of God which is at Corinth, to them
that are sanctified in Christ Jesus, called to be saints, with all that in every place call upon the
name of Jesus Christ our Lord, both theirs and ours:

51) We have been delivered from the power of darkness....(Col. 1:12-13) Giving thanks unto the
Father, which hath made us meet to be partakers of the inheritance of the saints in light: Who hath
delivered us from the power of darkness, and hath translated us into the kingdom of his dear Son:
52) Our hearts are unblamable....(1 Thess 3:13) To the end he may stablish your hearts
unblameable in holiness before God, even our Father, at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ with
all his saints.

53) We get the power of a sound mind....(2 Timothy 1:7) For God hath not given us the spirit of
fear; but of power, and of love, and of a sound mind.



2. THE EXISTENCE OF GOD

INTRODUCTION by Alban Douglas (www.biblebelievers.com)
To begin our study in Bible doctrine, we ought to begin with God.

We are constantly challenged by atheists, skeptics and hecklers to prove that there is a
God.

It is difficult for natural man to believe in something that he cannot see, touch or feel (I
Cor. 2:14).

The problem for the Christian is solved with the first verse of the Bible, "In the beginning
God created the heaven and the earth” (Gen. 1:1).

The Bible is not a textbook that attempts to prove the existence of God - the Bible opens
with a positive fact that God does exist.

It did not occur to any other writer of the Bible to prove this fact.

The Bible plainly states that it is the fool who denies the existence of God.
Psa. 14:1, "The fool hath said in his heart, There is no God."
Anyone with any intelligence would acknowledge the evident fact of a living God.

The greatest proof apart from Scripture of the existence of God is our daily fellowship
with Him in prayer.

| know that there is a God because | talked to Him today and He heard and answered the
prayer of my heart though it was only whispered silently.

I. PROOF FROM SCRIPTURE

Psa. 19:1, 'The heavens declare the glory of God; and the firmament sheweth His
handywork." The beauty and glory of the heavens speak loudly saying, "God exists."
Rom. 1:20 goes farther and suggests that creation even teaches about the eternal power of
the Godhead, "For the invisible things of Him from the creation of the world are clearly
seen, being understood by the things that are made, even His eternal power and Godhead;
so that they are without excuse."

The man who accepts Scripture will readily acknowledge the existence of God.

Let us study some other less convincing but nevertheless powerful arguments.

Il. PROOF FROM CONSCIENCE

Man is born with a universal belief in a supreme Being; no tribe has yet been discovered
that lacks this. They know that some Being creates and controls.

Rom. 2:15, "Which shew the work of the law written in their hearts, their conscience also



bearing witness, and their thoughts the mean while accusing or else excusing one
another." The existence of God is written in the human conscience.

Acts 17:23, "For as | passed by, and beheld your devotions, | found an altar with this
inscription, To the Unknown God." Conscience told them that there was a God though
they did not know Him personally.

Some atheists may claim that their conscience does not tell them about God.

It is doubtful if a genuine atheist can be found for at best they are men who have stilled
conscience by blatant unbelief.

Some men are so blind that they may deny the existence of the sun in the sky but that
does not alter the fact that the sun exists, rises and sets each day.

None are so blind as those who refuse to see. The honest man will find that the inner still
small voice says that God exists and is alive today.

Men deny the existence of God not because they cannot find Him but because they are
afraid to face the responsibility of being accountable to Him alter death.

Atheism is one of the devil's tools to put men to sleep without accepting salvation.

If there is no God then | am not responsible to anyone and | can live and die as | please.
but in the quieter moments of reflection the conscience of every man whispers, There is a
God" and only fools deny it.

To look up and see a plane and not see the pilot and say that the plane is pilotless is as
ridiculous as looking into the heavens and saying that there is no God simply because we
cannot see Him.

Few of us have ever seen our brains, yet we believe that we possess them because of a
centralized control system in the body. Because we see creation, we believe in God.

I1l. THE ARGUMENT FROM CAUSE (Cosmological)

The world is here. It must have come from somewhere. Somebody or something must
have caused it to come into being at one time or another.

Here is a book. Someone must have written it. No printing press can of itself produce a
book, be it ever so modern a press with the latest electrical gadgets.

Someone built the building. Someone created the trees. Someone operates the universe.

If all the pieces of a watch were placed in a can and the can shaken gently for a million
years the watch would not be "accidentally” put together and running.



The only sensible answer to the problem of the existence of the world is the existence of
an intelligent Being whom we call God.

IV. THE ARGUMENT FROM DESIGN (Teleological)
A watch not only exists but it has a designer. It was planned for a specific purpose.

A watch was not designed for mosquitoes to live in. It was designed by a keen mind for
the purpose of accurately telling the time.

An examination of the world and the things large and small shows that each is designed
by an intelligent mind for a specific purpose in life.

The colors of the bird and means of defence of the animals are not accidents. They are the
result of a plan of a superior planning mind of the originator.

V. THE MORAL ARGUMENT (Anthropological)

Man has an intellectual and moral nature showing that the Creator must not be merely an
inanimate force but a living, intelligent moral Being.

Gen. 1:26, "Let us make man in our image, after our likeness."

Gen. 1:27, God created man in the image and likeness of God, that is, patterned after Him.
Pea. 94:9, "He that planted the ear, shall He not hear? He that formed the eye, shall He
not see?" God has given to man ears, eyes, knowledge, intelligence, and will power for

these are the things that He possesses.

Conscience teaches man right and wrong, good and bad; for the Creator is a moral Being
that is holy, and loves righteousness but abhors evil.

VI. THE LIFE ARGUMENT

Life comes from life and the original life must have come from a Being possessing
eternal life, that is, life that existed before physical life was created.

Where can such life be found? It can only be found in God who possesses eternal life. Psa.
36:9, "For with Thee is the fountain (source) of life."

The apple tree gets its life from the parent tree, the lamb from the mother sheep. But
where did they get life from? We go back to the original creation.

Jesus said in John 11:25, "l am... life," also in John 14:6, "l am ... life," and in John 10:28,
"And | give unto them eternal life."



All life proceeds from God. The theory of spontaneous generation has been proved false
and completely unacceptable to authoritative science.

Life must have a beginning. The only logical answer is that beginning was with God.
VIl. THE ARGUMENT FROM CONGRUITY
The theory of atheism solves no problems but only multiplies unsolved mysteries.

The acceptance of the existence of God as Creator of the world is like a magic key that
fits all the facts of Scripture, revelation, knowledge and science.

This irrefutable doctrine is held tenaciously by multitudes of souls who are willing both
to live and die in the consolation of this assurance.

CONCLUSION

Atheism which is only giant doubt and unbelief can only lead to darkness and despair for
the one accepting it.

Acceptance of Gen. 1:1, "In the beginning God," leads a sincere seeker into the path of a
fuller revelation of God Himself.

Heb. 11:6, "He that cometh to God must believe that He Is [exists)."

Let us come as children in simple faith, based on the revelation of God in Scripture and
nature, believing and trusting Him completely.

50. How is your heart changed? My heart is changed by the Holy Spirit because of the grace
of God shown in the work of Christ. (Titus 3:4-7)

How disappointed he would be, if upon
meeting her a few days later, she would say, "Sweetheart, that was a lovely little box you sent
me. To take special care of it, | promise to keep it wrapped up in a safe place so that no harm
shall come to it."

Rather ridiculous, isn't it? Yet it is just as foolish for men and women to be spending all their
time and thought on their bodies, which are only cases containing the real self, the soul, which,
the Bible tells us, will persist long after our bodies have crumbled to dust. The soul is of infinite
value. Longfellow expressed it this way:

Tell me not in mournful numbers,
Life is but an empty dream,
For the soul is dead that slumbers,
And things are not what they seem.
Life is real, life is earnest,
And the grave is not its goal.
Dust thou art, to dust returneth,
Was not spoken of the soul.

Indeed that statement was not made of the soul, for in Mark 8:36 our Lord Himself asks, "For
what shall it profit a man, if he shall gain the whole world, and lose his own soul?" So, in Christ's
estimate, man's soul is something incomparably more valuable than the whole world.

SOME BASIC QUESTIONS

I would like to discuss with you some of the basic questions that relate to your most valuable
possession, your soul. For instance:

Is there a God?

Is the Bible true?

Is man accountable?

Is there divine forgiveness?

These are some of the problems which most perplex those who think seriously about the future.
How may | know there is a God?

I have an innate conviction that God exists. No matter how my intellect had tried, in the past,
to produce reasons proving He was not, or how much I had wanted to believe that there was no
God, that "still, small voice" came to me again and again, just as it comes to you, in the quiet of
life's more sober moments. Yes, | knew that at least for me there was a God. And as | looked at
others | realized many were looking for God, seeking in "religion" to silence that same voice that
spoke within me.

True, there are some men who don't believe in God. But to me the problems of unbelief in God
are greater than the problems of belief. To believe that unaided dead matter produced mind, that
mind produced conscience, and that the chaos of chance produced the cosmos of order as we see
it in nature, seems to call not for faith but for credulity.



PROVING GOD

The president of the New York Scientific Society once gave eight reasons why he believed
there was a God. The first was this: Take 10 identical coins and mark them 1 to 10. Place them in
your pocket. Now take one out. There is 1 chance in 10 that you will get number one. Now
replace it, and the overall chance that number two follows number one is not 1 in 10, but 1 in 100.
With each new coin taken out, the risk will be multiplied by 10, so that the chance of ten
following nine, is 1 in 10 000 000 000 or 10 billion. It seemed so unbelievable to me that |
immediately took pencil and paper and very quickly discovered he was right. Try it yourself.

That is why George Gallup, the American statistician, says, 'l could prove God statistically.
Take the human body alone — the chance that all its functions would just happen is a statistical
monstrosity."

Surely no thoughtful person would wish to base their eternal future on a "statistical
monstrosity"? Perhaps that is why the Bible says in Psalm 14:1 "The fool hath said in his heart,
"There is no God.™

THE FIRST CAUSE

Suppose we are standing at an airport, watching a big jet coming in for a landing. | say to
you, "A lot of people think that plane is the result of someone's carefully designed plans, but |
know better. There was really no intelligence at work on it at all. In some strange way the metal
just came out of the ground, and fashioned itself into flat sheets. And then these metal sheets
slowly began to grow together and formed the body and wings and tail. Then after a long while
the engines slowly grew in place, and one day some people came along and discovered the plane,
all finished and ready to fly."

You would probably consider me a lunatic and move farther into the crowd to escape my
senseless chatter. Why? You know that where there is a design there must be a designer, and
having seen other products of the human mind just like the plane in question, you are positive that
it was planned by human intelligence and built by human skill.

Yet there are highly-educated, professional men who tell us that the entire universe came into
being by chance, that there was really no higher intelligence at work in it. They claim to know no
God but nature.

On the other hand there are many thoughtful men who believe that God is transcendent, namely,
that while He reveals Himself in nature (in that its laws and principles are expressions of His
power and wisdom), He Himself is greater than the universe. But all that atheists can offer us is
the riddle of design without a designer, of creation without a Creator, of effect without cause.

Every thoughtful person believes in a series of causes and effects in nature, each effect
becoming the cause of some other effect. The acceptance of this as fact logically compels one to
admit that there must be a beginning to any series. There could never have been a first effect if
there had not been a First Cause. This First Cause to me is Deity.

BELIEVING IS SEEING!!!

Although man has discovered many of the laws that govern electricity, even the greatest
scientists cannot really define it. Then why do we believe it exists? Because we see the
manifestations of its existence in our homes and industries and streets. Though | do not know
where God came from, | must believe He exists, because | see the manifestations of Him
everywhere around me.

Dr Wernher von Braun, director of NASA research, and developer of the rocket which put
America's first space satellite into orbit, says,



"In our modern world, many people seem to feel that our rapid advances in the field of science
render such things as religious belief untimely or old-fashioned. They wonder why we should be
satisfied in 'believing' something when science tells us that we 'know' so many things. The simple
answer to this contention is that we are confronted with many more mysteries of nature today
than when the age of scientific enlightenment began. With every new answer unfolded, science
had consistently discovered at least 3 new questions.

The answers indicate that everything as well-ordered and perfectly created as are our earth and
universe must have a Maker, a Master Designer. Anything so orderly, so perfect, so precisely
balanced, so majestic as this creation can only be the product of a Divine idea."

The late professor Edwin Conklin, a noted biologist, very aptly said, "The problem of life
originating from accident is comparable to the probability of Chamber's Dictionary resulting from
an explosion in a printing shop."

THE REVELATION OF GOD

God exists whether or not men choose to believe in Him. The reason why many people
do not believe in God is not that it is intellectually impossible to believe in God, but rather
because belief in God forces the thoughtful person to face the fact that he is accountable to such a
God. Many people are unwilling to do this. Most of those who take refuge in atheism or
agnosticism do so because it is a convenient escape from the stern reality that man is accountable
to his Creator. It is usually not so much a case of "l cannot believe" as it is a case of "I do not
want to believe."

I know only 2 ways by which God's purpose and God's person may be known. First there is
the process of reason. As a good detective can, for example, tell you many things about my skills,
habits and character just by examining something | may have made or handled, so much can be
learned about God by a careful examination of the universe, the work of His hands.

But the detective who examines only what | make can never say he knows me. He may know
some things about me, but before he can say that he knows me, there must be a process of
revelation: I must communicate with him. 1 must tell him what I think, how I feel and what |
want to do. This self-revelation may be made in conversation, in writing, or in some other
way. Only then does it become possible for him to know me. Just so, if God is ever to be known
and His thoughts, desires and purposes perceived, He must take the initiative and make at least a
partial revelation of Himself to men.

THE BOOK OF BOOKS

Of all the many books in this world, there is only one that claims to be a direct revelation from
God, telling us of Himself and His purpose for us. That book is the Bible. The Bible is a book of
such importance that it is surely worthy of thoughtful investigation. So, with the advice of
Francis Bacon neither to accept nor reject, but to weigh and consider, let us approach this book
with its unusual claims.

To be fair to ourselves and to the Bible, we should read it through. As a judge must not make
his decision when the case is half heard, neither must we. Rather, like the judge, we should
compare the evidence of the witnesses, and weigh and consider every work, seeking its deepest
significance rather than accepting its surface meaning. Surely, the importance of the Bible's
claims justifies spending the necessary time on the study of its 66 books, which were written by at
least 40 different writers over a period of 1600 years, in places as far apart as Babylon in Asia and
Rome in Europe. With such authorship one would expect to find a miscellaneous collection of
contradictory statements. Its unity is therefore especially striking, for each contribution is the
complement of the others.



In my consideration of this whole matter, slowly the truth of 2 Peter 1:21 became certain to
me. There was no other reasonable explanation. "Holy men of God spake as they were moved
by the Holy Ghost." This belief was confirmed as | read prophesy after prophesy in the Old
Testament, which found their fulfilment, down to the letter, hundreds of years later. For instance,
Isaiah in chapter 53 foretold the death of Christ with minute accuracy, 700 years before His
crucifixion! Yes, the difficulties in the way of doubting the Book seemed to me greater than
those in the way of believing it. The problems were all on the side of unbelief!

GOD’S STANDARD

Accepting the Bible brought me face to face with a serious difficulty, however, for the Bible
set a standard of righteousness | had not attained. It pronounced that anything short of its
standard was sin. Remembering that God knows your every secret thought, just measure yourself
alongside the standard in Matthew 22:37-38 : "Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart,
and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind. This is the first and greatest commandment."

Confronted with such a statement, can you claim to have lived up to that standard throughout
your life? Have you put God first in everything? No man can honestly claim such
perfection. Every honest heart echoes Romans 3:10 and 3:23 : "There is none righteous, no, not
one... For all have sinned and come short of the glory of God." All have failed to reach God's
standard.

A young man once asked me, "Do you think it is fair of God to set the standard of holiness so
high that we cannot reach it, and then judge us for falling short?"

I replied, "God has not set an arbitrary standard of holiness as an official sets an arbitrary
standard of height for his bodyguards. In such a case, a man may have all the other qualifications,
but if he is an inch too short he is disqualified.

God has not really set a standard at all: He is the standard. He is absolute holiness, and to
preserve His own character He must remain absolutely holy in all of His dealings with man,
maintaining that standard irrespective of the tremendous implications which it may hold for both
Him and us."”

ALL HAVE SINNED

My conscience and my common sense compelled me to admit that | had fallen short of God's
standard of absolute holiness and that, therefore, | was a sinner in His sight.

On my admission of having sinned came God's condemnation in Ezekiel 18:4 : "The soul that
sinneth, it shall die."

It appealed to me like this: the law in Great Britain says that all drivers must keep to the left
side of the street, while in New York the rule of the road demands that a driver keeps to the right
side. Now, suppose | go driving in London and keep to the right side. On being brought before
the judge, I say, "This is ridiculous, in the United States we are allowed to drive on the right
side.”

"You are not being judged by the laws of America," he replies. "It does not matter what the
laws of other lands may be, you should have concerned yourself only with the laws which judge
you here, where you are."

In the same way as far as God's standard was concerned, | was lost, because God's standard
was the only one by which I was to be judged in eternity. | was hopelessly lost. | began to see
that it didn't matter at all what | thought or what my friends told me. The judgement would be



based on what God has said, not what my friends say. Moreover, because in God's judgement we
have all sinned, there was no use in looking to other men for help, for they were under the same
condemnation as .

JESUS CHRIST: SON OF GOD?

But this same Bible, which told me of my sin, told me also of Jesus Christ, who claimed to be
the Son of God.

If Jesus Christ is the Son of God, then we may indeed be sure of salvation; but the difficulty
faces us: Is Jesus Christ really the Son of God? He could only be one of three — the Son of God,
or a deceiver, or an honest man Himself under a delusion. But we find Him meeting some of the
cleverest men of His day, who were purposely sent to catch Him in His words, and He so silenced
then that they did not dare ask Him any more questions (Matthew 22:46). And when we
ourselves consider the wisdom of His statements from an intellectual standpoint, we see plainly
that He was under no delusion as to Himself.

Then was His wisdom so great that He was using it to deceive the people? Have you ever
heard of a young man associating with swindlers and rogues and, because of that association,
becoming ennobled, pure and honest? No! You admit you have not heard of such a case; but |
know a young man who by the reception of Christ into his life has been lifted from the basest
desires to the noblest manhood. | simply cannot believe that the reception of a deceiver into one's
life could transform it for the good.

The other day I heard a man say, "l owe it to Jesus Christ that | can walk down the street with
my head held erect and my shoulders squared to the world. | owe it to Him that | can look a pure
woman in the face and grip an honest man by the hand."

IN CHRIST A NEW CREATION

I call to witness the opinion of the whole civilised world that Jesus Christ was at least a good
man. If so then an honest man, and if honest He must have been what He claimed to be, the Son
of God, sent to lay down His sinless life in place of your sinful life and mine.

Leaders from several professions have this to say about Jesus Christ:

United States Senator Mark O Hatfield testifies, "I saw that for 31 years | had lived for self and
decided | wanted to live the rest of my life only for Jesus Christ. | asked God to forgive my self-
centred life and to make my life His own. Following Jesus Christ has been an experience of
increasing challenge, adventure and happiness. Living a committed Christian life is truly
satisfying because it has given me true purpose and direction by my serving not myself but Jesus
Christ."

Robert E (Bob) Richards, former Olympic track star, said, "My only reason for being in sports
is to give my testimony to the youth of all the world that Jesus Christ can save from sin, and that
one can be a Christian and still excel in good, creative things. Young people need to realize that
God unleashed a power when Jesus Christ died on Calvary."

Lt Gen (Ret) William K Harrison, former Senior Delegate of the United Nations Command
Truce Team in Korea, and later Commander-in-Chief of the Caribbean Command, wrote, "It is
wonderful to believe in the Lord Jesus Christ and | am exceedingly thankful that God has
graciously led me to saving faith in Christ. God gives us who believe in Christ a daily, personal
experience which is convincing evidence of the reality of the new life in Christ."”



SINCERITY IS NOT ENOUGH

But | do not ask you to accept Him as yours, for you may have an objection: although it is
plausible that the Bible is true, are not alternative views also plausible? Why not be reasonable
and submit them to a fair test as well?

On telling my conviction to a friend, he replied, "You are all right, but so am I, although I don't
see things as you do. It seems to me that it doesn't matter so much what a man believes, so long
as he is sincere in his belief."

Let us test that statement. One fine Sunday morning a neighbour of mine said to his wife and
family, "Let us take the car and go for a picnic." Travelling north, he came to a railway crossing
and, sincerely believing that there would be no trains on a Sunday morning, attempted to drive
across. He was killed on the spot, one son had an arm broken and his little daughter was in a cast
for months. Did his sincere belief save him? No, it did not.

I know a nurse who, while she was on night duty, administered what she has sincerely believed
was the right medicine. But she was wrong, and in twenty minutes her patient was dead in spite
of frantic efforts to save him.

Of course we need sincerity, but we must sincerely believe truth, not error. In fact, having
sincere belief in error can be the very means of deceiving and finally destroying us.

MANY WAYS TO GOD?

The Bible leaves no room for doubt. In John 14:6 Christ says, "I am the Way, the Truth and
the Life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by Me." Acts 4:12 states: "There is none other
name under heaven given among men, whereby we must be saved. "If you can get to heaven any
other way you will be witness throughout eternity to the fact that Jesus Christ spoke falsely, as He
has already said there was no other way. But since He gives full evidence of being the Son of
God, is it not folly to try and come to God by any other way than through Christ Himself, who
claims to be God's appointed way?

The real reason we want some other way is because the way of the cross is a humbling way,
and we are proud at heart. But let us remember the way of the cross was a humbling way for
Christ also, as we read in Philippians 2:5-8:

"Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus: Who, being in the form of God,
thought it not robbery to be equal with God: But made Himself of no reputation, and took upon
Him the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of men: And being found in fashion as a
man, He humbled Himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross."

All the argument over the "many ways to God" will not be necessary if it is accepted that Jesus
is God, which Scripture affirms over and over. Jesus said in John 14:9-10, "He that hath seen Me
hath seen the Father ... | am in the Father, and the Father in Me."

WE HAVE A DEBT TO PAY

Some people have suggested that all a person needs to do is sincerely reform, do better in the
future, and thus live down past shortcomings. This is supposed to make one fit for heaven. But
will this work?

Let us assume that the manager of a business goes to his accountant and finds that his company
owed $50 000 to the manufacturers and other merchants. He says, "Write letters to all those
people and tell then that we are not going to trouble about the past, that we have turned over new
pages in our ledger, but we promise to pay 100 cents on the dollar in all future businesses, and
from now on to live up to the highest standard of business integrity."

The accountant would think his employer had gone mad, and would refuse to put such a
proposition to the creditors. Yet thousands of otherwise sensible people are trying to get to



heaven by just such a proposal, offering to meet their obligations towards God for the future, but
refusing to worry about the past at all. Yet in Ecclesiastes 3:15 , we read, "God requireth that
which is past”. Even if we assume that we can somehow begin to live an absolutely perfect life —
which is no better than what we ought to do, but which is certainly impossible for us — we are still
sinners.

JESUS PAID IT ALL

God's righteousness demands that no past account be considered settled until it has been paid to
the last penny and every claim of justice met. The murderer may cover his son and live the life of
a model citizen for 10 years after his crime, but when he is discovered, man's law condemns him
to death. Though he has murdered no one for 10 long years — it judges him still a murderer.

To hide past sin, either thoughts, words or deeds, by what seems to be an absolutely perfect life,
still leaves us sinners in the sight of Him to whom the past and the future are as open as the
present. According to God's standard of holiness, we all have sinned, and we must bring that sin
out in the open and have it dealt with righteously.

We each need someone who can clear the books. The Bible declares that Jesus Christ is the
only One who could pay his penalty. "We were reconciled to God by the death of His Son"
(Romans 5:10). Yes, the Lord Jesus Christ gave up His life in place of ours that we might go free.
Our past sin is paid for, and God, against whom we have sinned, has given us His receipt showing
His satisfaction with the completed work of Christ on the cross in that He raised Him from the
dead. Christ once crucified is now our living Saviour. He died to save us form the penalty of sin
and now He lives to deliver us form the power of sin.

A PERFECT SACRIFICE

But why did Christ need to die? Could He not have saved us without that? Man had broken
God's law and the penalty was death. How could Christ righteously deliver us without meeting
our full penalty? Do you not see that if He paid anything less than the full price there would still
be judgement for us to meet? But it is evident that because He died, the law we had broken can
judge us no more.

The Bible says in Romans 8:1, "There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in
Christ Jesus."

On one occasion an unfinished court case extended to a second day and, as is the usual practice,
so that no outside influence could be brought to bear, the jurymen were kept in custody
overnight. On entering the court the next morning, the judge, addressing the jury, said,
"Gentlemen, the case is dismissed: the prisoner has been called to a higher court." The accused
had died in his cell during the night and there was no use going on with the case, since the law
cannot judge a dead man.

Again, if a man murdered one person he is put to death, but if he murdered 6 people he is still
just put to death, because this is the utmost penalty of the law. No matter what a man's sins may
be, the law knows no greater penalty than to take his life.

Therefore it matters not that there are sins in my life | have long since forgotten. | fear none of
them, for | have this confidence that the Lord Jesus Christ, my Substitute, suffered the utmost
penalty of the law on my account, freeing me absolutely form all its claims against me, both great
and small.



BUT NOT ALL ARE SAVED

On the basis of the greatness of Jesus Christ's sacrifice, some have suggested that if Christ died
for all, we must all be saved. But God does not say so. He says there is salvation for all, not that
all are saved.

Here is an illustration. It is a bitterly cold winter and unemployment is rife in one of our great
cities, with many in dire need. The municipal authorities provide free meals. You meet a poor
fellow on the street who says he is starving. Naturally you ask if he does not believe the notices
that are up all over the city, that there is enough food for all provided free.

"Yes," he replies. "I believe that is true in a general sort of way, but I am still hungry."

You tell him that he is likely to remain hungry in spite of the provisions unless he eats and
drinks personally of what is provided for all.

Just so, although the death of Christ provides salvation for whosoever will, only those are
saved who personally accept Christ and believe that He died in their place. | must take Christ as
my Saviour, or His death will avail me nothing — just as a man could die of thirst beside a spring
of water, if he refused to make its life-giving stream his own by drinking of it himself.

THE MYSTERY OF CANCELLED SIN

There are some people who still pose the question: How could the Lord Jesus Christ's one life
be considered the substitute for the lives of so many, that God offers salvation to whosoever
places their faith in Christ?

That seems a fair question — a problem in arithmetic that can be demonstrated on paper. Christ
was God manifest in the flesh — Divinity in humanity — so that the life He gave was an infinite life,
which can meet the needs of any number of finite lives. Get a sheet of paper and write down all
the big figures you can think of — millions or more — and add them up. Now that you have a big
number, multiply it by 10 or 100 —a million if you like. Fill up sheets of paper with repeated
multiplication, and after that you still have a finite number, a number that has bounds set about it
—a beginning and an end, however far it may extend. No, by adding finite things together no man
has ever been able to make that which is infinite. The infinite life of Christ given for sinners is
more than sufficient to save all who accept Him as the One who died for them.

But how could Christ suffer for my sins when they were not committed till more than 1 900
years after He died? At first this seems a problem to a thoughtful person, but the more thoughtful
you are, the more readily you will see the solution. God is omniscient, that is, He knows all things,
and God is eternal. In Exodus 3:14 , God calls Himself "I AM" (present tense), and Christ says in
John 8:58 "Before Abraham was, | AM" (present tense). In other words, to one who knows all
things and is eternal, there is, as it were, neither past nor future, but one eternal present. Events to
take place 2 000 years ahead must be as clear to Him as events which happened 2 000 years ago,
and both must of necessity be as clear to God as events happening now.

PEOPLE, NOT PUPPETS

But why did not God make man incapable of disobeying His will and therefore incapable of
sinning? Such a question is like asking why God does not draw a crooked straight line or a square
round, or make an object black all over and white all over at the same time. Man is a creature
with power of intelligent choice, so that the question really is : Why didn't God make a creature
with the power of intelligent choice and yet without the power of intelligent choice at the same
time?

If | had the power of hypnotism, | would be able to put my 2 sons into a hypnotic state, thus
robbing them of the power of intelligent choice. | could then say, "Sit on those chairs till | return"
— "Get up and eat" — "Stop eating” — "Kiss me goodnight" — and unfeeling arms would go around



my neck, and unresponsive lips would be pressed to mine. 1 would have prompt and perfect
obedience to my every command, but would | find satisfaction in it? No!

I want boys with free wills, who are capable of disobeying me, but who willingly choose to
carry out my instructions, which are the outcome of my love for them and are given for their own
good. | cannot conceive of God, who put these desires in my heart and yours, being satisfied with
anything less than Himself.

God does not want puppets who jump in a given direction according to the wire that is pulled,
not does He want robots in the form of men who mechanically and absolutely obey His will as do
the planets whirling through space. God can find satisfaction in nothing less than the spontaneous
love of our hearts and our free-will decisions to act in ways that please and honour Him. But it is
obvious that this same power of free action enables us to defy and dishonour Him if we so choose.

OBJECT OF GOD’S LOVE

Man is truly a magnificent creature, far above the animal creations around him. There is no
"missing link". But a great gulf is fixed between the highest beast and man, for God has given
man the awesome power of being able to say no to God as well as an effective yes. In your own
interests, may | ask which you are saying to God now as you read this booklet?

What does God care about this little world of ours compared with the vastness of the mighty
universe?

Think of our own solar system, with the planet Neptune 30 times as far away from the sun as
Earth, so that it takes 164 Earth years to make 1 Neptune year, and beyond this, suns with planets
revolving around them as our solar system revolves around the sun! Of what importance can
Earth be to God, and of how much less importance can man be?

So said the astronomer as the faith of his youth fled — this is what the telescope had done for
him. The vastness of the heavens had robbed him of faith in his mother's God, for how long could
God trouble Himself with man, who is smaller than a grain of sand in comparison?

But his thirst for knowledge would not let him rest. The heavens were available for study only
at night; how should the free hours of the day be spent? Why not a microscope? And lo! Worlds
were opened at his feet — worlds as wonderful as those above, and slowly his faith came back.
Yes, the God who could attend to such minute details as to make a drop of ditch water throb with
miniature life, was sure to be interested in man, the highest form of His creation. The man found
balance instead of bias, and balance brought him back to God. John 3:16 was true after all.

FAITH’S FIRM FOUNDATION

But is faith logical? Yes, it is logical. It is a mistake to think that faith is opposed to reason.
Faith and reason go hand in hand, but faith goes on when reason can go no further. Also reason,
to a great extent, is dependent on faith, for without knowledge it is impossible to reason, and
knowledge is very largely a matter of faith in human testimony. For instance, | believe strychnine
administered in a large enough dose will poison a human being, but I have never seen the
experiment performed. Yet | have such faith in the written testimony of men that | would not take
a larger dose of strychnine for anything.

If you check up carefully, you will find that most of the things you know are a matter of faith
in human testimony, written or spoken, for you have not verified them for yourself. Then, having
accepted the testimony of men on other matters, will you not accept the testimony of thousands of
Christians when they affirm that they have verified the things written in God's Word and have
proved them to be true?

Men will not believe, not for lack of convincing evidence of God's power, but because of the
hardness of their hearts. Recall the stubbornness of Pharaoh in Exodus. The mighty acts of God
wrought by the hand of Moses merely hardened his resistance in unbelief. More astonishing and



lamentable was the unbelief of the children of Israel in the wilderness. Not even the parting of the
Red Sea and the destruction of Pharaoh's army — still fresh in their minds — could stop their
rebellion against God and Moses.

Our faith is not founded in supposition or speculation, but on the words and works of the ever
living Christ, who reigns on high and will soon return to judge the unbelieving world. Hold fast,
therefore, the profession of your faith without wavering, till He comes!

THE WAGES OF SIN IS DEATH

But why should God judge my sins as worthy of death? | cannot answer that, but | would
suggest that because of His infinite holiness, no sin could exist in His presence. In some primitive
cultures, a native chief may club his wife to death on slight provocation, without falling in the
smallest degree in the estimation of his people. The same act in our land would have to be paid
for by the life of the murderer. The act is the same in both lands, but in one instance there is no
judgement; in the other, quick retribution. The difference is simply the result of our
enlightenment. If a sin, which in a primitive culture is considered nothing, would cause a man to
lose his life in our land, think, if you can, what some other sin, which appears to us as nothing,
must look like to an infinitely holy God — "God is light, and in Him is no darkness at all” (1 John
1:5).

It may be just, but is it merciful of God to refuse to take us all to heaven, even if we reject
Christ as our sin-bearer? Yes, both just and merciful. Would it be kindness to transfer a poor
ragged beggar into the glare of a beautiful ballroom? Would he not do his best to escape to the
darkness of the street? He would be infinitely happier there. Would it be kindness and mercy on
God's part to bring a man in his sins into the holy light of Heaven if that man had rejected God's
offer of the only cleansing power there is? If you and | would not wish our friends to see inside
our minds now and read all the thoughts that had ever been there (and our friends' standards are
perhaps not any higher than our own), what would it be like to stand before God, whose absolute
holiness would reveal our sin in all its awfulness?

HELL HAS NO EXIT

Revelation 6:16 tells us of the feelings of those who refuse to accept Jesus Christ as their
Saviour and persist in going to eternity in their sins. They would call to the mountains and the
rocks to fall on them, and hide them "from the face of Him that sitteth on the throne". Yet, it is
the presence of this same Christ that will make Heaven for those who have accepted Him as
Saviour and Lord.

You see the absurdity of talking about God taking us all to heaven — heaven is a condition as
well as a place. The presence of the Lord Jesus Christ will constitute heaven to those who are
cleansed from their sins, while that same presence would make a hell of remorse in the hearts of
any who, still in their sins, should stand in the infinite light of His holiness. Let us be quite
reasonable — could you really be happy in the presence of One whose love you had rejected, and
whose great sacrifice you had not counted worthy of your acceptance?

CHRIST OUR SUBSTITUTE

We have considered reasonable evidence that God does exist and that He has revealed in the
Bible His holy claims on men and women. We have shown that "all have sinned and fall short of
the glory of God"( Romans 3:23 ). We have been faced with Jesus Christ, God's Son, who came
to this earth to die for the sin of man. We have also considered numerous objections raised by
people who have other ideas about God's plan of salvation. Now we are going to think through



the wisdom and the wonder of God's plan of salvation for sinful people. In a word, it is salvation
by substitution.

God's love would have forgiven the sinner, but God's righteousness prevented the forgiveness.
God's righteousness would have judged the sinner, but God's love restrained the judgement. How
to reconcile His inherent righteousness with His character of essential love was a problem that no
human philosopher could have solved, but divine wisdom and mercy find their highest expression
in the solution — the vicarious suffering and death of God the Son.

"But", one may object, "does not Christianity fail at its very foundation by basing everything
on substitution?" Substitution will not stand thoughtful investigation. It makes Christ, the
Innocent, bear the penalty for the guilty and thus lets the guilty go free. It is diametrically
opposed to our every idea of justice, for we believe that justice should protect the innocent and
bring the full penalty upon the guilty.

THE CROSS OUR GLORY

But see God's perfect justice and perfect mercy revealed at the cross. There He does not take
the innocent and compel him to bear the penalty of the guilty. God acts like the judge in this story:
It is on record that of two young men who studied law together, one rose to a seat on the bench,
while the other took to drink and wasted his life. On one occasion this poor fellow was brought
before his old companion, charged with a crime, and the lawyers present wondered what kind of
justice would be administered by the judge under such trying circumstances. To their surprise, he
sentenced his one-time companion to the heaviest penalty the law allowed, then paid the fine
himself and set his old friend free.

God, against whom we have sinned, in justice sat upon His judgement throne and passed the
heaviest penalty He could — the sentence of death upon the sinner. Then, in mercy, He stepped
from His throne and in the person of His Son took the sinner's place, bearing the full penalty
Himself, for 2 Corinthians 5:19 tells us that "God was in Christ" — not through Christ but in
Christ — "reconciling the world unto Himself".

NO FAIRER OFFER

God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit are one God. The same God against
whom we had sinned passed the judgement, paid the penalty, and now offers us full and free
pardon, based upon absolute righteousness. That is why the apostle, Paul, writes in Romans 1:16-
17 :"1 am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ : for it is the power of God unto salvation to every
one that believeth ... For therein is the righteousness of God revealed.” 1, too, can say | am not
ashamed of the Gospel of Christ, for no man can honestly find a flaw in the righteousness offered
by God to man. That is the righteousness you may possess now, at his very moment, if you will
accept it.

But is the acceptance of Christ as my Saviour all that is necessary to save me for all eternity?
Yes. | admit the very simplicity of it seems to make it hard to grasp. But if | owe $500 and have
nothing with which to pay, and a friend pays the debt for me and gives me the receipt, | don't
worry about it any more. | can look my creditor straight in the face, for | hold his signed receipt.
As Jesus Christ gave His life in place of mine, He said, "It is finished ,"meaning that the work of
atonement was completed, and God gave me His receipt. The assurance that He was satisfied
with Christ's finished work is that He (God) raised Christ from the dead on the third day.

IT IS FINISHED!

When you receive from Christ His righteousness, like a wedding garment, it is perfect and
complete. You cannot add to it your own righteousness which is as filthy rags.



"But | can't see it," said a certain cabinetmaker, as a friend tried to explain this to him. At last,
an idea came to his friend, who, lifting a plane, made as though he would plane the top of a
beautifully polished table that stood near.

"Stop!" cried the cabinetmaker. "Don't you see that's finished? You'll simply ruin it if you use
that plane on it!"

"Why," replied his friend ,"that's just what | have been trying to show you about Christ's work
of redemption. It was finished when He gave His life for you, and if you try to add to that finished
work you can only spoil it. Just accept it as it stands — His life for yours, and you go free. "Like a
flash the cabinetmaker saw it and received Jesus Christ into his life as his Saviour.

THE REAL DIFFERENCE

"But," says someone, "there is one more problem that puzzles me. | know a polished gentleman
who is not a Christian and states so quite definitely, and | know a rather crude and uncultured
man who is a Christian and who shows his genuine belief in many ways. Do you mean to tell me
God prefers the uncultured man simply because he had accepted and acknowledged Christ as his
Saviour?"

This question arises from a confusion of ideas. A Christian is not different in degree from a
non-Christian; he is different in kind, just as the difference between a diamond and a cabbage is
not one of degree, but of kind. The one is polished, and the other is crude, but the one is dead
while the other is alive, therefore the one has not what the other has — life — in any degree
whatsoever, and such is the difference God sees between a Christian and non-Christian.

Here is one of the many such statements He makes in His Word. 1 John 5:11-12 :"And this is
the record, that God hath given to us eternal life, and this life is in His Son. He that hath the Son
hath life; and he that hath not the Son of God hath not life. "So the vital and all-important
question for everyone of us becomes not, am I cultured or uncouth, but, am | alive or dead
towards God? Have | received God's risen Son who brings me life from above, the life of God,
called in the Bible eternal life? Or have I not received Him and am I therefore classed by God as
among those who" hath not life"?

MATTERS OF THE HEART

But how may | receive the Lord Jesus Christ as my Saviour? If | know that, according to
Ephesians 2:1 , I am "dead in trespasses and sins"; if | believe Jesus Christ gave His life in place
of mine, and that now by the receiving of Him as my Saviour | may have eternal salvation, will
perceiving these facts in a cold mechanical way give me everlasting life? Most certainly not!

A wealthy man loses all his money, and rather than sacrifice his social position, he agrees to
give the hand of his daughter to a rich man whom she despises. At first she refuses point-blank,
but when her father shows her the expediency of the marriage, that it is his only hope of being
saved from utter want, she consents, and goes through the marriage ceremony, and becomes,
according to the law of the land, the rich man's wife. But is her heart really his? Surely not!

You see it now, don't you? When a man and a woman would truly be one, they must love with
such a love as to receive each other into the innermost recesses of their hearts, in such a deep way
that they cannot fully express in words all that they feel.

We all have the innermost recesses of our beings, which is sacred to us, where emotions stir
that no one else could possibly understand. Jesus Christ, God's Son, because of His love for us,
claims the right to enter there. He will take no other place in our lives. The love He had shown for
us entitles Him to that place. Will I withhold it?

When | think that Christ's love for me was so great that He left His Father's glory and came to
earth to die in my place and give me eternal life, my heart softens towards Him.



If I were to lie sick and helpless in a burning building, and a friend rushes in to save me, and is
himself critically scarred and burned on the face and arms, would not my heart go out to him?
God knows it would!

AMAZING LOVE!

And now | am face to face with my Saviour. | see Him suffering in the Garden of Gethsemane
in anticipation of His death on the cross for me. | see Him in Pilate's Judgement Hall; the soldiers
are torturing Him, ridiculing Him by crying out, "Hail, King of the Jews!" | see them crowning
Him with a crown of thorns. They take Him bleeding and bruised from judgement to Calvary,
where they drive spikes through His hands and His feet. As He is then lifted up to die between
two thieves, the people gather around to mock and revile Him, though He is pouring out His life
to redeem them. Then | begin to understand what self-sacrificing love really means as | hear Him
cry, "Father, forgive them; for they know not what they do."

But even if we could enter sympathetically into the physical sufferings of Christ until tears
streamed down our cheeks, and that was all, we would still have failed miserably to comprehend
the true significance of the cross. We read in 2 Corinthians 5:21 that "He (God) hath made Him
(Christ) to be sin for us, who knew no sin." Come with me, | plead with you, with bowed head
and humbled heart, and let us, if we may, enter into the soul-sufferings of Christ the Son, and of
God the Father, as that Holy One, who loathed sin as we would loathe leprosy, is "made to be sin
for us."

Ponder in your heart God's amazing love outpoured for rebels like us. Recall Isaac Watts words

See, from His head, His hands, His feet,
Sorrow and love flow mingled down !
Did ever such love and sorrow meet,
Or thorns compose so rich a crown ?

MADE SIN FOR US

If the higher the development of the physical organism, the greater the capacity for pain, then
the higher the development of the moral character, the greater the capacity for soul-suffering.

Have you ever heard of a venerable old gentleman, justly proud of his honoured name —a man
who would sooner lose his right hand than use it to do a dishonourable deed? His son and heir go
astray from the paths of virtue and in a drunken brawl murders someone. And the old man walks
no more erect, his head is bowed in shame, and soon his soul-suffering brings his grey hairs in
sorrow to the grave. If that were possible (and it is possible even for us to feel the disgrace of a
greater sin than we are used to), think what sin must be like in all its awfulness to an absolutely
holy God! Now we understand why, in the Garden of Gethsemane, Christ turns in loathing from
sin and cries in agony of soul, "O my Father, if it be possible, let this cup pass from me:
nevertheless not as | will, but as thou will" (Matthew 26:39). Yet in spite of that agonised plea
from Gethsemane, "God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son" — "made Him to
be sin for us" — "that whosoever believeth in Him should not perish, but have everlasting life"
(John 3:16 ; 2 Corinthians 5:21).

RECEIVING CHRIST THE LORD

Prayer: "O God, | cannot understand the mystery of it all. | cannot understand why Thou care
enough for me to send Jesus Christ to bear the penalty of my sins. But with all my lack of
understanding, I am willing and | do yield to Thee, absolutely. | trust in the fact of His death for
me and the promise Thou have made in John 3:16 that ‘whosoever believeth in Him should not

perish, but have everlasting life'.



Just as you leave the mystery of the electric current with the engineer and take the benefits of
the light for yourself, so leave the mystery of salvation with God and take the infinite benefits of
a personal Saviour to yourself. Yield to Him now — He wants to come into your life. Say and
mean it:

"l am Thine, Lord Jesus; yielded to Thee, body, soul and spirit, and Thou are mine. Before
God, who knows the innermost secrets of my heart, | accept Jesus Christ into my life as my
Saviour and Lord. | yield absolutely to Him, and Him alone. | know, on the authority of His own
written Word in John 5:24, that | have everlasting life, for there He says, 'Verily, verily, | say
unto you, He that heareth My word, and believeth on Him that sent Me, hath everlasting life, and
shall not come into condemnation; but is passed from death unto life’. In coming into God's
family, | shall endeavour my utmost, as a filial child, to read and meditate on God's Word daily,
and to speak to my Heavenly Father in daily communion. This is my sincere desire, so help me
God".

A SOLDIER LED TO THE LORD

I was seeking to lead a young soldier to accept the Lord Jesus Christ, but, like most men, he
tried to evade the essential issue with the promise "I'll think it over."

"Harry," | said, "let me illustrate. You are out with the boys some night scouting an enemy post.
And on the way back you get hit hard. Another soldier stops long enough to pick you up and
carry you back to your own lines, and for his trouble gets 2 bullets in the back. You are both
taken to the hospital and by tender care are won back from the very jaws of death.

Two months later the doctor brings in a poor fellow who limps badly and moves with evident
pain. They stop at your bedside, and the doctor says, "Harry, | want to introduce you to Bill Smith,
the man who risked his life to save you.' You fold your arms and say, ~ I'm not sure | want to
meet him. I'll think it over." Now, you wouldn't say that, would you? You would grasp him by the
hand and try to tell him something of the gratitude you feel.

I want to introduce you to the Lord Jesus Christ, the Man who not only risked His life, but
sacrificed it, to save you. And you propose to turn your back on Him and say you'll think it
over?"

"No," he said, "I'll accept Him." Together we knelt while he told the Lord that he, at that
moment, accepted Him as his personal Saviour.

GO AND TELL

Now for the last point, a most important point. If you open your Bible at Romans 10:9-11 you
will read : "That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine
heart that God hath raised Him from the dead, thou shalt be saved. For with the heart man
believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession in made unto salvation. For the
scripture saith, Whosoever believeth on Him shall not be ashamed."

You say you have accepted Christ; go and tell someone, do not be ashamed to confess
Him. Why should you be? Suppose I had fallen off a wharf, injuring myself so that I could not
swim, and a labourer working on a coal barge had plunged in and saved me. If a month later you
saw me walking down Main Street and the same labourer, all begrimed with coal dust, coming up
from the opposite direction; and you saw that I noticed him first but deliberately turned to look
into a store window, so that | would not have to stop and greet him, what would you think of me?

You have declared that you believe the Lord Jesus Christ had given His life to save
you. Occasions will arise when you will meet Him face to face in the presence of those who
despise Him. Will you be ashamed and look the other way, or will you honour Him in both word
and deed as your Lord and Saviour? Having really accepted Him, you must and you will
acknowledge Him.

7. HE IS SEALED BY THE HOLY SPIRIT! Ephesians 1:13; No power in Heaven or earth can
break God’s seal.

8. HE IS SEALED UNTO THE DAY OF REDEMPTION! Ephesians 4:30; The believer is
sealed until the day God redeems his body.

8. JESUS CHRIST IS 60D

This is the basis of Christianity. Jesus not only claimed to be God but
proved it by His prophecies, death, resurrection, miracles, etc.

1) Jesus was referred to as Lord in the prophecy of Psalm 110:1, “The Lord (Father
God) says to my Lord (the Savior): ‘Sit at my right hand until I make your enemies
a footstool for your feet.”” This prophecy was that the Messiah and Savior would be
the Divine Lord himself. Jesus referred to this in Matt.22:41-46; Mark 12:35-36;
Luke 20:39-44. Peter in Acts 2:34.

2) In the Virgin Birth, God would be coming to live with men (Isa.7:14 fulfilled
Matt.1:23)

3) Jesus, the Messiah, was given divine names in prophecy. In (Isa.9:7) God is
Wonderful, Counselor (see Psalm 16:7), The Mighty God (God himself), The
everlasting Father (see John 10:30 — “I and the Father are one.”) Also we realize
that God always existed yet, “For to us a child is born” — a “man” was born. “to us a
son is given” — Jesus as God was “given”.

4) Jesus, the promised Christ was to be “from everlasting”. “But thou Bethlehem...out
of thee shall He come forth unto Me that is to be ruler in Israel; whose going forth
have been from old, from everlasting.” Jesus is the “eternal God” - everlasting past.

5) Jesus claimed to be “I AM”. Devout Jews would not even pronounce the word
Jehovah and Jesus claiming to be the “I AM” (in John 8:58) of Exodus 3:14 and
6:2,3 was blasphemy as far as they were concerned. They immediately set out to
stone Jesus. He was the great “I Am” in the flesh.

6) Only God can forgive sins (Mark 2:7). Yet Jesus forgave sins (Mark 2;5). So he was
either blaspheming or He was God. It’s an amazing thing that God can forgive sins.

7) For someone to put their name beside or with God’s was blasphemy. God’s name
was so holy to a Jew that nobody could be associated with God’s name. Yet Jesus
claimed equality with the Father and Holy Spirit through the Baptismal formula of
Matt.28:19 and also in the benediction of 2 Cor.13:14.

8) In Matthew 18:20 Jesus says, “For where two or three come together in my name,
there am | with them.” He promises to be anywhere, everywhere at the same time.
He claimed omnipresence.

9) Jesus was all-knowledgeable (omniscient). He prophesied about his death,
resurrection, and ascension. He told the apostles about the “upper room”, about the
donkey “colt” and they found everything just as He had told them. Many times
Jesus showed He was omniscient.

10) Jesus was all-powerful by His statement in Matt.28:18, “All power is given unto Me
in heaven and in earth.” He showed his power by calming storms, by curing
diseases, by creating fishes and loaves, and by his conquering death.

11) Jesus Christ had the power to create. He created and is maintaining the world (John
1:1-3; Heb.1:3). He created fishes and loaves for the 5,000, turned water into wine,
etc.

12) Jesus Christ showed power over storms by calming them, over gravity by walking
on water, and over death by conquering it.

13) Jesus Christ received worship from men. Only God was to be worshiped (Luke 4:8),
yet He readily accepted it (John 9:38)




14) In John 20:28, Thomas called Jesus, “my Lord and my God.” Jesus readily accepted
this statement and never rebuked him.

15) God was manifest in the flesh (1 Tim.3:16). He was therefore able to have flesh and
bones and at the same time be God who is Spirit.

16) Jesus had a beginning as a “man” coming to earth for the Virgin Birth. But as God,
He had no beginning.

17) Jesus’ Resurrection shows His deity. If He had been a fake, God the Father would
have left Him in the grave for judgment. But God raised Him from the dead
(Rom.6:4), and he was in Romans 1:4, “...declared to be the Son of God with power,
according to the spirit of holiness, by the resurrection from the dead.” The Father
God, by raising Jesus from the dead, showed the world that Jesus was the Son of
God.

18) Jesus possessed the attributes of God:
Eternal (Micah 5:2; John 8:58; Col.1:17; Rev.1:8). Unchangeable (Heb.13:8).
Omnipotent (Luke 8:24; Matt.28:18); Omnipresent (Matt.18:20; John 1:48; John
3:13; Matt.28:20); Omniscient (Mark 11:2-6; John 2:24,25; Luke 5:22; Matt.24:3-
31); Holy (Mark 1:24); Sinless (1 Peter 2:22; John 19:4); Just (John 2:14-17; Acts
17:31); Loving (John 15:13; John 11:36); Merciful (Titus 3:5); Faithful (2 Tim.2:13).

19) Jesus was not a created being. He was “incarnated” or became man. “Through him
all things were made, without him nothing was made that has been made.” John 1:3.

20) In Hebrews 1:8, the Father calls Jesus, God. They are the same.

21) The Father is sometimes put above Jesus for administrative purposes only but not
“essence.” Jesus functioned on earth as God and as man. The Father was still in
heaven as the executive administrator.

22) We are a “son of God”. But Jesus is the “only begotten Son of God” (John 3:16).
The main word here is the word “THE”. He is “THE Son of God.”

23) When Jesus said he was the Son of God, the Jews took that to mean “deity” and
tried to Kill him. The Jews had no doubt what the Son of God meant. To a Jew,
sonship was equality.

24) Jesus as man died on the cross but God who is immortal did not die. It was his
physical body that died on the cross. The spirit does not die but returns to God.

25) Jesus was conceived by the Holy Ghost as far as His humanity but His deity always
existed.

26) Jesus co-exists with the Father. They are “one”. They are one in nature (eternal
Spirit), but they have different offices and responsibilities. They are both indivisibly
linked together (Matt.11:27; Luke 10:22; John 12:45)

27) The Father was the Jehovah of the O.T. (Psalm 23:1) and Jesus in the N.T. (John
10:11; Heb.13:20; 1 Pet.2:25; Rev.7:17)

28) In John 5:18, Jesus called God his Father. Again to a Jew they saw this as making
himself equal with God and tried to stone him.

29) In John 14:9, “He that hath seen Me hath seen the Father....”

30) In John 10:33 the Jews again tried to stone Jesus because they believed He was only
a man claiming to be God.

31) Jesus emptied himself (Phil. 2:5-8) of His glory for our sakes to come to earth and
die for us.

32) We saw Jesus Christ’s glory at the Transfiguration.




33) In Col.2:9 we see that “For in Him (Christ) dwelleth all the fullness of the Godhead
bodily.”

34) In Jude 25, Jesus is addressed as, “To the only wise God our Savior.”

35) In Col.1:15, “Who (Christ) is the image of the invisible God...”

36) Jesus was equal with the Father (Phil.2:5,6)

37) Jesus had glory before He came to earth as a man (John 17:5; see Isaiah 48:11)

38) In John 1:1, we see that Jesus (the Word) was God. How come all the different
versions claim this and only the Jehovah Witnesses’ Bible says “The Word was a
god”. Are all those Greek scholars wrong?

39) In 1 John 5:20, Jesus is called the “true God and eternal life.”

40) In Titus 2:13, “Looking for that blessed hope, and the glorious appearing of the
great God and our Savior Jesus Christ.”

10. Christian Love
by Dwight L. Moody

IT speaks in Galatians about love, the fruit of the Spirit being love, joy, peace, gentleness, long
suffering, meekness and temperance. The way this writer has put it -- and | think it is very
beautiful -- is that joy is love exultant, peace is love in repose, and long suffering is love enduring.
It is all love, you see, a gentleness is love in society, and goodness is love in action, and faith is
love on the battle-field, and meekness is love at school, and temperance is love in training.

Now there are a great many that have got love and they hold the truth. I should have said they
have got truth, but they don't hold it in love, and they are very unsuccessful in working for God.
They are very harsh, and God cannot use them. Now let us hold the truth, but let us hold it in love.
People will stand almost any kind of plain talk if you only do it in love. If you do it in harshness it
bounds back and they won't receive it. So what we want is to have the truth and at the same time
hold it in love.

Then there is another class of people in the world that have got the truth, but they love so much
that they give up the truth because they are afraid it will hurt some one's feelings. That is wrong.
We want the whole truth anyway. We don't want to give it up, but hold it in love, and | believe
one reason why people think God don't love them is because they have not this love. | met a lady
in the inquiry-room today, and I could not convince her that God loved her, for she said that if He
did love her He would not treat her as He had. And | believe people are all measuring God with
their own rule, as | said the other day, and we are not sincere in our love, and we very often
profess something we really don't possess. Very often we profess to have love for a person when
we do not, and we think God is like us.

Now God is just what He says He is, and He wants His children to be sincere in love; not to love
just merely in word and in tongue, but to love in earnest. -That is what God does. You ask me
why God loves. You might as well ask me why the sun shines. It can't help shining, and neither
can He help loving, because He is love Himself; and any one that says He is not love does not
know anything about love. If we have got the true love of God shed abroad in our hearts we will
show it in our lives. We will not have to go up and down the earth proclaiming it. We will show it
in everything we say or do.

VERY NICE TO THEIR FACES
There is a good deal of what you might call sham love. People profess to love you very much,
when you find it is all on the surface. It is not heart love. Very often you are in a person's house,
and the servant comes in and says such a person is in the front room, and she says: "Oh, dear, |
am so sorry he has come, | can't bear the sight of him ;" and she'll get right up and go into the
other room and say, "Why, how do you do? | am very glad to see you! " [Laughter.] There is a
good deal of that sort of thing in the world.

I remember, too, | was talking with a man one day and an acquaintance of his came in, and he
jumped up at once and shook him by the hand-why | thought he was going to shake his hand out
of joint, he shook so hard-and he seemed to be so glad to see him and wanted him to stay, but the
man was in a great hurry and could not stay, and he coaxed him and urged him to stay, but the
man said no, he would come another time; and after that man went out my companion turned to
me and said, "Well, he is an awful bore, and | am glad he's gone." Well, | began to feel that | was
a bore, too, and I got out as quickly as I could. [Laughter.] That is not real love. That is love with



the tongue while the heart is not true. Now, let us not love in word and in tongue, but in deed and
in truth. That is the kind of love God gives us, and He wants the same in return.

Now, there is another side to this truth. A man was talking to me out here the other day that he
didn't believe there was any love at all; that Christians professed to have love, but he didn't
believe men could have two coats, and | think he reflected on me, because | had on my overcoat
at the time and he hadn't got any. I looked at him and said: "Suppose | should give you one of my
coats, you would drink it up before sundown. | love you too much to give you my coat and have
you drink it up."”

A good many people are complaining now that Christians don't have the love they ought to have,
but I tell you it is no sign of want of love that we don't love the lazy man. | have no sympathy
with those men that are just begging twelve months of the year. It would be a good thing, |
believe, to have them die off. They are of no good. | admit there are some that are not real, and
sincere, and true, but there are many that would give the last penny they had to help a man who
really needed help. But there are a good many sham cases-men that won't work, and the moment
they get a penny they spend it for drink. To such men it is no charity to give. A man that won't
work should be made to work. | believe there is a great deal more hope of a drunkard or a
murderer or a gambler than there is of a lazy man.

TOO LAZY TO STAY CONVERTED
I never heard of a lazy man being converted yet, though | remember talking once with a minister
in the backwoods of lowa about lazy men. He was all discouraged in his efforts' to convert lazy
men, and | said to him, "Did you ever know a lazy man to be converted?" "Yes," said he; "I knew
of one, but he was so lazy that he didn't stay converted but about six weeks." And that is as near
as | ever heard of a lazy man being converted, and if there are any here today saying they don't
love us because we don't give them any money, | say we love them too well. We don't give to
them because it is ruin.

Some years ago | picked up several children in Chicago and thought | would clothe them and feed
them, and | took special interest in those boys to see what | could make of them. | don't think it
was thirty days before the clothes had all gone to whisky and the fathers had drank it all up. One
day | met one of the little boys for whom | bought a pair of boots only the day before. There was
a snow-storm coining up and he was barefooted. "Mike," says I, "how's this? Where are your
boots ?"' "Father and mother took them away," said he. There is a good deal that we think is
charity that is really doing a great deal of mischief; and the people must not think because we
don't give them money to aid them in their poverty that we don't love them, for the money would
go into their pockets to get whiskey with.

POVERTY SOMETIMES A BLESSING
It is no sign that we are all hypocrites and insincere in our love that we don't give money. |
believe if the prodigal son could have got all the money he wanted in that foreign country he
would never have come home, and it was a good thing for him that he did get hard up and to live
on the husks that the swine ate. And it is a good think that people should suffer. If they get a good
living without work, they will never work. We can never make anything of them. God has
decreed that man shall earn his bread by the sweat of his brow, and not live on other people.

But | am getting away from the subject. | only wanted to touch upon this subject because a good
many are complaining that Christian people don't help them. | have sometimes fifteen or twenty
letters a day, coming from Kansas, and Europe even, asking us to take up a collection. They say:
"Here is a poor woman. Just get the people to give a penny apiece." Suppose we began doing that



sort of thing. We should have to have somebody to look up this man or this woman and find if
they are worthy. If we took up one collection, we would have to take up five hundred. | never
found a person true to Christ but what the Lord would take care of them. I think it is a good thing
for people to suffer a little until they come back to God. They will find that God will take care of
them that love Him. A great many say, "Oh, I love God." It is easy enough, to say this, but if you
do love God He knows about it, be assured. He knows how much you love Him. You may
deceive your neighbors, and think you love God, and assume a good deal of love, when there is
really no love in your heart.

Now it says in Corinthians 8: "But if any man love God, the same is known of him." God is
looking from heaven down into this world just to find that one man. God knows where he lives,
the number of his house, and the name of the street he lives in. In fact, He has the very hairs of
your head numbered, and He will take good care of you. He will not let any of His own children
come to want, He will not let any of those that come to want suffer, He will provide for their
wants if they are only sincere, but He don't want any sham work, When the Lord was here He was
all the time stripping those Pharisees of their miserable selfrighteousness. They professed great
love for Him while their hearts were far from God. Let us not profess to love God with our tongue
and lips, while our lives are far from it.

DON'T KNOW THEIR OWN MINDS
Another class say, "I don't know whether | love God or not. | am really anxious to know whether
or not I love God." Now, if you are really anxious it won't take you long to find out. You cannot
love God and the world at the same time, because they abhor each other. They are at enmity,
always have been and always will be. It is the world that crucified God's Son; it was the world
that put God's Son to death. Therefore, if we love the world it is a pretty good evidence that the
love of the Father is not in us. We may say our prayers and go through some religious
performances, but our hearts are not right with God because we cannot love God and the world at
the same time. We have got to get the world under our feet and the love of God must be first in
our hearts or else we have not got the love of God.

The command we have is that he who loveth God loveth his brother also. Now, if we have got our
heart full of enmity and jealousy and malice toward any of God's children it is a sure sign that the
love of God is not in our hearts. To love a man that loves me that don't require any goodness; the
greatest infidel can do that; but to love a man that reviles me and lies about me and slanders me-
that takes the grace of God. | may not associate with him, but I may love him. | may hate the sin,
but love the sinner, And that is one of the tests by which to find out whether you have love in
your heart. The first impulse of the young convert is to love every one, and to do all the good he
can, and that is the sign that a man has been born from above, born of God, and that he has got
real love in his heart; and these tests God gives us that we may know.

CHRISTIAN LOVE OPPOSED TO WORLDLINESS
The question is, do you love the world? Had you rather go to a theatre than to prayer-meeting?
Had you rather go to a dance than to commune with the godly? If so it is, then it is a good sign
that you have not been converted and not born of God. That is a test. People want to know
whether they love God or not; let them turn to that test and they will find out If your heart is set
on the world and you had rather not be with God's people, it is a sure sign that you have not been
born of God.

Well, there is another class of people who say, "I don't see if God really loves me and | love Him,
why | am called upon t have so many afflictions and troubles.” Just turn a moment to the 8th
chapter of Romans, the 28th verse: "And we know that all things work together for good to them
that love God, to them that are called according to His purpose.” It is not a few things; not a part



of them, but all work together for good. Give a man constant prosperity and how quickly he turns
away from God, and so it is a little trouble here, and a little reverse here, and some prosperity
there, and taken all together it is the very thing we need.

If you just take your Bibles you will find that God loves you. There is no one in this wide world,
sinner, that loves you as God loves you. You may think your father loves you, or your mother
loves you, or a brother or a sister, but let me tell you you can multiply it by ten thousand times ten
thousand before it can equal” God's love. "While we were yet sinners, Christ died for us." Can
you have greater proof of God's love and Christ's love? "Greater love hath no man than this, that a
man lay down his life for his friends.” Christ laid down his life for his enemies. Ah, my friends, it
will take all eternity for us to find out the height and breadth and length and depth of God's love.

PROTECTED BY THE FLAG
How men with an open Bible can say that God don't love them is more than | can understand. But
the devil is deceitful and puts that into their heads. Let me beg you, beg you, go to Calvary and
there you may just for a moment catch a glimpse of God's love. There was a man came from
Europe to this country a year or two ago, and he became dissatisfied and went to Cuba in 1867
when they had a great civil war there. Finally he was arrested for a spy, court-martialed, and
condemned to be shot. He sent for the American Consul and the English Consul, and went on to
prove to them that he was no spy. These two men were thoroughly convinced that the man was no
spy, and they went to one of the Spanish officers and said, This man you have condemned to be
shot is an innocent man." "Well," the Spanish officer says, "the man has been legally tried by our
laws and condemned, and the law must take its course and the man must die.”

And the next morning the man was led out; the grave was already dug for him, and the black cap
was put on him, and the soldiers were there ready to receive the order, "Fire," and in a few
moments the man would be shot and be put in that grave and covered up, when who should rise
up but the American Consul, who took the American flag and wrapped it around him, and the
English Consul took the English flag and wrapped it around him, and they said to those soldiers,
"Fire on those flags if you dare!"

And thy
name shall have the power and the glory forever. Amen.

Our Heavenly Father, we thank thee that thou hast made the way of life so plain, and bast said
that all may be saved by trusting in thee. We pray that all this vast assembly here to-night may put
their trust in thee. If any man who is a sinner shall come to thee this night with all his sins and lay
them at thy feet, and dost trust thee, thou wilt put them away. We pray for all these fathers and
mothers not born of the spirit, that they may put their trust in thee; and may these Christians this
night, while we pray, be led to lay hold of the Lord Jesus and live, and may they commence anew
to trust thee, arid may they gather their children into the ark and fold of Christ, that they may be
with them in glory. We pray that thy blessing may rest richly on all who are gathered here this
hour. As we go to the inquiry-room tonight, mayst thou go with us; and give us heavenly wisdom
to-night to point these souls in the way to Christ. And as we talk with them, may there be many
who may believe in the Lord Jesus Christ to-night and be saved. May many have their names
written in heaven, to-night. O Son of God, we pray that thy arm may be bared to save these
precious souls.

Oh, may the Spirit of God come upon this assembly; may the power of
the Holy Spirit fall upon us now, and make this place terribly solemn on account of thy presence.
We pray for the scoffers and the skeptics here to-night, who are making light of what they hear.
May some arrow from God's Word sink down into their hearts, so these lost and ruined ones may
cry to God for mercy, to-night. We pray for all those who have come here out of curiosity. May
the Spirit of God search them out to-night, and lead them from their sins to thee, from themselves
to Christ. We pray that thou wilt bless us now as we separate; and if we never meet this audience
again on the shores of time, may we meet at last at thy right hand, where is peace forever. May
thy blessing rest upon all these meetings tonight; the boys' meeting, the men's meeting, the
inquiry meeting, and Christ shall have the praise and the glory. Amen.

O God, we ask thy blessing upon all before us, but wilt thou especially bless our dear brother who
is now passing through the deep waters of affliction. Grant, O Lord, that when he is tempted by
the evil one away from the home of that little the gate, that he may see that to yield he must give
up meeting his dear little one in the heavenly home.

12.Why God Used D.L. Moody
by R.A. Torrey - circa 1923

Eighty-six years ago (February 5, 1837), there was born of poor parents in a humble farmhouse in
Northfield, Massachusetts, a little baby who was to become the greatest man, as | believe, of his
generation or of his century -- Dwight L. Moody. After our great generals, great statesmen, great
scientists and great men of letters have passed away and been forgotten, and their work and its
helpful influence has come to an end, the work of D. L. Moody will go on and its saving
influence continue and increase, bringing blessing not only to every state in the Union but to
every nation on earth. Yes, it will continue throughout the ages of eternity.

My subject is "Why God Used D. L. Moody," and | can think of no subject upon which I would
rather speak. For I shall not seek to glorify Mr. Moody, but the God who by His grace, His
entirely unmerited favor, used him so mightily, and the Christ who saved him by His atoning
death and resurrection life, and the Holy Spirit who lived in him and wrought through him and
who alone made him the mighty power that he was to this world. Furthermore: | hope to make it
clear that the God who used D. L. Moody in his day is just as ready to use you and me, in this day,
if we, on our part, do what D. L. Moody did, which was what made it possible for God to so
abundantly use him.

The whole secret of why D. L. Moody was such a mightily used man you will find in Psalm
62:11: "God hath spoken once; twice have | heard this; that POWER BELONGETH UNTO
GOD." I am glad it does. | am glad that power did not belong to D. L. Moody; | am glad that it
did not belong to Charles G. Finney; | am glad that it did not belong to Martin Luther; | am glad
that it did not belong to any other Christian man whom God has greatly used in this world's
history. Power belongs to God. If D. L. Moody had any power, and he had great power, he got it
from God.

But God does not give His power arbitrarily. It is true that He gives it to whomsoever He will, but
He wills to give it on certain conditions, which are clearly revealed in His Word; and D. L.
Moody met those conditions and God made him the most wonderful preacher of his generation;
yes, | think the most wonderful man of his generation. But how was it that D. L. Moody had that
power of God so wonderfully manifested in his life? Pondering this question it seemed to me that
there were seven things in the life of D. L. Moody that accounted for God's using him so largely
as He did.

(1) AFULLY SURRENDERED MAN

The first thing that accounts for God's using D. L. Moody so mightily was that he was a fully
surrendered man. Every ounce of that two-hundred-and-eighty -pound body of his belonged to
God; everything he was and everything he had, belonged wholly to God. Now, | am not saying
that Mr. Moody was perfect; he was not. If | attempted to, | presume | could point out some
defects in his character. It does not occur to me at this moment what they were; but I am
confident that | could think of some, if | tried real hard. | have never yet met a perfect man, not
one. | have known perfect men in the sense in which the Bible commands us to be perfect, i.e.,
men who are wholly God's, out and out for God, fully surrendered to God, with no will but God's
will; but I have never known a man in whom | could not see some defects, some places where he
might have been improved.

No, Mr. Moody was not a faultless man. If he had any flaws in his character, and he had, |
presume | was in a position to know them better than almost any other man, because of my very
close association with him in the later years of his life; and furthermore, | suppose that in his
latter days he opened his heart to me more fully than to anyone else in the world. I think He told



me some things that he told no one else. | presume | knew whatever defects there were in his
character as well as anybody. But while I recognized such flaws, nevertheless, | know that he was
a man who belonged wholly to God.

The first month | was in Chicago, we were having a talk about something upon which we very
widely differed, and Mr. Moody turned to me very frankly and very kindly and said in defense of
his own position: "Torrey, if | believed that God wanted me to jump out of that window, | would
jump." | believe he would. If he thought God wanted him to do anything, he would do it. He
belonged wholly, unreservedly, unqualifiedly, entirely, to God.

Henry Varley, a very intimate friend of Mr. Moody in the earlier days of his work, loved to tell
how he once said to him: "It remains to be seen what God will do with a man who gives himself
up wholly to Him." I am told that when Mr. Henry Varley said that, Mr. Moody said to himself:
"Well, I will be that man." And I, for my part, do not think "it remains to be seen" what God will
do with a man who gives himself up wholly to Him. I think it has been seen already in D. L.
Moody.

If you and | are to be used in our sphere as D. L. Moody was used in his, we must put all that we
have and all that we are in the hands of God, for Him to use as He will, to send us where He will,
for God to do with us what He will, and we, on our part, to do everything God bids us do.

There are thousands and tens of thousands of men and women in Christian work, brilliant men
and women, rarely gifted men and women, men and women who are making great sacrifices, men
and women who have put all conscious sin out of their lives, yet who, nevertheless, have stopped
short of absolute surrender to God, and therefore have stopped short of fullness of power. But Mr.
Moody did not stop short of absolute surrender to God; he was a wholly surrendered man, and if
you and | are to be used, you and | must be wholly surrendered men and women.

(2) A MAN OF PRAYER

The second secret of the great power exhibited in Mr. Moody's life was that Mr. Moody was in
the deepest and most meaningful sense a man of prayer. People oftentimes say to me: "Well, |
went many miles to see and to hear D. L. Moody and he certainly was a wonderful preacher.” Yes,
D. L. Moody certainly was a wonderful preacher; taking it all in all, the most wonderful preacher
I have ever heard, and it was a great privilege to hear him preach as he alone could preach; but
out of a very intimate acquaintance with him | wish to testify that he was a far greater pray-er
than he was preacher.

Time and time again, he was confronted by obstacles that seemed insurmountable, but he always
knew the way to surmount and to overcome all difficulties. He knew the way to bring to pass
anything that needed to be brought to pass. He knew and believed in the deepest depths of his
soul that "nothing was too hard for the Lord" and that prayer could do anything that God could do.
Often times Mr. Moody would write me when he was about to undertake some new work, saying:
"l am beginning work in such and such a place on such and such a day; | wish you would get the
students together for a day of fasting and prayer" And often | have taken those letters and read
them to the students in the lecture room and said: "Mr. Moody wants us to have a day of fasting
and prayer, first for God's blessing on our own souls and work, and then for God's blessing on
him and his work."

Often we were gathered in the lecture room far into the night -- sometimes till one, two, three,
four or even five o'clock in the morning, crying to God, just because Mr. Moody urged us to wait
upon God until we received His blessing. How many men and women | have known whose lives
and characters have been transformed by those nights of prayer and who have wrought mighty
things in many lands because of those nights of prayer!

One day Mr. Moody drove up to my house at Northfield and said: "Torrey, | want you to take a
ride with me." | got into the carriage and we drove out toward Lover's Lane, talking about some



great and unexpected difficulties that had arisen in regard to the work in Northfield and Chicago,
and in connection with other work that was very dear to him.

As we drove along, some black storm clouds lay ahead of us, and then suddenly, as we were
talking, it began to rain. He drove the horse into a shed near the entrance to Lover's Lane to
shelter the horse, and then laid the reins upon the dashboard and said: "Torrey, pray"; and then, as
best I could, I prayed, while he in his heart joined me in prayer. And when my voice was silent he
began to pray. Oh, | wish you could have heard that prayer! | shall never forget it, so simple, so
trustful, so definite and so direct and so mighty. When the storm was over and we drove back to
town, the obstacles had been surmounted, and the work of the schools, and other work that was
threatened, went on as it had never gone on before, and it has gone on until this day. As we drove
back, Mr. Moody said to me: "Torrey, we will let the other men do the talking and the criticizing,
and we will stick to the work that God has given us to do, and let Him take care of the difficulties
and answer the criticisms."

On one occasion Mr. Moody said to me in Chicago: "l have just found, to my surprise, that we
are twenty thousand dollars behind in our finances for the work here and in Northfield, and we
must have that twenty thousand dollars, and | am going to get it by prayer.” He did not tell a soul
who had the ability to give a penny of the twenty thousand dollars' deficit, but looked right to
God and said: "I need twenty thousand dollars for my work; send me that money in such a way
that | will know it comes straight from Thee." And God heard that prayer. The money came in
such a way that it was clear that it came from God in direct answer to prayer.

Yes, D. L. Moody was a man who believed in the God who answers prayer, and not only believed
in Him in a theoretical way but believed in Him in a practical way. He was a man who met every
difficulty that stood in his way -- by prayer. Everything he undertook was backed up by prayer,
and in everything, his ultimate dependence was upon God.

(3) ADEEP AND PRACTICAL STUDENT OF THE BIBLE

The third secret of Mr. Moody's power, or the third reason why God used D. L. Moody, was
because he was a deep and practical student of the Word of God. Nowadays it is often said of D.
L. Moody that he was not a student. | wish to say that he was a student; most emphatically he was
a student. He was not a student of psychology; he was not a student of anthropology -- | am very
sure he would not have known what that word meant; he was not a student of biology; he was not
a student of philosophy; he was not even a student of theology, in the technical sense of the term;
but he was a student, a profound and practical student of the one Book that is more worth
studying than all other books in the world put together; he was a student of the Bible.

Every day of his life, | have reason for believing, he arose very early in the morning to study the
Word of God, way down to the close of his life. Mr. Moody used to rise about four o'clock in the
morning to study the Bible. He would say to me: "If | am going to get in any study, | have got to
get up before the other folks get up"; and he would shut himself up in a remote room in his house,
alone with his God and his Bible.

I shall never forget the first night | spent in his home. He had invited me to take the
superintendency of the Bible Institute and | had already begun my work; | was on my way to
some city in the East to preside at the International Christian Workers' Convention. He wrote me
saying: "Just as soon as the Convention is over, come up to Northfield." He learned when | was
likely to arrive and drove over to South Vernon to meet me. That night he had all the teachers
from the Mount Hermon School and from the Northfield Seminary come together at the house to
meet me, and to talk over the problems of the two schools. We talked together far on into the
night, and then, after the principals and teachers of the schools had gone home, Mr. Moody and |
talked together about the problems a while longer.

It was very late when | got to bed that night, but very early the next morning, about five o'clock, I
heard a gentle tap on my door. Then | heard Mr. Moody's voice whispering: "Torrey, are you



up?" | happened to be; | do not always get up at that early hour but | happened to be up that
particular morning. He said: "I want you to go somewhere with me," and | went down with him.
Then | found out that he had already been up an hour or two in his room studying the Word of
God.

Oh, you may talk about power; but, if you neglect the one Book that God has given you as the
one instrument through which He imparts and exercises His power, you will not have it. You may
read many books and go to many conventions and you may have your all-night prayer meetings
to pray for the power of the Holy Ghost; but unless you keep in constant and close association
with the one Book, the Bible, you will not have power. And if you ever had power, you will not
maintain it except by the daily, earnest, intense study of that Book. Ninety-nine Christians in
every hundred are merely playing at Bible study; and therefore ninety-nine Christians in every
hundred are mere weaklings, when they might be giants, both in their Christian life and in their
service.

It was largely because of his thorough knowledge of the Bible, and his practical knowledge of the
Bible, that Mr. Moody drew such immense crowds. On "Chicago Day," in October, 1893, none of
the theaters of Chicago dared to open because it was expected that everybody in Chicago would
go on that day to the World's Fair; and, in point of fact, something like four hundred thousand
people did pass through the gates of the Fair that day. Everybody in Chicago was expected to be
at that end of the city on that day. But Mr. Moody said to me: "Torrey, engage the Central Music
Hall and announce meetings from nine o'clock in the morning till six o'clock at night." "Why," |
replied, "Mr. Moody, nobody will be at this end of Chicago on that day; not even the theaters dare
to open; everybody is going down to Jackson Park to the Fair; we cannot get anybody out on this
day."

Mr. Moody replied: "You do as you are told"; and | did as | was told and engaged the Central
Music Hall for continuous meetings from nine o'clock in the morning till six o'clock at night. But
I did it with a heavy heart; I thought there would be poor audiences. | was on the program at noon
that day. Being very busy in my office about the details of the campaign, | did not reach the
Central Music Hall till almost noon. | thought | would have no trouble in getting in. But when |
got almost to the Hall | found to my amazement that not only was it packed but the vestibule was
packed and the steps were packed, and there was no getting anywhere near the door; and if | had
not gone round and climbed in a back window they would have lost their speaker for that hour.
But that would not have been of much importance, for the crowds had not gathered to hear me; it
was the magic of Mr. Moody's name that had drawn them. And why did they long to hear Mr.
Moody? Because they knew that while he was not versed in many of the philosophies and fads
and fancies of the day, he did know the one Book that this old world most longs to know -- the
Bible.

I shall never forget Moody's last visit to Chicago. The ministers of Chicago had sent me to
Cincinnati to invite him to come to Chicago and hold a meeting. In response to the invitation, Mr.
Moody said to me: "If you will hire the Auditorium for weekday mornings and afternoons and
have meetings at ten in the morning and three in the afternoon, I will go. " | replied: "Mr. Moody,
you know what a busy city Chicago is, and how impossible it is for businessmen to get out at ten
o'clock in the morning and three in the afternoon on working days. Will you not hold evening
meetings and meetings on Sunday?" "No," he replied, "I am afraid if | did, |1 would interfere with
the regular work of the churches."

I went back to Chicago and engaged the Auditorium, which at that time was the building having
the largest seating capacity of any building in the city, seating in those days about seven thousand
people; | announced weekday meetings, with Mr. Moody as the speaker, at ten o'clock in the
mornings and three o'clock in the afternoons.

At once protests began to pour in upon me. One of them came from Marshall Field, at that time
the business king of Chicago. "Mr. Torrey," Mr. Field wrote, "we businessmen of Chicago wish
to hear Mr. Moody, and you know perfectly well how impossible it is for us to get out at ten



o'clock in the morning and three o'clock in the afternoon; have evening meetings.”" | received
many letters of a similar purport and wrote to Mr. Moody urging him to give us evening meetings.
But Mr. Moody simply replied: "You do as you are told,” and | did as | was told; that is the way |
kept my job.

On the first morning of the meetings | went down to the Auditorium about half an hour before the
appointed time, but I went with much fear and apprehension; | thought the Auditorium would be
nowhere nearly full. When | reached there, to my amazement | found a queue of people four
abreast extending from the Congress Street entrance to Wabash Avenue, then a block north on
Wabash Avenue, then a break to let traffic through, and then another block, and so on. | went in
through the back door, and there were many clamoring for entrance there. When the doors were
opened at the appointed time, we had a cordon of twenty policemen to keep back the crowd; but
the crowd was so great that it swept the cordon of policemen off their feet and packed eight
thousand people into the building before we could get the doors shut. And | think there were as
many left on the outside as there were in the building. | do not think that anyone else in the world
could have drawn such a crowd at such a time.

Why? Because though Mr. Moody knew little about science or philosophy or literature in general,
he did know the one Book that this old world is perishing to know and longing to know; and this
old world will flock to hear men who know the Bible and preach the Bible as they will flock to
hear nothing else on earth.

During all the months of the World's Fair in Chicago, no one could draw such crowds as Mr.
Moody. Judging by the papers, one would have thought that the great religious event in Chicago
at that time was the World's Congress of Religions. One very gifted man of letters in the East was
invited to speak at this Congress. He saw in this invitation the opportunity of his life and prepared
his paper, the exact title of which I do not now recall, but it was something along the line of "New
Light on the Old Doctrines." He prepared the paper with great care, and then sent it around to his
most trusted and gifted friends for criticisms. These men sent it back to him with such
emendations as they had to suggest. Then he rewrote the paper, incorporating as many of the
suggestions and criticisms as seemed wise. Then he sent it around for further criticisms. Then he
wrote the paper a third time, and had it, as he trusted, perfect. He went on to Chicago to meet this
coveted opportunity of speaking at the World's Congress of Religions.

It was at eleven o'clock on a Saturday morning (if | remember correctly) that he was to speak. He
stood outside the door of the platform waiting for the great moment to arrive, and as the clock
struck eleven he walked on to the platform to face a magnificent audience of eleven women and
two men! But there was not a building anywhere in Chicago that would accommodate the very
same day the crowds that would flock to hear Mr. Moody at any hour of the day or night.

Oh, men and women, if you wish to get an audience and wish to do that audience some good after
you get them, study, study, STUDY the one Book, and preach, preach, PREACH the one Book,
and teach, teach, TEACH the one Book, the Bible, the only Book that is God's Word, and the
only Book that has power to gather and hold and bless the crowds for any great length of time.

(4) A HUMBLE MAN

The fourth reason why God continuously, through so many years, used D.L. Moody was because
he was a humble man. | think D. L. Moody was the humblest man | ever knew in all my life. He
loved to quote the words of another; "Faith gets the most; love works the most; but humility
keeps the most. "

He himself had the humility that keeps everything it gets. As | have already said, he was the most
humble man I ever knew, i.e., the most humble man when we bear in mind the great things that
he did, and the praise that was lavished upon him. Oh, how he loved to put himself in the
background and put other men in the foreground. How often he would stand on a platform with
some of us little fellows seated behind him and as he spoke he would say: "There are better men



coming after me." As he said it, he would point back over his shoulder with his thumb to the
"little fellows. " I do not know how he could believe it, but he really did believe that the others
that were coming after him were really better than he was. He made no pretense to a humility he
did not possess. In his heart of hearts he constantly underestimated himself, and overestimated
others.

He really believed that God would use other men in a larger measure than he had been used. Mr.
Moody loved to keep himself in the background. At his conventions at Northfield, or anywhere
else, he would push the other men to the front and, if he could, have them do all the preaching --
McGregor, Campbell Morgan, Andrew Murray, and the rest of them. The only way we could get
him to take any part in the program was to get up in the convention and move that we hear D. L.
Moody at the next meeting. He continually put himself out of sight.

Oh, how many a man has been full of promise and God has used him, and then the man thought
that he was the whole thing and God was compelled to set him aside! | believe more promising
workers have gone on the rocks through self-sufficiency and self-esteem than through any other
cause. I can look back for forty years, or more, and think of many men who are now wrecks or
derelicts who at one time the world thought were going to be something great. But they have
disappeared entirely from the public view. Why? Because of overestimation of self. Oh, the men
and women who have been put aside because they began to think that they were somebody, that
they were "IT," and therefore God was compelled to set them aside.

I remember a man with whom | was closely associated in a great movement in this country. We
were having a most successful convention in Buffalo, and he was greatly elated. As we walked
down the street together to one of the meetings one day, he said to me: "Torrey, you and | are the
most important men in Christian work in this country,” or words to that effect. | replied: "John, I
am sorry to hear you say that; for as | read my Bible | find man after man who had accomplished
great things whom God had to set aside because of his sense of his own importance."” And God
set that man aside also from that time. | think he is still living, but no one ever hears of him, or
has heard of him for years.

God used D. L. Moody, | think, beyond any man of his day; but it made no difference how much
God used him, he never was puffed up. One day, speaking to me of a great New York preacher,
now dead, Mr. Moody said: "He once did a very foolish thing, the most foolish thing that | ever
knew a man, ordinarily so wise as he was, to do. He came up to me at the close of a little talk |
had given and said: "Young man, you have made a great address tonight."" Then Mr. Moody
continued: "How foolish of him to have said that! It almost turned my head." But, thank God, it
did not turn his head, and even when pretty much all the ministers in England, Scotland and
Ireland, and many of the English bishops were ready to follow D. L. Moody wherever he led,
even then it never turned his head one bit. He would get down on his face before God, knowing
he was human, and ask God to empty him of all self-sufficiency. And God did.

Oh, men and women! especially young men and young women, perhaps God is beginning to use
you; very likely people are saying: "What a wonderful gift he has as a Bible teacher, what power
he has as a preacher, for such a young man!" Listen: get down upon your face before God. |
believe here lies one of the most dangerous snares of the Devil. When the Devil cannot
discourage a man, he approaches him on another tack, which he knows is far worse in its results;
he puffs him up by whispering in his ear: "You are the leading evangelist of the day. You are the
man who will sweep everything before you. You are the coming man. You are the D. L. Moody
of the day"; and if you listen to him, he will ruin you. The entire shore of the history of Christian
workers is strewn with the wrecks of gallant vessels that were full of promise a few years ago, but
these men became puffed up and were driven on the rocks by the wild winds of their own raging
self-esteem.



(5) HIS ENTIRE FREEDOM FROM THE LOVE OF MONEY

The fifth secret of D. L. Moody's continual power and usefulness was his entire freedom from the
love of money. Mr. Moody might have been a wealthy man, but money had no charms for him.
He loved to gather money for God's work; he refused to accumulate money for himself. He told
me during the World's Fair that if he had taken, for himself, the royalties on the hymnbooks
which he had published, they would have amounted, at that time, to a million dollars. But Mr.
Moody refused to touch the money. He had a perfect right to take it, for he was responsible for
the publication of the books and it was his money that went into the publication of the first of
them.

Mr. Sankey had some hymns that he had taken with him to England and he wished to have them
published. He went to a publisher (I think Morgan & Scott) and they declined to publish them,
because, as they said, Philip Phillips had recently been over and published a hymnbook and it had
not done well. However, Mr. Moody had a little money and he said that he would put it into the
publication of these hymns in cheap form; and he did. The hymns had a most remarkable and
unexpected sale; they were then published in book form and large profits accrued. The financial
results were offered to Mr. Moody, but he refused to touch them. "But," it was urged on him, "the
money belongs to you"; but he would not touch it.

Mr. Fleming H. Revell was at the time treasurer of the Chicago Avenue Church, commonly
known as the Moody Tabernacle. Only the basement of this new church building had been
completed, funds having been exhausted. Hearing of the hymnbook situation Mr. Revell
suggested, in a letter to friends in London, that the money be given for completion of this
building, and it was. Afterwards, so much money came in that it was given, by the committee into
whose hands Mr. Moody put the matter, to various Christian enterprises.

In a certain city to which Mr. Moody went in the latter years of his life, and where | went with
him, it was publicly announced that Mr. Moody would accept no money whatever for his services.
Now, in point of fact, Mr. Moody was dependent, in a measure, upon what was given him at
various services; but when this announcement was made, Mr. Moody said nothing, and left that
city without a penny's compensation for the hard work he did there; and, | think, he paid his own
hotel bill. And yet a minister in that very city came out with an article in a paper, which | read, in
which he told a fairy tale of the financial demands that Mr. Moody made upon them, which story
I knew personally to be absolutely untrue. Millions of dollars passed into Mr. Moody hands, but
they passed through; they did not stick to his fingers.

This is the point at which many an evangelist makes shipwreck, and his great work comes to an
untimely end. The love of money on the part of some evangelists has done more to discredit
evangelistic work in our day, and to lay many an evangelist on the shelf, than almost any other
cause.

While | was away on my recent tour | was told by one of the most reliable ministers in one of our
eastern cities of a campaign conducted by one who has been greatly used in the past. (Do not
imagine, for a moment, that | am speaking of Billy Sunday, for | am not; this same minister spoke
in the highest terms of Mr. Sunday and of a campaign which he conducted in a city where this
minister was a pastor.) This evangelist of whom | now speak came to a city for a united
evangelistic campaign and was supported by fifty-three churches. The minister who told me about
the matter was himself chairman of the Finance Committee.

The evangelist showed such a longing for money and so deliberately violated the agreement he
had made before coming to the city and so insisted upon money being gathered for him in other
ways than he had himself prescribed in the original contract, that this minister threatened to resign
from the Finance Committee. He was, however, persuaded to remain to avoid a scandal. "As the
total result of the three weeks' campaign there were only twenty-four clear decisions," said my
friend; "and after it was over the ministers got together and by a vote with but one dissenting
voice, they agreed to send a letter to this evangelist telling him frankly that they were done with



him and with his methods of evangelism forever, and that they felt it their duty to warn other
cities against him and his methods and the results of his work." Let us lay the lesson to our hearts
and take warning in time.

(6) HIS CONSUMING PASSION FOR THE SALVATION OF THE LOST

The sixth reason why God used D. L. Moody was because of his consuming passion for the
salvation of the lost. Mr. Moody made the resolution, shortly after he himself was saved, that he
would never let twenty-four hours pass over his head without speaking to at least one person
about his soul. His was a very busy life, and sometimes he would forget his resolution until the
last hour, and sometimes he would get out of bed, dress, go out and talk to someone about his
soul in order that he might not let one day pass without having definitely told at least one of his
fellow-mortals about his need and the Savior who could meet it.

One night Mr. Moody was going home from his place of business. It was very late, and it
suddenly occurred to him that he had not spoken to one single person that day about accepting
Christ. He said to himself: "Here's a day lost. | have not spoken to anyone today and I shall not
see anybody at this late hour.” But as he walked up the street he saw a man standing under a
lamppost. The man was a perfect stranger to him, though it turned out afterwards the man knew
who Mr. Moody was. He stepped up to this stranger and said: "Are you a Christian?" The man
replied: "That is none of your business, whether | am a Christian or not. If you were not a sort of
a preacher I would knock you into the gutter for your impertinence.” Mr. Moody said a few
earnest words and passed on.

The next day that man called upon one of Mr. Moody's prominent business friends and said to
him: "That man Moody of yours over on the North Side is doing more harm than he is good. He
has got zeal without knowledge. He stepped up to me last night, a perfect stranger, and insulted
me. He asked me if | were a Christian, and | told him it was none of his business and if he were
not a sort of a preacher I would knock him into the gutter for his impertinence. He is doing more
harm than he is good. He has got zeal without knowledge." Mr. Moody's friend sent for him and
said: "Moody, you are doing more harm than you are good; you've got zeal without knowledge:
you insulted a friend of mine on the street last night. You went up to him, a perfect stranger, and
asked him if he were a Christian, and he tells me if you had not been a sort of a preacher he
would have knocked you into the gutter for your impertinence. You are doing more harm than
you are good; you have got zeal without knowledge."

Mr. Moody went out of that man's office somewhat crestfallen. He wondered if he were not doing
more harm than he was good, if he really had zeal without knowledge. (Let me say, in passing, it
is far better to have zeal without knowledge than it is to have knowledge without zeal. Some men
and women are as full of knowledge as an egg is of meat; they are so deeply versed in Bible truth
that they can sit in criticism on the preachers and give the preachers pointers, but they have so
little zeal that they do not lead one soul to Christ in a whole year.)

Weeks passed by. One night Mr. Moody was in bed when he heard a tremendous pounding at his
front door. He jumped out of bed and rushed to the door. He thought the house was on fire. He
thought the man would break down the door. He opened the door and there stood this man. He
said: "Mr. Moody, | have not had a good night's sleep since that night you spoke to me under the
lamppost, and | have come around at this unearthly hour of the night for you to tell me what |
have to do to be saved." Mr. Moody took him in and told him what to do to be saved. Then he
accepted Christ, and when the Civil War broke out, he went to the front and laid down his life
fighting for his country.

Another night, Mr. Moody got home and had gone to bed before it occurred to him that he had
not spoken to a soul that day about accepting Christ. "Well," he said to himself, "it is no good
getting up now; there will be nobody on the street at this hour of the night." But he got up,
dressed and went to the front door. It was pouring rain. "Oh," he said, "there will be no one out in



this pouring rain. Just then he heard the patter of a man's feet as he came down the street, holding
an umbrella over his head. Then Mr. Moody darted out and rushed up to the man and said: "May |
share the shelter of your umbrella?" "Certainly," the man replied. Then Mr. Moody said: "Have
you any shelter in the time of storm?" and preached Jesus to him. Oh, men and women, if we
were as full of zeal for the salvation of souls as that, how long would it be before the whole
country would be shaken by the power of a mighty, God-sent revival?

One day in Chicago -- the day after the elder Carter Harrison was shot, when his body was lying
in state in the City Hall -- Mr. Moody and | were riding up Randolph Street together in a streetcar
right alongside of the City Hall. The car could scarcely get through because of the enormous
crowds waiting to get in and view the body of Mayor Harrison. As the car tried to push its way
through the crowd, Mr. Moody turned to me and said: "Torrey, what does this mean?" "Why," |
said, "Carter Harrison's body lies there in the City Hall and these crowds are waiting to see it."
Then he said: "This will never do, to let these crowds get away from us without preaching to them;
we must talk to them. You go and hire Hooley's Opera House (which was just opposite the City
Hall) for the whole day." I did so. The meetings began at nine o'clock in the morning, and we had
one continuous service from that hour until six in the evening, to reach those crowds.

Mr. Moody was a man on fire for God. Not only was he always "on the job™ himself but he was
always getting others to work as well. He once invited me down to Northfield to spend a month
there with the schools, speaking first to one school and then crossing the river to the other. | was
obliged to use the ferry a great deal; it was before the present bridge was built at that point. One
day he said to me: "Torrey, did you know that that ferryman that ferries you across every day was
unconverted?" He did not tell me to speak to him, but | knew what he meant. When some days
later it was told him that the ferryman was saved, he was exceedingly happy.

Once, when walking down a certain street in Chicago, Mr. Moody stepped up to a man, a perfect
stranger to him, and said: "Sir, are you a Christian?" "You mind your own business," was the
reply. Mr. Moody replied: "This is my business." The man said, "Well, then, you must be
Moody." Out in Chicago they used to call him in those early days "Crazy Moody," because day
and night he was speaking to everybody he got a chance to speak to about being saved.

One time he was going to Milwaukee, and in the seat that he had chosen sat a traveling man. Mr.
Moody sat down beside him and immediately began to talk with him. " Where are you going?"
Mr. Moody asked. When told the name of the town he said: "We will soon be there; we'll have to
get down to business at once. Are you saved?" The man said that he was not, and Mr. Moody
took out his Bible and there on the train showed him the way of salvation. Then he said: "Now,
you must take Christ." The man did; he was converted right there on the train.

Most of you have heard, | presume, the story President Wilson used to tell about D. L. Moody.
Ex-President Wilson said that he once went into a barber shop and took a chair next to the one in
which D. L. Moody was sitting, though he did not know that Mr. Moody was there. He had not
been in the chair very long before, as ex-President Wilson phrased it, he "knew there was a
personality in the other chair," and he began to listen to the conversation going on; he heard Mr.
Moody tell the barber about the Way of Life, and President Wilson said, "I have never forgotten
that scene to this day." When Mr. Moody was gone, he asked the barber who he was; when he
was told that it was D. L. Moody, President Wilson said: "It made an impression upon me | have
not yet forgotten."

On one occasion in Chicago Mr. Moody saw a little girl standing on the street with a pail in her
hand. He went up to her and invited her to his Sunday school, telling her what a pleasant place it
was. She promised to go the following Sunday, but she did not do so. Mr. Moody watched for her
for weeks, and then one day he saw her on the street again, at some distance from him. He started
toward her, but she saw him too and started to run away. Mr. Moody followed her. Down she
went one street, Mr. Moody after her; up she went another street, Mr. Moody after her, through an
alley, Mr. Moodey still following; out on another street, Mr. Moody after her; then she dashed into
a saloon and Mr. Moody dashed after her. She ran out the back door and up a flight of stairs, Mr.



Moody still following; she dashed into a room, Mr. Moody following; she threw herself under the
bed and Mr. Moody reached under the bed and pulled her out by the foot, and led her to Christ.
He found that her mother was a widow who had once seen better circumstances, but had gone
down until now she was living over this saloon. She had several children. Mr. Moody led the
mother and all the family to Christ. Several of the children were prominent members of the
Moody Church until they moved away, and afterwards became prominent in churches elsewhere.
This particular child, whom he pulled from underneath the bed, was, when | was the pastor of the
Moody Church, the wife of one of the most prominent officers in the church.

Only two or three years ago, as | came out of a ticket office in Memphis, Tennessee, a fine-
looking young man followed me. He said: "Are you not Dr. Torrey?" | said, "Yes." He said: "l am
so and so." He was the son of this woman. He was then a traveling man, and an officer in the
church where he lived. When Mr. Moody pulled that little child out from under the bed by the
foot he was pulling a whole family into the Kingdom of God, and eternity alone will reveal how
many succeeding generations he was pulling into the Kingdom of God.

D. L. Moody's consuming passion for souls was not for the souls of those who would be helpful
to him in building up his work here or elsewhere; his love for souls knew no class limitations. He
was no respecter of persons; it might be an earl or a duke or it might be an ignorant colored boy
on the street; it was all the same to him; there was a soul to save and he did what lay in his power
to save that soul.

A friend once told me that the first time he ever heard of Mr. Moody was when Mr. Reynolds of
Peoria told him that he once found Mr. Moody sitting in one of the squatters' shanties that used to
be in that part of the city toward the lake, which was then called, "The Sands," with a colored boy
on his knee, a tallow candle in one hand and a Bible in the other, and Mr. Moody was spelling out
the words (for at that time the boy could not read very well) of certain verses of Scripture, in an
attempt to lead that ignorant colored boy to Christ.

Oh, young men and women and all Christian workers, if you and | were on fire for souls like that,
how long would it be before we had a revival? Suppose that tonight the fire of God falls and fills
our hearts, a burning fire that will send us out all over the country, and across the water to China,
Japan, India and Africa, to tell lost souls the way of salvation!

(7) DEFINITELY ENDUED WITH POWER FROM ON HIGH

The seventh thing that was the secret of why God used D. L. Moody was that he had a very
definite enduement with power from on High, a very clear and definite baptism with the Holy
Ghost. Moody knew he had "the baptism with the Holy Ghost"; he had no doubt about it. In his
early days he was a great hustler; he had a tremendous desire to do something, but he had no real
power. He worked very largely in the energy of the flesh.

But there were two humble Free Methodist women who used to come over to his meetings in the
Y.M.C.A. One was "Auntie Cook" and the other, Mrs. Snow. (I think her name was not Snow at
that time.) These two women would come to Mr. Moody at the close of his meetings and say:
"We are praying for you." Finally, Mr. Moody became somewhat nettled and said to them one
night: "Why are you praying for me? Why don't you pray for the unsaved?" They replied: "We
are praying that you may get the power." Mr. Moody did not know what that meant, but he got to
thinking about it, and then went to these women and said: "I wish you would tell me what you
mean"; and they told him about the definite baptism with the Holy Ghost. Then he asked that he
might pray with them and not they merely pray for him.

Auntie Cook once told me of the intense fervor with which Mr. Moody prayed on that occasion.
She told me in words that | scarcely dare repeat, though | have never forgotten them. And he not
only prayed with them, but he also prayed alone. Not long after, one day on his way to England,
he was walking up Wall Street in New York; (Mr. Moody very seldom told this and | almost
hesitate to tell it) and in the midst of the bustle and hurry of that city his prayer was answered; the



power of God fell upon him as he walked up the street and he had to hurry off to the house of a
friend and ask that he might have a room by himself, and in that room he stayed alone for hours;
and the Holy Ghost came upon him, filling his soul with such joy that at last he had to ask God to
withhold His hand, lest he die on the spot from very joy. He went out from that place with the
power of the Holy Ghost upon him, and when he got to London (partly through the prayers of a
bedridden saint in Mr. Lessey's church), the power of God wrought through him mightily in
North London, and hundreds were added to the churches; and that was what led to his being
invited over to the wonderful campaign that followed in later years.

Time and again Mr. Moody would come to me and say: "Torrey, | want you to preach on the
baptism with the Holy Ghost." | do not know how many times he asked me to speak on that
subject.

Once, when | had been invited to preach in the Fifth Avenue Presbyterian Church, New York
(invited at Mr. Moody's suggestion; had it not been for his suggestion the invitation would never
have been extended to me), just before | started for New York, Mr. Moody drove up to my house
and said: "Torrey, they want you to preach at the Fifth Avenue Presbyterian Church in New York.
It is a great big church, cost a million dollars to build it." Then he continued: "Torrey, | just want
to ask one thing of you. | want to tell you what to preach about. You will preach that sermon of
yours on 'Ten Reasons Why | Believe the Bible to Be the Word of God' and your sermon on 'The
Baptism With the Holy Ghost.™

Time and again, when a call came to me to go off to some church, he would come up to me and
say: "Now, Torrey, be sure and preach on the baptism with the Holy Ghost." I do not know how
many times he said that to me. Once | asked him: "Mr. Moody, don't you think | have any
sermons but those two: 'Ten Reasons Why | Believe the Bible to Be the Word of God' and 'The
Baptism With the Holy Ghost'?" "Never mind that," he replied, "you give them those two
sermons.

Once he had some teachers at Northfield -- fine men, all of them, but they did not believe in a
definite baptism with the Holy Ghost for the individual. They believed that every child of God
was baptized with the Holy Ghost, and they did not believe in any special baptism with the Holy
Ghost for the individual. Mr. Moody came to me and said: "Torrey, will you come up to my
house after the meeting tonight and | will get those men to come, and | want you to talk this thing
out with them.”

Of course, | very readily consented, and Mr. Moody and | talked for a long time, but they did not
altogether see eye to eye with us. And when they went, Mr. Moody signaled me to remain for a
few moments. Mr. Moody sat there with his chin on his breast, as he so often sat when he was in
deep thought; then he looked up and said: "Oh, why will they split hairs? Why don't they see that
this is just the one thing that they themselves need? They are good teachers, they are wonderful
teachers, and | am so glad to have them here; but why will they not see that the baptism with the
Holy Ghost is just the one touch that they themselves need?"

I shall never forget the eighth of July, 1894, to my dying day. It was the closing day of the
Northfield Students' Conference -- the gathering of the students from the eastern colleges. Mr.
Moody had asked me to preach on Saturday night and Sunday morning on the baptism with the
Holy Ghost. On Saturday night | had spoken about, "The Baptism With the Holy Ghost: What It
Is; What It Does; the Need of It and the Possibility of It." On Sunday morning | spoke on "The
Baptism With the Holy Spirit: How to Get It." It was just exactly twelve o'clock when | finished
my morning sermon, and | took out my watch and said: "Mr. Moody has invited us all to go up to
the mountain at three o'clock this afternoon to pray for the power of the Holy Spirit. It is three
hours to three o'clock. Some of you cannot wait three hours. You do not need to wait. Go to your
rooms; go out into the woods; go to your tent; go anywhere where you can get alone with God
and have this matter out with Him."

At three o'clock we all gathered in front of Mr. Moody's mother's house (she was then still living),
and then began to pass down the lane, through the gate, up on the mountainside. There were four



hundred and fifty-six of us in all; I know the number because Paul Moody counted us as we
passed through the gate.

After a while Mr. Moody said: "I don't think we need to go any further; let us sit down here." We
sat down on stumps and logs and on the ground. Mr. Moody said: "Have any of you students
anything to say?" | think about seventy-five of them arose, one after the other, and said: "Mr.
Moody, | could not wait till three o'clock; I have been alone with God since the morning service,
and | believe | havea right to say that | have been baptized with the Holy Spirit."”

When these testimonies were over, Mr. Moody said: "Young men, | can't see any reason why we
shouldn't kneel down here right now and ask God that the Holy Ghost may fall upon us just as
definitely as He fell upon the apostles on the Day of Pentecost. Let us pray.” And we did pray,
there on the mountainside. As we had gone up the mountainside heavy clouds had been gathering,
and just as we began to pray those clouds broke and the raindrops began to fall through the
overhanging pines. But there was another cloud that had been gathering over Northfield for ten
days, a cloud big with the mercy and grace and power of God; and as we began to pray our
prayers seemed to pierce that cloud and the Holy Ghost fell upon us. Men and women, that is
what we all need the Baptism with the Holy Ghost.




13. Anecdotes & lllustrations

- When we know our Bible: then God can use us.

- When we find a man meditating on the words of God, my friends, that man is full of boldness
and is successful.

- His is a loving, tender hand, full of sympathy and compassion.

- Take your stand on the Rock of Ages. Let death, let the judgment come: the victory is Christ's
and yours through Him.

- The only man who ever suffered before Christ was that servant who had his ear cut off. But
most likely in a moment afterward he had it on, and very likely it was a better ear than ever,
because whatever the Lord does He does it well. No mm ever lost his life with Him.

- A great many people wonder why it was that Christ did not come at once to Martha and Mary,
whom He loved, whenever He heard of their affliction. It was to try them, and it is the same with
His dealings toward us. If He seems not to come to us in our affliction, it is only to test us.

- When the Spirit came to Moses, the plagues came upon Egypt, and he had power to destroy
men's lives; when the Spirit came upon Elijah, fire came down from heaven; when the Spirit
came upon Gideon, no man could stand before him; and when it came upon Joshua, he moved
around the city of Jericho and the whole city fell into his hands; but when the Spirit came upon
the Son of Man, He gave His life; He healed the broken-hearted.

-No matter how low down you are; no matter what your disposition has been; you may be low in
your thoughts, words, and actions; you may be selfish; your heart may be overflowing with
corruption and wickedness; yet Jesus will have compassion upon you. He will speak comforting
words to you; not treat you coldly or spurn you, as perhaps those of earth would, but will speak
tender words, and words of love and affection and kindness. Just come at once. He is a faithful
friend - a friend that sticketh closer than a brother.

- There is no, knowledge like that of a man who knows he is saved, who can look up and see his
"title clear to mansions in the skies."

- | believe hundreds of Christian people are being deceived by Satan now on this point, that they
have not got the assurance of salvation just because they are not willing to take God at His word.

It is
all dark, and how can we be sure?" Thank God! Christ came down from heaven, and | would
rather have Him, coming as he does right from the bosom of the Father, than any one else. We
can rely on what Christ says, and He says, "He that believeth on Me shall not perish, but have
everlasting life." Not that we are going to have it when we die, but right here to-day.



- Now, | find a great many people who want some evidence that they have accepted the Son of
God. My friends, if you want any evidence, take God's word for it. You can't find better evidence
than that. You know that when the Angel Gabriel came down and told Zechariah he should have a
son he wanted a further token than the angel's word. He asked Gabriel for it and he answered, "
am Gabriel, who stands in the presence of the Lord." He had never been doubted, and he
thundered out this to Zechariah. But he wanted a further token, and Gabriel said, "You shall have
a token: you shall be dumb till your son shall be given you."

- When a man is filled with the Word of God you cannot keep him still, If a man has got the
Word, he must speak or die.

- Let us have one day exclusively to study and read the Word of God. If we can't take time during
the week, we will have Sunday uninterrupted.

- Now, as old Dr. Bonner, of Glasgow, said, Lord didn't sell Joshua how to use the sword, but He
told him how he should meditate on the Lord day and night, and then he would have good
success."

- One thing | have noticed in studying the Word of God, and that is, when a man is filled with the
Spirit he deals largely with the Word of God, whereas the man who is filled with his own Ideas
refers rarely to the Word of God. He gets along without it, and you seldom see it mentioned in his
discourses.

- Now | am no prophet, nor the son of a prophet, but one thing I can predict; that every one of our
new converts that goes to studying his Bible, and loves this book above every other book, is sure
to hold out. The world will have no charm for him; he will get the world under his feet, because
in this book he will find something better than the world can give him.

- What can botanists tell you of the lily of the valley? You must study this book for that. What
can geologists tell you of the Rock of Ages, or mere astronomers about the Bright Morning Star?
In those pages we find all knowledge unto salvation; here we read of the ruin of man by nature,
redemption by the blood, and regeneration by the Holy Ghost These three things run all through
and through them.

- No man in the world should be so happy as a man of God. It is one continual source of gladness.
He can 130k up and say, "God is my Father, Christ is my Saviour, and the Church is my mother."

- It is the greatest pleasure of living to win souls to Christ.

- | believe in what John Wesley used to say, "All at it, and always at it," and that is what the
Church wants to-day.

- | hold to the doctrine of sudden conversion as | do to my life, and | would as quickly give up my
life as give up this doctrine, unless it can be proved that it is not according to the word of God.
Now, | will admit that light is one thing and birth is another. A soul must be born before it can see
light A child must be born before it can be taught; it must be born before it can walk; it must be
born before it can be educated.

- If you receive Him it will be well; if you reject Him and are lost it will be terrible.

- Thanks be to God, there is hope to-day; this very hour you can choose Him and serve Him.

- Now just think a moment and answer the question, "What shall | do with Jesus who is called
Christ?"

- | believe in my soul that there are more at this day being lost for want of decision than for any
other thing.

- One of two things you must do; you must either receive Him or reject Him. You receive Him
here and He will receive you there; you reject Him here and He will reject you there.

- The mightiest man that ever lived could not deliver himself from his sins. If a man could have
saved himself, Christ would never have come into the world.

- He came to deliver us from our sinful dispositions, and create in us pure hearts, and when we
have Him with us it will not be hard for us. Then the service of Christ will be delightful.

- God will honor our faith.
- There is nothing on this earth that pleases Christ so much as faith.

- Faith is the foundation of all society. We have only to look around and see this.



- If you are under the power of evil, and you want to get under the power of God, cry to Him to
bring you over to His service; cry to Him to take you into His army. He will hear you; He will
come to you, and, if need be, He will send a legion of angels to help you to fight your way up to
heaven. God will take you by the right hand and lead you through this wilderness, over death, and
take you right into His kingdom. That's what the Son of Man came to do. He has never deceived
us; just say here; "Christ is ray deliverer.

- | believe there is no man in the world so constituted but he can believe in God's word. He
simply tells you to believe in Him, and He will save you.

- All you have got to do is to prove that you are a sinner, and | will prove that you have got a
Saviour.

- When | was converted twenty years ago | felt a faith in God; but five years after | had a hundred
times more faith, and five years ago | had more than eve; because | became better acquainted with
Him. | have read up the Word, and | see that the Lord has done so and so, and then | have turned
to where He has promised to perform it, and when I see this | have reason to believe in Him.

- Do you believe the Lord will call a poor sinner, and then cast him out? No! his word stands
forever, "Him that cometh unto Me I will in no wise cast out."”

- If God put Adam out of this earthly Eden on account of one sin, do you think He will let us into
the Paradise above with our tens of thousands sins upon us.

- The only charge they could bring against Christ down here was, that He was receiving bad men.
They are the very kind of men He is willing to receive.

- "Lord, you don't really mean that we shall preach the Gospel to those men that murdered you, to
those men that took your life?" "Yes," says the Lord, "go and preach the Gospel to those
Jerusalem sinners." I can imagine Him saying: "Go and hunt up that man that put the cruel crown
of thorns upon My brow, and preach the Gospel to him. Tell him he shall have a crown in My
kingdom without a thorn in it"

-We must not limit the mighty grace of God.

- Grace means undeserved kindness. It is the gift of God to man the moment he sees he is
unworthy of God's favor.

- A man does not get grace till he comes down to the ground, till he sees he needs grace. When a
man stoops to the dust and acknowledges that he needs mercy, then it is that the Lord will give
him grace.

- If you are ready to partake of grace you have not to atone for your sins-you have merely to
accept of the atonement. All that you want to do is to cry, "God have mercy upon me," and you
will receive the blessing.

- "The grace of God hath power to bring salvation to all men," and if a man is unsaved it is
because he wants to work it out; he wants to receive salvation in some other way than God's way;
but we are told that "he that climbeth up another way, the same is a thief and a robber."

- If you believe on the Lord Jesus Christ you are free



- There is no sin in the whole catalogue of sins you can name but Christ will deliver you from it
perfectly.

- When we get full of this grace we want to see every one blessed-we want to see all the churches
blessed, not only all the churches here, but in the whole country. That was the trouble with
Christ's disciples. He had hard work to make them understand that His gospel was for every one,
that it was a stream to flow out to all nations of the earth. They wanted to confine it to the Jews,
and He had to convince them that it was for every living being.

- We are led on by an unseen power that we have not got strength to resist, or else we are led on
by the loving Son of God.

- The trouble is, people do not know that Christ is a Deliverer. They forget that the Son of God
came to keep them from sin as as well as to forgive it.

- You say "l am afraid | cannot hold out." Well, Christ will hold out for you. There is no mountain
that He will not climb with you if you will; He will deliver you from your besetting sin.

- Satan rules all men that are in his kingdom Some he rules through lust. Some he rules through
covetousness. Some he rules through appetite. Some he rules by their temper, but he rules them.
And none will ever seek to be delivered until they get their eyes open and see that they have been
taken captive.

- 'When Christ was on the earth there was a woman in the temple who was bowed almost to the
ground with sin. Satan had - bound her for eighteen years; but after all these years of bondage
Christ delivered her. He spoke one word and she was free. She got up and walked home. How
astonished those at home must have been to see her walking in.

- Praise is not only speaking to the Lord on our own account, but it is praising Him for what He
has done for others.

- If we have a praise church we will have people convened.

I don't care where it is, what part of the world it's in, if we have a praise church we'll have
successful Christianity.

- Every good gift that we have had from the cradle up has come from God. If a man just stops to
think what he has to praise God for, he will find there is enough to keep him singing praises for a
week.

-We have in our churches a great deal of prayer, but | think it would be a good thing if we had a
praise meeting occasionally. If we could only get people to praise God for what He has done, it
would be a good deal better than asking Him continually for something.

- All should work and ask God's guidance.

- The world knows little of the works wrought by prayer.

- Let us pray, and as we pray, let us make room for Jesus in our hearts.

- Unless the Spirit of God is with us, we cannot expect that our prayers will be answered.



- David was the last one we would have chosen to fight the giant, but he was chosen of God.
- Every one of our children will be brought into the ark, if we pray and work earnestly for them.

- The impression that a praying mother leaves upon her children is life-long. Perhaps when you
are dead and gone your prayer will be answered.

- 1 would rather go into the kingdom of heaven through the poor house than go down to hell in a
golden chariot.

- It ain't necessary to leave the things of this life when you follow Him. It is not necessary to give
up your business, if it's a legitimate one, in order to accept Christ.

Will you say He has not the
power so redeem you?

16. GUIDELINES FOR HEALING

It must be noted that there is no easy path or easy way in healing. Jesus' healing for us was
painful. We are His disciples and are to live as He did. Sometimes God does a "big, miraculous healing”.
Sometimes God takes us through a long process. The most important thing to understand about healing
is that God wants a relationship with us. He knows that if we were instantly healed, many of us would
start to think we don't need Him anymore. The greater our need for God, the better off we are. Yes,
it is painfulll Oh, so painfulll But, it is the means that keeps us constantly drawing close to our Lord. If
you ever feel that God is just a far off God who doesn't care about your pain; just look at the cross.
God has gone through every degree of pain, rejection, physical suffering, heart ache, abuse, and
shame that any of us have. And to a greater degree. He understands and is with us in our healing. The
following are some GUIDELINES for healing:

e Embrace the “FIREBALL” in your heart. Draw deep down as much as you can and allow Jesus in.

e (God doesn’t heal at the surface. He is the “Great Physician”. He goes down to the “core” of the
problem which is usually confession of sin or unforgiveness.

e Find people to share with who are mature, trustworthy, and caring. Be wise in your relationships.
Unfortunately, wounded, dysfunctional people usually attract wounded, dysfunctional people. Step
out and seek “healthy relationships” that nourish, encourage, and build you up.

e Start a daily “PRAYER JOURNAL". Take time each day to allow God to heal you as you write your
prayers down on paper. (See Chapter 1 — Activity #7 of this book)

e When you are in a lot of pain, take time to draw close to God even though it is painful. Breath
slowly & deeply and focus on God in your heart. Prayer Journaling is also good to do at this point.

¢ Do nourishing things. Don't just stay in a mode of healing and pain. Go for walks, read a good book,
go swimming, ride your bicycle, etc. God wants to give you time to rest for the next healing.

Minister to others. If you are feeling sorry for yourself, find someone who is “worse off” than you.
Mediate on healing Scriptures. Learn more about God’s compassion, love, and healing power.

e Be wise in sharing your testimony of healing. Many times Christians ask “new converts” to share
their testimony. The problem is that sometimes they share too much and end up feeling spiritually
abused. Be wise and get guidance from mature Christians who have gone through healing.

e Ourtime here is preparation for eternity. We are being healed and transformed into the likeness of
Christ for eternity. This time here is but “a breath”. Learn to understand this and renew your mind.

e God wants to restore the losses in our lives. But first He needs to prepare us to receive all His
glorious riches. Having us mature as a Christian is God’s first goal.

e Itis okay to get angry. David throughout the Psalms got angry. But he “wrote” his thoughts down no
paper and never hurt someone else or himself. Write your anger on paper. Read it. Then throw the
paper away. (Then read the Psalms “outloud”).

e Allow yourself to GRIEVE your losses. You may start to cry for no reason. You may even feel
depressed. It is alright. You are being healed. Your pain with in you from your past is coming out.

e Be wise with prescription medicines. Read about the medication on the internet. Find out what they
are treating, what the side effects will be, how long they plan on having you on the medication,
whether or not it is addictive, how it will affect your healing process, etc. Get a few different doctors
opinions. Find the balance between anti-medication people and people who give medications for
everything. Remember, medications “mask” the problem — they don't get to the root. But,
sometimes they help stabilize a person until they can get their life balanced. BE WISE. A spiritual
Christian doctor, who can explain the pros and cons of medications, would be wise to talk to.

e Read Scripture that affirms who you are “in Christ”. You are God’s child and a blessing.

God loves you. Meditate on this truth. Believe this truth. Listen to His voice about this truth.

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18. GUIDELINES FOR STEP 4 & 5

STEP FOUR:
a) Pray the following prayer before writing your Step 4:
Father God, | come to you in the name of Jesus Christ your Son. | thank you that | am
your child and that you love me deeply and dearly. | come to you through the shed blood
of Jesus Christ on the cross. Thank you Jesus for dying for me. Search me, O God, and
know my heart; test my thoughts. Point out anything you find in me that makes you sad,
and lead me along the path of everlasting life. (Psalm 139:23,24)
b) Write your past biography (good and bad). Write the incidents that were negatively done to
you as well as the negative things you did to God, others, and yourself. You can do this
chronologically if you wish. This can be done in one session or more. God will lead you.

STEP FIVE:
a) Take your Step 4 to a trained, spiritually mature, and committed Christian. They should not be
a gossip. A male/male or female/female relationship is essential. A few sessions may be needed.
b) With the person, start with prayer. Then begin to share your Step 4 to them. After each incident,
use one of the following prayers as a guideline:

EXTENDING FORGIVING

Father, 1 come to You through the Blood of Jesus. Thank You for Your love and
forgiveness in my life. Lord, when (tell what happened and how you felt). Lord, you ask
me to forgive (the person’s name) [Matthew 18:21-35; Matthew 5:21-2]). So Lord as an
act of obedience | forgive them.

Now Lord, |
ask you to bless this person. To work in their life and guide them. Thank You for this time
of healing today. Lord, I love You and ask You for Your power to continue to forgive. |
know forgiveness is a choice and not a feeling. In Jesus’ name I pray. Amen.

ASKING FORGIVENESS

Father, 1 come to You through the Blood of Jesus. Thank You for Your love and
forgiveness in my life. Lord, when (tell what you did and how you felt then and now).
Lord, | ask You to forgive me for my (selfishness, deceit, dishonesty, etc.). I ask You to
now come and work in that person’s life in a mighty way. Open up the doors for Your
love, healing, and forgiveness in their life. | am truly sorry. Lord, when the time is right
and appropriate, give me the wisdom and power to make this right with this person. |
thank You Lord for Your forgiveness and Your shed blood at the Cross of Calvary. You
are an amazing God. Now, come and fill me with Your Holy Spirit so | can serve You in
Your Power and Grace. In Jesus’ name I pray. Amen.

AFTERCARE
a) For aftercare, when you are finished Step 5, read Romans Chapters 6 to 8 for thirty days
straight. You should also meditate on verses that speak of God’s love to you. Continue to
“FORGIVE”. Forgiveness is a choice. The “feelings” will come later.
b) Eat properly, rest, and exercise. Also, reach out to someone in love.
c) Continue to do your Steps. Continue to reinforce Steps 1-3 and move on to Steps 6-9.

23. HIMSELF
by A. B. Simpson

Albert Benjamin Simpson (1843-1919) was one of the most important Christian workers of
his day. He was an ardent soul-winner and was active in raising up new believers and in training
Christian workers. He began his service as a Presbyterian minister, but later resigned after
realizing the inherent frustrations in trying to serve the Lord within the denominational
framework. He wrote over 70 books on the Bible and the Christian life. His many hymns and
poems are full of inspiration and truth. He was the founder of the Christian and Missionary
Alliance.

I wish to speak to you about Jesus, and Jesus only. | often hear people say, "I wish I could get
hold of Divine Healing, but | cannot.” Sometimes they say, "l have got it." If | ask them, "What
have you got?" the answer is sometimes, "l have got the blessing", sometimes it is, "I have got the
theory"; sometimes it is, "I have got the healing"; sometimes, "l have got the sanctification." But I
thank God we have been taught that it is not the blessing, it is not the healing, it is not the
sanctification, it is not the thing, it is not the it that you want, but it is something better. It is "the
Christ"; it is Himself. How often that comes out in His Word - "Himself took our infirmities and
bare our sicknesses"”, Himself "bare our sins in his own body on the tree"! It is the person of Jesus
Christ we want. Plenty of people get the idea and do not get anything out of it. They get it into
their head, and it into their conscience, and it into their will; but somehow they do not get Him
into their life and spirit, because they have only that which is the outward expression and symbol
of the spiritual reality. | once saw a picture of the Constitution of the United States, very skillfully
engraved in copper plate, so that when you looked at it closely it was nothing more than a piece
of writing, but when you looked at it at a distance, it was the face of George Washington. The
face shone out in the shading of the letters at a little distance, and | saw the person, not the words,
nor the ideas; and | thought, ""That is the way to look at the Scriptures and understand the
thoughts of God, to see in them the face of love, shining through and through; not ideas, nor
doctrines, but Jesus Himself as the Life and Source and sustaining Presence of all our life."

I prayed a long time to get sanctified, and sometimes | thought | had it. On one occasion | felt
something, and | held on with a desperate grip for fear | should lose it, and kept awake the whole
night fearing it would go, and, of course, it went with the next sensation and the next mood. Of
course, | lost it because | did not hold on to Him. | had been taking a little water from the
reservoir, when | might have all the time received from Him fullness through the open channels. |
went to meetings and heard people speak of joy. | even thought | had the joy, but I did not keep it
because | had not Himself as my joy. At last He said to me - Oh so tenderly - "My child, just take
Me, and let Me be in you the constant supply of all this, Myself." And when at last | got my eyes
off my sanctification, and my experience of it, and just placed them on the Christ in me, | found,
instead of an experience, the Christ larger than the moment's need, the Christ that had all that |
should ever need who was given to me at once, and for ever! And when | thus saw Him, it was
such rest; it was all right, and right for ever. For | had not only what | could hold that little hour,
but also in Him, all that I should need the next and the next and so on, until sometimes | get a
glimpse of what it will be a million years afterwards, when we shall "shine forth as the sun in the
kingdom of our Father" (Matt. 13: 43), and have "all the fullness of God."

And so | thought the healing would be an it too, that the Lord would take me like the old run-
down clock, wind me up, and set me going like a machine. It is not thus at all. | found it was
Himself coming in instead and giving me what | needed at the moment. | wanted to have a great
stock, so that | could feel rich; a great store laid up for many years, so that | would not be
dependent upon Him the next day; but He never gave me such a store. | never had more holiness
or healing at one time than | needed for that hour. He said: "My child, you must come to Me for
the next breath because | love you so dearly | want you to come all the time. If | gave you a great



supply, you would do without Me and would not come to Me so often; now you have to come to
Me every second, and lie on My breast every moment." He gave me a great fortune, placed
thousands and millions at credit, but He gave a cheque-book with this one condition, "You never
can draw more than you need at the time." Every time a cheque was wanted, however, there was
the name of Jesus upon it, and so it brought more glory to Him, kept His name before the
heavenly world and God was glorified in His Son.

I had to learn to take from Him my spiritual life every second, to breathe Himself in as | breathed,
and breathe myself out. So, moment by moment for the spirit, and moment by moment for the
body, we must receive. You say, "Is not that a terrible bondage, to be always on the strain ?"
What, on the strain with one you love, your dearest Friend ? Oh, no! It comes so naturally, so
spontaneously, so like a fountain, without consciousness, without effort, for true life is always
easy, and overflowing.

And now, thank God, | have Him, not only what | have room for, but that which I have not room
for, but for which I shall have room, moment by moment, as | go on into the eternity before me. |
am like the little bottle in the sea, as full as it will hold. The bottle is in the sea, and the sea is in
the bottle; so I am in Christ, and Christ is in me. But, besides that bottleful in the sea, there is a
whole ocean beyond; the difference is, that the bottle has to be filled over again, every day,
evermore.

Now the question for each of us is not "What think you of Bethshan, and what think you of divine
healing?" but "What think you of Christ?" There came a time when there was a little thing
between me and Christ. | express it by a little conversation with a friend who said, "You were
healed by faith." "Oh, no," | said, "I was healed by Christ." What is the difference? There is a
great difference. There came a time when even faith seemed to come between me and Jesus. |
thought I should have to work up the faith, so I labored to get the faith. At last | thought I had it;
that if I put my whole weight upon it, it would hold. | said, when I thought | had got the faith,
"Heal me." | was trusting in myself, in my own heart, in my own faith. | was asking the Lord to
do something for me because of something in me, not because of something in Him. So the Lord
allowed the devil to try my faith, and the devil devoured it like a roaring lion, and | found myself
so broken down that I did not think | had any faith. God allowed it to be taken away until | felt |
had none. And then God seemed to speak to me so sweetly, saying, "Never mind, my child, you
have nothing. But | am perfect Power, | am perfect Love, | am Faith, I am your Life, | am the
preparation for the blessing, and then | am the Blessing, too. | am all within and all without, and
all for ever." It is just having "Faith in God" (Mark 11: 22). "And the life | now live in the flesh, I
live," not by faith on the Son of God, but "by the faith of the Son of God" (Gal. 2 20). That is it. It
is not your faith. You have no faith in you, any more than you have life or anything else in you.
You have nothing but emptiness and vacuity, and you must be just openness and readiness to take
Him to do all. You have to take His faith as well as His life and healing, and have simply to say,
"I live by the faith of the Son of God." My faith is not worth anything. If | had to pray for anyone,
I would not depend upon my faith at all. | would say, "Here, Lord, am I. If you want me to be the
channel of blessing to this one just breathe into me all that | need." It is simply Christ, Christ
alone.

Now, is your body yielded to Christ for Him thus to dwell and work in you? The Lord Jesus
Christ has a body as well as you only it is perfect; it is the body, not of a man, but of the Son of
man. Have you considered why He is called the Son of man? The Son of man means that Jesus
Christ is the one typical, comprehensive, universal, all-inclusive Man. Jesus is the one man that
contains in Himself all that man ought to be all that man needs to have. It is all in Christ. All the
fullness of the Godhead and the fullness of a perfect manhood has been embodied in Christ, and
He stands now as the summing-up of all that man needs. His spirit is all that your spirit needs,
and He just gives us Himself. His body possesses all that your body needs. He has a heart beating
with the strength that your heart needs. He has organs and functions redundant with life, not for
Himself, but for humanity. He does not need strength for Himself. The energy which enabled



Him to rise and ascend from the tomb, above all the forces of nature, was not for Himself. That
marvellous body belongs to your body. You are a member of His body. Your heart has a right to
draw from His heart all that it needs. Your physical life has a right to draw from His physical life
its support and strength, and so it is not you, but it is just the precious life of the Son of God. Will
you take Him thus today, and then you will not be merely healed, but you will have a new life for
all you need, a flood of life that will sweep disease away, and then remain a fountain of life for all
your future need. Oh, take Him in His fullness.

It seems to me as if | might just bring you a little talisman today, as if God had given me a little
secret for every one here and said to me, "Go and tell them, if they will take it, it will be a
talisman of power wherever they go, and it will carry them through difficulty, danger, fear, life,
death, eternity.” If | could stand on this platform and say, "I have received from heaven a secret
of wealth and success which God will give freely, through my hand, to everybody who will take
it," I am sure you would need a larger hall for the people who would come. But, dear friends, |
show you in His Word a truth which is more precious. The Apostle Paul tells us that there is a
secret, a great secret which was hidden from ages and from generations (Col. 1: 26), which the
world was seeking after in vain, which wise men from the East hoped they might find, and God
says it "is now made manifest to his saints"; and Paul went through the world just to tell it to
those that were able to receive it; and that simple secret is just this "Christ in you the hope of
glory."

The word "mystery” means secret; this is the great secret. And | tell you today, nay, | can give
you, if you will take it from Him, not from me-I can give you a secret which has been to me, oh,
so wonderful! Years ago | came to Him burdened with guilt and fear; | tried that simple secret,
and it took away all my fear and sin. Years passed on, and | found sin overcoming me and my
temptations too strong for me. | came to Him a second time, and He whispered to me, "Christ in
you," and | had victory, rest and blessing.

Then the body broke away in every sort of way. | had always worked hard, and from the age of
fourteen | studied and labored and spared no strength. | took charge of a large congregation at the
age of twenty-one; | broke down utterly half a dozen times and at my last constitution was worn
out. Many times | feared | should drop dead in my pulpit. I could not ascend any height without a
sense of suffocation, because of a broken-down heart and exhausted nervous system. | heard of
the Lord's healing, but | struggled against it. | was afraid of it. | had been taught in theological
seminaries that the age of the supernatural was past, and | could not go back from my early
training. My head was in my way, but at last when | was brought to attend "the funeral of my
dogmatics," as Mr. Schrenck says, "the Lord whispered to me the little secret, 'Christ in you'; and
from that hour | received Him for my body as | had done for my soul. | was made so strong and
well that work has been a perfect delight. For years | have spent my summer holiday in the hot
city of New York, preaching and working amongst the masses, as | never did before; besides the
work of our Home and College and an immense mass of library work and much besides. But the
Lord did not merely remove my sufferings. It was more than simple healing. He so gave me
Himself that | lost the painful consciousness of physical organs. That is the best of the health He
gives. | thank the Lord that He keeps me from all morbid, physical consciousness and a body that
is the object of anxious care, and gives a simple life that is a delight and a service for the Master,
that is a rest and joy.

Then, again, | had a poor sort of a mind, heavy and cumbrous, that did not think or work quickly.
I wanted to write and speak for Christ and to have a ready memory, so as to have the little
knowledge | had gained always under command. | went to Christ about it, and asked if He had
anything for me in this way. He replied, "Yes, my child, | am made unto you Wisdom." | was
always making mistakes, which I regretted, and then thinking | would not make them again; but
when He said that He would be my wisdom, that we may have the mind of Christ, that He could
cast down imaginations and bring into captivity every thought to the obedience of Christ, that He
could make the brain and head right, then I took Him for all that. And since then | have been kept



free from this mental disability, and work has been rest. | used to write two sermons a week, and
it took me three days to complete one. But now, in connection with my literary work, | have
numberless pages of matter to write constantly besides the conduct of very many meetings a week,
and all is delightfully easy to me. The Lord has helped me mentally, and | know He is the Saviour
of our mind as well as our spirit.

Well, then, | had an irresolute will. | asked, ' Cannot you be a will to me?" He said, "Yes, my
child, it is God who worketh in you to will and to do." Then He made me to learn how and when
to be firm, and how and when to yield. Many people have a decided will, but they do not know
how to hold on just at the proper moment. So, too, | came to Him for power for His work and all
the resources for His service, and He has not failed me.

And so | would say, if this precious little secret of "Christ in you," will help you, you may have it.
May you make better use of it than I! | feel I have only begun to learn how well it works. Take it
and go on working it out, through time and eternity-Christ for all, grace for grace, from strength
to strength, from glory to glory, from this time forth and even for evermore.

24. 10 Reasons to Believe
in Christ’s Resurrection

1. A Public Execution Assured His Death
As He stood before Pilate, the governor of Judea, religious leaders accused Jesus of claiming to
be the king of the Jews. He was crucified between two criminals.

2. A High Official Secured The Gravesite

Pilate ordered the official seal of Rome to be attached to the tomb to put grave robbers on notice.
The Roman guards had good reason for staying alert--the penalty for falling asleep while on
watch was death.

3. In Spite Of Guards, The Grave Was Found Empty
On the morning after the Sabbath, two disciples rushed to the burial site. The tomb was empty
except for Jesus' burial wrappings, which were lying neatly in place.

4. Many People Claimed To Have Seen Him Alive

About AD 55, the apostle Paul wrote that the resurrected Christ had been seen by Peter, the 12
apostles, more than 500 people (many of whom were still alive at the time of his writing), James,
and himself (1 Corinthians 15:5-8).

5. His Apostles Were Dramatically Changed

Even after they were imprisoned, threatened, and forbidden to speak in the name of Jesus, the
apostles said to the Jewish leaders, "We ought to obey God rather than men" (Acts 5:29). After
they were beaten for disobeying the orders of the Jewish council, these once-cowardly apostles
"did not cease teaching and preaching Jesus as the Christ" (Acts 5:42).

6. Witnesses Were Willing To Die For Their Claims
They died for their claim that Jesus Christ had not only died for their sins but that He had risen
bodily from the dead to show that He was like no other spiritual leader who had ever lived.

7. Jewish Believers Changed Their Day Of Worship

The Sabbath day of rest and worship was basic to the Jewish way of life. Yet Jewish followers of
Christ began worshiping with Gentile believers on a new day. The first day of the week, the day
on which they believed Christ had risen from the dead, replaced the Sabbath.

8. Although It Was Unexpected, It Was Clearly Predicted
Prophet Isaiah's predicted of a suffering servant who would bear the sins of Israel, being led like
a lamb to the slaughter, before God "prolong[ed] His days" (Isaiah 53:10).

9. It Was A Fitting Climax To A Miraculous Life

Jesus walked on water; healed the sick; opened blind eyes, deaf ears, and tongue-tied mouths;
restored crippled limbs; cast out demons; stilled a violent storm; and raised the dead. He asked
guestions wise men couldn't answer. And He confronted hypocrites with words that exposed their
cover up. If all this was true, should we be surprised that His enemies didn't have the last word?

10. It Fits The Experience Of Those Who Trust Him

"If the Spirit of Him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, He who raised Christ from the
dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through His Spirit who dwells in you" (Romans 8:11).
It is the experience of people all over the world who have "died" to their old ways so that Christ
can live His life through them.

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25. 10 Reasons to Believe In Christianity

1. The Credibility Of Its Founder

Christ said He came from heaven to fulfill prophecy, to die for our sins, and to bring to His Father all who
believe in Him. Logic says that He was either a liar, a lunatic, a legend, or the Lord of heaven. His first-
century followers drew their own conclusions. They said they saw Him walk on water, still a storm, heal
crippled limbs, feed 5,000 with a few pieces of bread and fish, live a blameless life, die a terrible death,
and alive again. During His ministry, when some of Jesus' followers took issue with His teachings and left,
He asked those closest to Him if they too wanted to leave. Peter spoke for the others when he said, "Lord,
to whom shall we go? You have the words of eternal life. Also we have come to believe and know that
You are the Christ, the Son of the living God" (John 6:68-69).

2. The Reliability Of Its Book

Written over a period of about 1,600 years by 40 different authors, the book on which the Christian faith
rests tells one story that begins with creation and concludes on the threshold of eternity. The integrity of
its historical and geographical record is supported by archeology. The accuracy with which it has been
copied and handed down to us has been confirmed by the Dead Sea Scrolls of Qumran. Originating
neither in the East nor the West, but in the Middle East--the cradle of civilization--the Bible continues to
speak not only with spiritual power but with convincing prophetic accuracy.

3. Its Explanations For Life

All religious systems attempt to give meaning to our existence. All attempt to explain our thirst for
significance, the problem of pain, and the inevitability of death. All religions attempt to apply the design
of the cosmos to our individual lives. It is the Christian faith, however, that reflects the caring attention to
detail so evident in the species and ecosystems of the natural world. It is Christ who speaks of a Father
who takes note of every sparrow that falls, a Father who numbers even the hairs of our head (Matthew
10:29-31). It is Christ who reveals a God who shows how much He cares for all that He has created. It is
Christ who clothed Himself in our humanity to feel what we feel, and then to suffer and die in our place. It
is Christ who reveals a God who cares as much about His creation as the design and detail of the natural
world indicates (Psalms 19:1-6; Romans 1:16-25).

4. Its Continuity With The Past

The Christian faith offers continuity with our deepest ancestral roots. Those who trust Christ are accepting
the same Creator and Lord worshiped by Adam, Abraham, Sarah, and Solomon. Jesus didn't reject the
past. He was the God of the past (John 1:1-14). When He lived among us, He showed us how to live
according to the original plan. When He died, He fulfilled the whole Old Testament sacrificial system. And
when He rose from the dead, the salvation He offered fulfilled God's promise to Abraham that through his
descendant He would bring blessing to the whole world. The Christian faith is not new with Christ. From
Genesis to Revelation it is one story. It is His story -- and ours (Acts 2:22-39; 1 Corinthians 15:1-8).

5. Its Foundational Claim

The first Christians were not driven by political or religious dissent. Their primary issues were not moral or
social. They were not well-credentialed theologians or social philosophers. They were witnesses. They
risked their lives to tell the world that with their own eyes they had seen an innocent man die and then
miraculously walk among them 3 days later (Acts 5:17-42). Their argument was very concrete. Jesus was
crucified under the Roman governor Pontius Pilate. His body was buried and sealed in a borrowed tomb.
Guards were posted to prevent grave tampering. Yet after 3 days the tomb was empty and witnesses
were risking their lives to declare that He was alive.



6. Its Power To Change Lives

Not only were the first disciples dramatically changed, but so was one of their worst enemies. Paul was
transformed from a Christian killer into one of their chief advocates (Galatians 1:11-24). Later he reflected
the changes that had occurred in others as well when he wrote to the church in Corinth, "Do not be
deceived: Neither the sexually immoral nor idolaters nor adulterers nor male prostitutes nor homosexual
offenders nor thieves nor the greedy nor drunkards nor slanderers nor swindlers will inherit the kingdom
of God. And that is what some of you were. But you were washed, you were sanctified, you were justified
in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ" (1 Cor. 6:9-11).

7. Its Analysis Of Human Nature

The Bible says that society's real problems are problems of the heart. In an age of information and
technology, failures of character have scandalized institutions of family, government, science, industry,
religion, education, and the arts. In the most sophisticated society the world has ever known, our national
reputation is marred by problems of racial prejudice, addiction, abuse, divorce, and sexually transmitted
disease. Many want to believe that our problems are rooted in ignorance, diet, and government. But to
our generation and all others, Jesus said, "For out of the heart proceed evil thoughts, murders, adulteries,
fornications, thefts, false witness, blasphemies. These are the things which defile a man" (Matt. 15:19-20).

8. Its View Of Human Achievement

Generation after generation has hoped for the best. We fought wars that would end all wars. We
developed educational theories that would produce enlightened, nonviolent children. We conceived
technologies that would deliver us from the oppressive slavery of work. Yet we are as close as ever to
what the New Testament describes as an endtime marked by wars and rumors of war, earthquakes,
disease, loss of affection, and spiritual deception (Matthew 15:19-20; Timothy 3:1-5).

9. Its Impact On Society

A carpenter rabbi from Nazareth changed the world. Calendars and dated documents bear silent witness
to His birth. From rooftops, necklaces, and earrings, the sign of the cross bears visual witness to His death.
The Western world-view, which provided a basis for social morality, scientific methodology, and a work
ethic that fueled industry, had roots in basic Christian values. Social relief agencies, whether in the West
or East, are not fueled by the values of Hinduism, Buddhism, atheism, or secular agnosticism, but by the
direct or residual values of the Bible.

10. Its Offer Of Salvation

Alternative religious views have saviors who remain in the grave. No other system offers everlasting life as
a gift to those who trust One who has overcome death for them. No other system offers assurance of
forgiveness, eternal life, and adoption into the family of God by calling on and trusting Someone in the
same way a drowning person calls for and relies on the rescue of a lifeguard (Romans 10:9-13). The
salvation Christ offers does not depend on what we have done for Him, but on our acceptance of what He
has done for us. Instead of moral and religious effort, this salvation requires a helpless admission of our
sins. Instead of personal accomplishments of faith, it requires confession of failure. Unlike all other
options of faith, Christ asks us to follow Him -- not to merit salvation but as an expression of gratitude,
love, and confidence in the One who has saved us (Ephesians 2:8-10).

27.A LIFE CHANGING TRUTH

Most people identify themselves with their families, their jobs, their social clubs,
their accomplishments, etc. If you think about it, our father’s and mother’s gave us death.
They gave us a dead spirit (dead to God and alive to sin), a soul that was bound for hell, and
a body that was dying the minute it was born. This is our “human” or “natural”
inheritance. Also, many times people look at what they do or the things they’ve
accomplished in life. This is not “who we are.” They are very fleeting and not a solid
foundation to build a life on.

When we become a Christian, Jesus not only enters into our life but just as
importantly -we enter into His life (the life of God — the eternal life). His life - always has
been — is now — and will always be. His life is eternal — eternal past, eternal present, and
eternal future. So as Christians we “IDENTIFY” with His life — the life of God — the
Eternal One’s life. This is who we are.

Many people think humility is thinking of themselves as lowly and not very worthy.
Actually, this is “not” humility. True humility is accepting the truth as fact and believing
the truth about ourselves. God by His grace, love, and mercy has given us so many things.
The list below is “WHO WE ARE IN CHRIST.” It is now the life, gifts, and existence of
God that we identify with as Christians.

But aren’t we supposed to be humble as Christians? Yes, true humility says, “I am

all this because of what Jesus Christ has done for me on the cross.” (It is because of him that
you are in Christ Jesus, who has become for us wisdom from God — that is our holiness,
righteousness, and redemption. Therefore, let him who boasts, boast in the Lord — (1
Cor.1:30,31)
We can sin two ways here. We can sin by not accepting the truth about ourselves and
thereby hurt God. Or we can sin by becoming “puffed up” with spiritual pride thinking we
are better than others. Remember, it is because of him....his death on the cross.....his
wonderful grace to us who deserved nothing but hell, separation from God for eternity, and
death. Thank you Lord Jesus.

Let’s take some time now and read “outloud” who we are in Christ. The term “in
Christ” (“in love,” “in whom,” “in him,” etc.) is mentioned over 100 times in the New
Testament. We have passed over from death (the wages of sin is death) to life (but the free
gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus). We were in Adam — identified with our earthly
parentage — and now we are in Christ — identified with our spiritual parentage — God.

Whoever loves his brother lives in the light, and there is nothing in him to make him
stumble.

Whoever loves his brother lives in the light, and there is nothing in him to make him
stumble.

Do not love the world or anything in the world. If anyone loves the world, the love of the
Father is not in him.

As for you, the anointing you received from him remains in you, and you do not need
anyone to teach you. But as his anointing teaches you about all things and as that
anointing is real, not counterfeit-- just as it has taught you, remain in him.

And now, dear children, continue in _him, so that when he appears we may be confident
and unashamed before him at his coming.

Everyone who has this hope in him purifies himself, just as he is pure.

But you know that he appeared so that he might take away our sins. And in_him is no sin.
No one who lives in_him keeps on sinning. No one who continues to sin has either
seen him or known him.
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No one who is born of God will continue to sin, because God's seed remains in him;
he cannot go on sinning, because he has been born of God.

Anyone who hates his brother is a murderer, and you know that no murderer has eternal
life in him.

If anyone has material possessions and sees his brother in need but has no pity on him,
how can the love of God be in him?

Those who obey his commands live in_him, and he in them. And this is how we know
that he lives in us: We know it by the Spirit he gave us.

We know that we live in him and he in us, because he has given us of his Spirit.

If anyone acknowledges that Jesus is the Son of God, God lives in him and he in
God.

And so we know and rely on the love God has for us. God is love. Whoever lives in love
lives in God, and God in him.

There is no fear in love. But perfect love drives out fear, because fear has to do with
punishment. The one who fears is not made perfect in love.

We know also that the Son of God has come and has given us understanding, so that we
may know him who is true. And we are in him who is true-- even in his Son Jesus
Christ. He is the true God and eternal life.

And this is love: that we walk in obedience to his commands. As you have heard from the
beginning, his command is that you walk in love.

I, John, your brother and companion _in_the suffering and kingdom and patient
endurance that are ours in Jesus, was on the island of Patmos because of the word of
God and the testimony of Jesus.

On the Lord's Day | was in the Spirit, and | heard behind me a loud voice like a trumpet.
At once | was in the Spirit, and there before me was a throne in heaven with someone
sitting on it.

Then the angel carried me away in the Spirit into a desert.

And he carried me away in the Spirit to a mountain great and high, and showed me the
Holy City, Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from God.

Administration is a gift that provides insight into other people's spiritual gifting as well as natural talent,
which allows for placing people who want to minister in a particular way together with those who need just
this ministry. These are "well connected" advisors in the body. [The Septuagint uses this same word in
Prov 24:6 & 11:14.]

Apostleship is the ability to communicate across cultural barriers and plant churches where there is no
knowledge of the gospel. It is usually accompanied with a distinct calling and a miraculous lifestyle. In
Greek (apostolos) "a sent one", or "a messenger"”, a Missionary.

Compassion transcends both natural human sympathy and normal Christian concern, enabling one to
sense in others a wide range of emotions and then provide a supportive ministry of caring and
intercessory prayer. Also called the gift of Mercy.

Discernment is the heightened ability to read or hear a teaching, to encounter a problem, or to consider
a proposed course of action, and then determine whether the source behind the teaching, problem, or
action is divine, merely human, or satanic. This will be a much needed gift near the End of the Age.

Evangelism is a special ability to lead unconverted persons to a saving knowledge of the Gospel of
Jesus Christ. The person with this gift has the wisdom to know when, who, and how to call the rebellious
into the Kingdom of God. Evangelists are the spiritual "obstetricians" in the church.

Exhortation is the gift of being able to encourage others by well timed and wise counsel. This gift builds
the Body of Christ by helping new, young and adolescent disciples to turn from sin and believe in the
power of the Holy Spirit. Also called the gift of Counseling, or the gift of Encouragement.

Faith as a gift is an extraordinary confidence in God that is unshakable by situations, pain, apparent
failure, or ridicule. This gift strengthens the individual and other believers (by example) to endure
persecution and wait upon the Lord.

Giving empowers one in a sensitive way to detect material or financial needs and meet those needs with
Spirit inspired generosity. Recipients of help from Christians with this gift have a clear sense that God has
provided, not man.

Healing is a "sign gift" which enables one to function as an instrument of God's healing grace in the lives
of hurting people. The gifts of healings (double plural in the Greek text) include miraculous healing of the
body, the mind, the emotions, and relationships.

Helps enables one to assist people in skilled ways that are supernaturally enhanced by the anointing of
the Holy Spirit. The helped person has the impression that they have been touched by God. Those with
this gift should be highly esteemed in the Body.

Knowledge is an ability to remember Scripture or have it supernatural quickened, or to know a fact or
truth about a person or situation revealed directly by the Holy Spirit--sometimes termed a word of
knowledge.

Leadership in the Greek is actually "he who provides leadership in giving aid". These go first and lead by
example, so that others are motivated to follow. Those with the gift of leadership are quick to identify
problems and show by doing how to minister to those in need. [1Cor 11:1]

Miracles is another "sign gift" where the gifted person is able to cast out demons, show a supernatural
sign to unbelievers, or perform a public healing--even in a hostile and unsupportive situation--all to the
glory of God. Those with this gift will be humble, broken people, full of the fear of God.

Pastoring is the collective (plural in Greek) ministry of the Elders to "shepherd" an individual or
community of Christian believers. This gift is a special passion and empowering to lead people into green
pastures, steer others away from danger, fight off predators, and bind up wounds.

Prophecy is speaking what God wants said with clarity, creativity, and power. It is also called the gift of
Preaching. The primary ministry in this gift is not prediction, but in confronting people with the truth about
God and man--with conviction and repentance as the result.

Serving is a gift which expresses the love of Christ by taking care of lowly or time-consuming tasks to
allow others to be more effective ministers. Similar to the gift of Helps, but here the work performed is
menial rather than skilled. Those with this gift are the truest and highest leaders in the church, and ought
to be recognized as such.

Teaching is the ability to understand and communicate the Christian faith so as to make the truth clear to
others. The result of this gift is the equipping and maturing of others in the body of Christ so that they will
grow in grace and be more effective disciples.

Tongues enable some Christians (1 Cor 12:30) to praise God either in another language not learned
(Acts 2) or in ecstatic utterance which is not an earthly language (1 Cor 14). In either case, one's prayer is
directed to God, not to other people (1 Cor 14:2).

Interpretation of Tongues is required if speaking in tongues is exercised publicly in a loud voice. This
gift allows one to declare to others the intent or meaning of the public ecstatic utterance, so that the entire
Body is built up.

Wisdom is special illumination that enables one in a specific instance to grasp divine insight regarding a
fact, situation, or context. This gift is useful in directing the Body in what to do next; in making God's will
known.




32.SALVATION

This call to salvation begins with God.

He initiates it by wooing or drawing us to come to Him.

John 6:44 "No one can come to me unless the Father who sent me draws him ..." (N1V)

Revelation 3:20 "Here | am! | stand at the door and knock. If anyone hears my voice and opens the door,
I will come in ..." (NIV

Human Efforts are Futile:

God desires an intimate relationship with us, but we cannot obtain it through our own efforts.

Isaiah 64:6 "All of us have become like one who is unclean, and all our righteous acts are like filthy
rags..." (NIV)

Romans 3:10-12 "...There is no one righteous, not even one; there is no one who understands, no one who
seeks God. All have turned away, they have together become worthless; there is no one who does good,
not even one." (NIV)

Separated by Sin:

We have a problem. Our sin separates us from God, leaving us spiritually empty.

Romans 3:23 "For all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God." (NI1V)

It is impossible for us to find peace with God through our own efforts. Anything we try to do to obtain
God's favor or gain salvation is worthless and futile.

A Gift from God:

Salvation then, is a gift from God. He offers the gift through Jesus, his Son. By laying down his life on
the cross, Christ took our place and paid the ultimate price, the penalty for our sin -- death. Jesus said, “It
is finished.” We trust in the “finished work” of Christ on the cross and we trust in His Resurrection. Jesus
is our only way to God.

John 14:6 "Jesus told him, "I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one can come to the Father except
through me." (NLT)

Romans 5:8 "But God demonstrates his own love for us in this: While we were still sinners, Christ died

for us." (NIV)

Responding to God's Call:
The only thing we must do is respond to God's call.



But how? How do | become a Christian?
Receiving God's gift of salvation is not complicated. The response to God's call is explained in these
simple steps found in God's Word:

1) Admit you are a sinner and turn away from your sin.
Acts 3:19 says: "Repent, then, and turn to God, so that your sins may be wiped out, that times of
refreshing may come from the Lord." (N1V)

2) Believe Jesus Christ died on the cross to save you from your sins and give you eternal life.
John 3:16 says: "For God so loved the world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in
him will not perish but have eternal life." (NLT)

3) Come to Him by faith .
In John 14:6 Jesus said: "I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one can come to the Father except
through me." (NLT)

4) You may pray a simple prayer to God. You may want to make your response to God a prayer.
Prayer is simply communicating with God. Pray using your own words. There is no special formula. Just
pray from your heart to God (see example below.)

Heavenly Father, I know that I'm a sinner and need a Savior. I'm coming to you in the name of Jesus
Christ, your precious Son, to forgive my sins. | ask you Jesus, to be my Lord and Savior. | invite you into
my life by faith, and believe you died on the cross for my sins; past, present, and future. I promise to live
for you as a Christian, from this day forward. | pray this in your name Jesus Amen.

5) Now, don’t doubt. Salvation is by grace, through faith. There’s nothing you did, or ever can do, to
deserve it. Its a free gift from God. All you have to do is receive it!

Ephesians 2:8 says: "For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith and this not from yourselves, it
is the gift of God." (NIV)

6) Tell someone about your decision.

Romans 10:9-10 says, "If you confess with your mouth, 'Jesus is Lord," and believe in your heart that God
raised him from the dead, you will be saved. For it is with your heart that you believe and are justified,
and it is with your mouth that you confess and are saved." (NIV)



33. THE TRINITY IN THE BIBLE

The Bible does not have any verse that specifically uses the word trinity. However, it does have many verses that
explain or reveal the Trinity as Father, Son and Holy Spirit.

First, Isaiah 48:16-17 makes a definitive statement revealing the Trinity. It reads, “Come near me and listen to this:
‘From the first announcement, | have not spoken in secret; at the time it happens | am there.” And now the Sovereign
God has sent me, with his Spirit. This is what the Lord says — your Redeemer, the Holy One of Israel: ‘l am the Lord
your God, who teaches you what is best for you, who directs you in the way you should go.” This passage reveals
God the Father sending his Son Jesus and the Holy Spirit.

Second, certain passages reveal the Trinity by speaking of the worship of God in Trinitarian concepts. Numbers 6:24-
26 reads, “The Lord bless you and keep you; the Lord make his face shine upon you and be gracious to you; the Lord
turn his face toward you and give you peace.” Isaiah 6:3 says, “Holy, holy, holy is the Lord Almighty; the whole earth
is full of his glory.” In these two passages we see that the worship of God, using the words the Lord and holy, are
repeated three times to reveal the tri-part Godhead.

Third, the Trinity is revealed through the language used. In Isaiah 54:5, God is a plural noun. The word “maker” is
plural. In Genesis 1:1, the Hebrew name for God, Elohim, is plural for Eloha, but the verb is singular.

Fourth, in Genesis 1:26 and 3:22 as well as Isaiah 6:8, the pronouns used for God are in plural form. Isaiah 6:8 reads,
“Then | heard the voice of the Lord saying, ‘Whom shall | send? And who will go for us?” In Genesis 1:26 God says,
“Let us make man in our image, in our likeness...” Genesis 3:22a says, “And now the Lord God said, ‘The man has
now become like one of us, knowing good and evil.” Also, in Genesis 11:7, after the inhabitants of the earth were
constructing the tower of Babel, God says, “Come, let us go down and confuse their language so they will not
understand each other.”

Fifth, the Persons of the Godhead are distinguished from each other as God. In Psalm 2:7 it is written, “l will proclaim
the decree of the Lord: He said to me, ‘You are my Son; today | have become your Father.” Each part of the Trinity
has a role to play in bringing about the majesty of God. Similarly in Isaiah 9:6 it is revealed, “For to us a child is born,
to us a Son is given, and the government will be on his shoulders. And he will be called Wonderful Counselor, Mighty
God, Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace.” Names attributed to the Father, Son and Holy Spirit are on this list.

Sixth, Jesus taught that God is trinity. In John 14:16 and 15:26 he reveals the roles of the Godhead. In John 14:16-
17a Jesus says, “And | will ask the Father and he will give another Counselor to be with you forever — the Spirit of
truth.” The Spirit testifies to Jesus as revealed in John 15:26: “When the Counselor comes, whom | will send to you
from the Father, the Spirit of truth, who goes out from the Father, he will testify about me.” Remember that in John
2:25, John writes that Jesus does not need testimony by men. And in John 5:31-38 Jesus says he has a testimony
weightier than John the Baptist and that this testimony is valid. It is the testimony of the Father and the Spirit that
Jesus upholds because each is the essence of the Godhead.

Seventh, the baptism of Jesus exhibits the Trinity. Matthew 3:16-17 reads, “As soon as Jesus was baptized, he went
up out of the water. At that moment heaven was opened, and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove and
lighting on him. And a voice from heaven said, ‘This is my Son, whom | love; with him | am well pleased.”

Eighth, as Hebrews 9:13-14 explains, each member of the Godhead cooperates individually as God. It says, “How
much more, then, will the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself unblemished to God, cleanse
our consciences from acts that lead to death, so that we may serve the living God!” Only God can forgive sins. Jesus
offered himself as a sacrifice through the Spirit to the Father so that we can be saved. Through the Father, the Son
and the Holy Spirit, we have forgiveness of sins.

Finally, there are two other aspects that reveal the Trinity in the Bible. First, the New Testament church
acknowledged the doctrine of the Trinity. In Matthew 28:19 Jesus commands, “Therefore go and make disciples of all
nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.” By baptizing people in this
way, the disciples showed that God was trinity. Second, the New Testament church used Trinitarian formulas. Paul
writes in 2 Corinthians 13:14, “May the grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of God, and the fellowship of the
Holy Spirit be with you all.” Throughout the Bible, God is revealed as a tripartite being in its language, God’s
statements to prophets, through Jesus’ words, and the early church leaders’ writings.



34. 10 Reasons Why the Bible is the Word of God

By R . A. Torrey

| was brought up to believe that the Bible was the Word of God. In early life | accepted it as such upon the authority of my
parents, and never gave the question any serious thought. But later in life my faith in the Bible was utterly shattered
through the influence of the writings of a very celebrated, scholarly and brilliant sceptic. | found myself face to face with
the question, Why do you believe the Bible is the Word of God?

I had no satisfactory answer. | determined to go to the bottom of this question. If satisfactory proof could not be found that
the Bible was God's Word | would give the whole thing up, cost what it might. If satisfactory proof could be found that the
Bible was God's Word | would take my stand upon it, cost what it might. | doubtless had many friends who could have
answered the question satisfactorily, but I was unwilling to confide to them the struggle that was going on in my own
heart; so | sought help from God and from books, and after much painful study and thought came out of the darkness of
scepticism into the broad daylight of faith and certainty that the Bible from beginning to end is God's Word. The following
pages are largely the outcome of that experience of conflict and final victory. | will give Ten Reasons why | believe the
Bible is the Word of God.

FIRST, on the ground of the testimony of Jesus Christ.

SECOND, on the ground of its fulfilled prophecies.

THIRD, on the ground of the unity of the book.

FOURTH, on the ground of the immeasurable superiority of the Bible’s teachings to those of any/all other books.
FIFTH, on the ground of the history of the book, its victory over attack.

SIXTH, on the ground of the character of those who accept and of those who reject the book.

SEVENTH, on the ground of the influence of the book.

EIGHTH, on the ground of the inexhaustible depth of the book.

NINTH, on the ground of the fact that as we grow in knowledge and holiness we grow toward the Bible.

TENTH, on the ground of the direct testimony of the Holy Spirit.

FIRST, on the ground of the testimony of Jesus Christ.

Many people accept the authority of Christ who do not accept that of the Bible as a whole. We all must accept His
authority. He is accredited to us by five Divine testimonies: by the testimony of the Divine life He lived; by the testimony
of the Divine words He spoke; by the testimony of the Divine works He wrought; by the Divine attestation of the
resurrection from the dead; and by the testimony of His Divine influence upon the history of mankind. But if we accept the
authority of Christ we must accept the authority of the Bible as a whole. He testifies definitely and specifically to the
Divine authorship of the whole Bible.

We find His testimony as to the Old Testament in Mark 7:13. Here He calls the law of Moses the "Word of God." That, of
course, covers only the first five books of the Old Testament, but in Luke 24:27 we read, "And beginning at Moses and all
the prophets, He expounded unto them in all the Scriptures the things concerning Himself," and in the forty-fourth verse
He said, "All things must be fulfilled which were written in the law of Moses and in the prophets and the Psalms.” The
Jews, divided the Old Testament into three parts--the Law, the Prophets, and the Psalms--and Christ takes up each of these
parts and sets the stamp of His authority upon it. In John 10:35 Christ says, "The Scripture cannot be broken," thereby
teaching the absolute accuracy and inviolability of the Old Testament. More specifically still, it possible, in Matt. 5:18,
Jesus says, "One jot or one tittle shall in no wise pass from the law till all be fulfilled." A jot is the smallest letter in the
Hebrew alphabet--less than half the size of any other letter, and a tittle is the merest point of a consonant--less than the
cross we put on a "t,"--and Christ here declares that the Scripture is absolutely true, down to the smallest letter or point of
a letter. So if we accept the authority of Christ we must accept the Divine authority of the entire Old Testament.

Now, as to the New Testament. We find Christ's endorsement of it in John 14:26, "The Holy Ghost, whom the Father will
send in my name, He shall teach you all things and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever | have said unto
you." Here we see that not only was the teaching of the Apostles to be fully inspired, but also their recollection of what
Christ Himself taught. We are sometimes asked how we know that the Apostles correctly reported what Jesus said--"may
they not have forgotten?" True, they might forget, but Christ Himself tells us that in the Gospels we have, not the Apostles’
recollection of what He said, but the Holy Ghost's recollection, and the Spirit of God never forgets. In John 16:13, 14,
Christ said that the Holy Ghost should guide the Apostles into "all the truth,” therefore in the New Testament teaching we



have the whole sphere of God's truth. The teaching of the Apostles is more complete than that of Jesus Himself, for He
says in John 16:12, "I have yet many things to say unto you, but ye cannot bear them now. Howbeit, when He, the Spirit of
truth is come, He shall guide you into all the truth.” While His own teaching had been partial, because of their weakness,
the teaching of the Apostles, under the promised Spirit, was to take in the whole sphere of God's truth.

So if we accept the authority of Christ we must accept that of the whole Bible, but we must, as already seen, accept
Christ's authority.

SECOND, on the ground of its fulfilled prophecies.
There are two classes of prophecies in the Bible--first, the explicit, verbal prophecies, second, those of the types.

In the first we have the definite prophecies concerning the Jews, the heathen nations and the Messiah. Taking the
prophecies, regarding the Messiah as an illustration, look at Isaiah 53, Mic. 5:2, Dan. 9:25-27. Many others might be
mentioned, but these will serve as illustrations. In these prophecies, written hundreds of years before the Messiah came,
we have the most explicit statements as to the manner and place of His birth, the manner of His reception by men, how His
life would end, His resurrection and His victory succeeding His death. When made, these prophecies were exceedingly
improbable, and seemingly impossible of fulfilment; but they were fulfilled to the very minutest detail of manner and
place and time. How are we to account for it? Man could not have foreseen these improbable events--they lay hundreds of
years ahead--but God could, and it is God who speaks through these men.

But the prophecies of the types are more remarkable still. Everything in the Old Testament--history, institutions,
ceremonies--is prophetical. The high priesthood, the ordinary priesthood, the Levites, the prophets, priests and kings, are
all prophecies. The tabernacle, the brazen altar, the laver, the golden candlestick, the table of shewbread, the veil, the altar
of incense, the ark of the covenant, the very coverings of the tabernacle, are prophecies. In all these things, as we study
them minutely and soberly in the light of the history of Jesus Christ and the church, we see, wrapped up in the ancient
institutions ordained of God to meet an immediate purpose, prophecies of the death, atonement, and resurrection of Christ,
the day of Pentecost, and the entire history of the church. We see the profoundest Christian doctrines of the New Testament
clearly foreshadowed in these institutions of the Old Testament. The only way in which you can appreciate this is to get
into the Book itself and study all about the sacrifices and feasts, etc., till you see the truths of the New Testament shining
out in the Old. If, in studying some elementary form of life, I find a rudimentary organ, useless now, but by the process of
development to become of use in that animal's descendant, | say, back of this rudimentary organ is God, who, in the earlier
animal, is preparing for the life and necessities of the animal that is to come. So, going back to these preparations in the
Bible for the truth that is to be clearly taught at a later day, there is only one scientific way to account for them, namely, He
who knows and prepares for the end from the beginning is the author of that Book.

THIRD, on the ground of the unity of the book

This is an old argument, but a very satisfactory one. The Bible consists of sixty-six books, written by more than thirty
different men, extending in the period of its composition over more than fifteen hundred years; written in three different
languages, in many different countries, and by men on every plane of social life, from the herdman and fisherman and
cheap politician up to the king upon his throne; written under all sorts of circumstances; yet in all this wonderful
conglomeration we find an absolute unity of thought.

A wonderful thing about it is that this unity does not lie on the surface. On the surface there is oftentimes apparent
contradiction, and the unity only comes out after deep and protracted study.

More wonderful yet is the organic character of this unity, beginning in the first book and growing till you come to its
culmination in the last book of the Bible. We have first the seed, then the plant, then the bud, then the blossom, then the
ripened fruit.

Suppose a vast building were to be erected, the stones for which were brought from the quarries in Rutland, Vermont;
Berea, Ohio; Kasota, Minnesota, and Middletown, Connecticut. Each stone was hewn into final shape in the quarry from
which it was brought. These stones were of all varieties of shape and size, cubical, rectangular, cylindrical, etc., but when
they were brought together every stone fitted into its place, and when put together there rose before you a temple
absolutely perfect in every outline, with its domes, sidewalls, buttresses, arches, transepts--not a gap or a flaw anywhere.
How would you account for it? You would say:



"Back of these individual workers in the quarries was the master-mind of the architect who planned it all, and gave to each
individual worker his specifications for the work."

So in this marvelous temple of God's truth which we call the Bible, whose stones have been quarried at periods of time and
in places so remote from one another, but where every smallest part fits each other part, we are forced to say that back of
the human hands that wrought was the Master-mind that thought.

FOURTH, on the ground of the immeasurable superiority of the Bible’s teachings to those of any/all other books.

It is quite fashionable in some quarters to compare the teachings of the Bible with the teachings of Zoroaster, and Buddha,
and Confucius, and Epictetus, and Socrates, and Marcus Aurelius Antoninus, and a number of other heathen authors. The
difference between the teachings of the Bible and those of these men is found in three points--

First, the Bible has in it nothing but truth, while all the others have truth mixed with error. It is true Socrates taught how a
philosopher ought to die; he also taught how a woman of the town ought to conduct her business. Jewels there are in the
teachings of these men, but (as Joseph Cook once said) they are "jewels picked out of the mud."

Second, the Bible contains all truth. There is not a truth to be found anywhere on moral or spiritual subjects that you
cannot find in substance within the covers of that old Book. I have often, when speaking upon this subject, asked anyone
to bring me a single truth on moral or spiritual subjects, which, upon reflection, I could not find within the covers of this
book, and no one has ever been able to do it. | have taken pains to compare some of the better teachings of infidels with
those of the Bible. They indeed have jewels of thought, but they are, whether they knew it or not, stolen jewels, and stolen
from the very book they ridicule.

The third point of superiority is this: the Bible contains more truth than all other books together. Get together from all
literature of ancient and modern times all the beautiful thoughts you can; put away all the rubbish; put all these truths that
you have culled from the literature of all ages into one book, and as the result, even then you will not have a book that will
take the place of this one book.

This is not a large book. I hold in my hand a copy that | carry in my vest pocket and yet in this one little book there is more
of truth than in all the books which man has produced in all the ages of his history. How will you account for it? There is
only one rational way. This is not man's book, but God's book.

FIFTH, on the ground of the history of the book, its victory over attack.

This book has always been hated. No sooner was it given to the world than it met the hatred of men, and they tried to
stamp it out. Celsus tried it by the brilliancy of his genius, Porphyry by the depth of his philosophy; but they failed, Lucian
directed against it the shafts of his ridicule, Diocletian the power of the Roman empire; but they failed. Edicts backed by
all the power of the empire were issued that every Bible should be burned, and that everyone who had a Bible should be
put to death. For eighteen centuries every engine of destruction that human science, philosophy, wit, reasoning or brutality
could bring to bear against a book has been brought to bear against that book to stamp it out of the world, but it has a
mightier hold on the world to-day than ever before.

If that were man's book it would have been annihilated and forgotten hundreds of years ago, but because there is in it "the
hiding of God's power," though at times all the great men of the world have been against it, and only an obscure remnant
for it, still it has fulfilled wonderfully the words of Christ, though not in the sense of the original prophecy, "Heaven and
earth shall pass away, but my word shall not pass away."

SIXTH, on the ground of the character of those who accept and of those who reject the book.

Two things speak for the divinity of the Bible--the character of those who accept it, and, equally, the character of those
who reject it. I do not mean by this that every man who professes to believe the book is better than every man that does
not, but show me a man living an unselfish, devoted life, one who without reservation has surrendered himself to do the
will of God, and I will show you a man who believes the Bible to be God's Word. On the other hand, show me a man who
rejects the Divine authority of that book, and I will show you a man living a life of greed, or lust, or spiritual pride, or self
will.



Suppose you have a book purporting to be by a certain author, and the people best acquainted with that author say it is his,
and the people least acquainted with him say it is not; which will you believe? Now, the people best acquainted with God
say the Bible is His book; those who are least acquainted with God say it is not. Which will you believe?

Furthermore, as men grow better they are more likely to accept the Bible, and as they grow worse they are more likely to
reject it. We have all known men who were both sinful and unbelieving, who by forsaking their sin lost their unbelief. Did
any of us ever know a man who was sinful and believing, who by forsaking his sin lost his faith? The nearer men live to
God the more confident they are that the Bible is God's Word; the farther they get away from Him the more confident they
are that it is not.

Where is the stronghold of the Bible? In the pure, unselfish, happy home. Where is the stronghold of infidelity? The
gambling hell, the drinking saloon and the brothel. If a man should walk into a saloon and lay a Bible down upon the bar,
and order a drink, we should think there was a strange incongruity in his actions, but if he should lay any infidel writing
upon the bar, and order a drink, we would not feel that there was any incongruity.

SEVENTH, on the ground of the influence of the book.

There is more power in that little book to save men, and purify, gladden and beautify their lives, than in all other literature
put together--more power to lift men up to God. A stream never rises higher than its source, and a book that has a power to
lift men up to God that no other book has, must have come down from God in a way that no other book was.

I have in mind as | write a man who was the most complete victim of strong drink | ever knew; a man of marvelous
intellectual gifts, but who had been stupefied and brutalized and demonized by the power of sin, and he was an infidel. At
last the light of God shone into his darkened heart, and by the power of that book he has been transformed into one of the
humblest, sweetest, noblest men | know to-day.

What other book would have done that? What other book has the power to elevate not only individuals but communities
and nations that this book has?

EIGHTH, on the ground of the inexhaustible depth of the book.

Nothing has been added to it in eighteen hundred years, yet a man like Bunsen, or Neander, cannot exhaust it by the study
of a lifetime. George Miller read it through more than one hundred times, and said it was fresher every time he read it.
Could that be true of any other book?

But more wonderful than this--not only individual men but generations of men for eighteen hundred years have dug into it
and given to the world thousands of volumes devoted to its exposition, and they have not reached the bottom of the quarry
yet. A book that man produces man can exhaust, but all men together have not been able to get to the bottom of this book.
How are you going to account for it? Only in this way--that in this book are hidden the infinite and inexhaustible treasures
of the wisdom and knowledge of God.

A brilliant Unitarian writer, in trying to disprove the inspiration of the Bible, says: "How irreligious to charge an infinite
God with having written His whole Word in so small a book." He does not see how his argument can be turned against
himself. What a testimony it is to the divinity of this book that such infinite wisdom is stored away in so small a compass.

NINTH, on the ground of the fact that as we grow in knowledge and holiness we grow toward the Bible.

Every thoughtful person when he starts out to study the Bible finds many things with which he does not agree, but as he
goes on studying and growing in likeness to God, the nearer he gets to God the nearer he gets to the Bible. The nearer and
nearer we get to God's standpoint the less and less becomes the disagreement between us and the Bible. What is the
inevitable mathematical conclusion? When we get where God is, we and the Bible will meet. In other words, the Bible was
written from God's standpoint.

Suppose you are traveling through a forest under the conduct of an experienced and highly recommended guide. You come
to a place where two roads diverge. The guide says the road to the left is the one to take, but your own judgment passing
upon the facts before it sees clear evidence that the road to the right is the one to take. You turn and say to the guide,

"I know you have had large experience in this forest, and you have come to me highly recommended, but my own



judgment tells me clearly that the road to the right is the one we should take, and | must follow my own judgment. | know
my reason is not infallible, but it is the best guide I have."

But after you have followed that path for some distance you are obliged to stop, turn around and go back and take the path
which the guide said was the right one.

After a while you come to another place where two roads diverge. Now the guide says the road to the right is the one to
take, but your judgment clearly says the one to the left is the one to take, and again you follow your own judgment with
the same result as before.

After you had this experience forty or fifty times, and found yourself wrong every time, | think you would have sense
enough the next time to follow the guide.

That is just my experience with the Bible. | received it at first on the authority of others. Like almost all other young men,
my confidence became shaken, and | came to the fork in the road more than forty times, and | followed, my own reason,
and in the outcome found myself wrong and the Bible right every time, and | trust that from this time on | shall have sense
enough to follow the teachings of the Bible whatever my own judgment may say.

TENTH, on the ground of the direct testimony of the Holy Spirit.

We began with God and shall end with God. We began with the testimony of the second person of the Trinity, and shall
close with that of the third person of the Trinity.

The Holy Spirit sets His seal in the soul of every believer to the Divine authority of the Bible. It is possible to get to a
place where we need no argument to prove that the Bible is God's Word. Christ says, "My sheep know my voice," and
God's children know His voice, and | know that the voice that speaks to me from the pages of that Book is the voice of my
Father. You will sometimes meet a pious old lady, who tells you that she knows that the Bible is God's Word, and when
you ask her for a reason for believing that it is God's Word she can give you none, She simply says:

"I know it is God's Word."
You say: "That is mere superstition.”

Not at all. She is one of Christ's sheep, and recognizes her Shepherd's voice from every other voice. She is one of God's
children, and knows the voice which speaks to her from the Bible is the voice of God. She is above argument.

Everyone can have that testimony. John 7:17 (R. V.,) tells you how to get it. "If any man willeth to do His will, he shall
know of the teaching, whether it be of God." Just surrender your will to the will of God, no matter where it carries you,
and you will put yourself in such an attitude toward God that when you read this book you will recognize that the voice
that speaks to you from it is the voice of the God to whom you have surrendered your will.

Some time ago, when | was speaking to our students upon how to deal with sceptics, there was in the audience a graduate
of a British University who had fallen into utter scepticism. At the close of the lecture he came to me and said:

"I don't wish to be discourteous, sir, but my experience contradicts everything you have said."”
I asked him if he had followed the course of action that | had suggested and not found light. He said that he had. Stepping
into another room | had a pledge written out running somewhat as follows:

"I believe there is an absolute difference between right and wrong, and I hereby take my stand upon the right, to follow it
wherever it carries me. | promise earnestly to endeavor to find out what the truth is, and if I ever find that Jesus Christ is
the Son of God, | promise to accept Him as my Savior and confess Him before the world."”

| handed the paper to the gentleman and asked him if he was willing to sign it. He answered, "Certainly," and did sign it. |
said to him:

"You don't know there is not a God, and you don't know that God doesn't answer prayer. | know He does, but my
knowledge cannot avail for you, but here is a possible clew to knowledge. Now you have promised to search earnestly for
the truth, so you will follow this possible clue. | want you to offer a prayer like this: 'Oh, God, if there be any God, and



thou dost answer prayer, show me whether Jesus Christ is thy Son, and if you show me He is, | will accept Him as my
Savior and confess Him before the world."

This he agreed to do. | further requested that he would take the Gospel of John and read in it every day, reading only a few
verses at a time slowly and thoughtfully, every time before he read asking God to give him light. This he also agreed to do,
but he finished by saying, "There is nothing in it." However, at the end of a short time, | met him again, and he said to me,
"There is something in that." I replied, "I knew that." Then he went on to say it seemed just as if he had been caught up by
the Niagara river and had been carried along, and that before long he would be a shouting Methodist.

A short time ago | met this gentleman again, and he said to me that he could not understand how he had been so blind, how
he had ever listened to the reasoning which he had; that it seemed to him utterly foolish now. I replied that the Bible would
explain this to him, that the "natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of God," but that now he had put himself
into the right attitude towards God and His truth, everything had been made plain. That man, who assured me that he was
"a very peculiar man," and that methods that influenced others would not influence him, by putting himself into the right
attitude towards God, got to a place where he received the direct testimony of the Holy Ghost that this Bible is God's
Word; and, any one else can do the same.

35. BIBLE ......QU’ARAN (Dinosaurs)

The Bible states that a world-wide flood destroyed all flesh at the time of Noah (Genesis 7:18-23). This
would have included most of the dinosaurs and other reptilian creatures. Evidence of this catastrophe is
seen in the way these creatures were buried alive in vast sediments, sometimes many species together in
'fossil graveyards'. The fact that some died giving birth or fighting each other is proof of this sudden
cataclysm - which took place thousands, not millions, of years ago. DNA and protein in the unfossilised
bones of T-Rex with measurable amounts of C14 show the young age of these specimens. (Carbon 14
does not last longer than about 100,000 years - so dinosaur tissue from a 'Cretaceous' Period which
supposedly ended 66 million years before present is an anomaly!) Some dinosaurs would have been in
Noah's Ark, either as juveniles or possibly inside eggs. Their descendants would be the ones experienced
by various people-groups around the world and which have now been hunted to extinction. In the Bible
we read God's description of a land-based and of a marine creature that sounds very much like dinosaurs
- behemoth and leviathan (the word 'dinosaur’, terrible lizard, wasn't invented until about 1841) - Job
40:15- 41:34. The answer above which suggests climate change was the cause of the dinosaurs' demise
suggests a worldview which disagrees with the Biblical worldview. The Bible teaches a young earth with
catastrophic changes during its history. The humanistic worldview (naturalism, materialism) looks at
things very differently. It relies on long ages (billions of years) and gradualism/ uniformitarianism to
explain events. Present observable forces are believed to have acted the same way in the past, without
change. 'The present is the key to the past' is the dogma of secular science. This goes against the
geological evidence of both a young earth and of catastrophism, as well as the testimony of God's
inspired Word, the Bible.

If we read the Bible at face value, without a preconceived bias for finding errors, we will find it to be a
coherent, consistent, and relatively easy-to-understand book. Yes, there are difficult passages. Yes, there
are verses that appear to contradict each other. We must remember that the Bible was written by
approximately 40 different authors over a period of around 1500 years. Each writer wrote with a different
style, from a different perspective, to a different audience, for a different purpose. We should expect some
minor differences. However, a difference is not a contradiction. It is only an error if there is absolutely no
conceivable way the verses or passages can be reconciled. Even if an answer is not available right now,
that does not mean an answer does not exist. Many have found a supposed error in the Bible in relation
to history or geography only to find out that the Bible is correct once further archaeological evidence is
discovered.

We often receive questions along the lines of "Explain how these verses do not contradict!" or "Look, here
is an error in the Bible!" Admittedly, some of the things people bring up are difficult to answer. However, it
is our contention that there are viable and intellectually plausible answers to every supposed Bible
contradiction and error. There are books and websites available that list "all the errors in the Bible." Most
people simply get their ammunition from these places; they do not find supposed errors on their own.
There are also books and websites available that refute every one of these supposed errors. The saddest
thing is that most people who attack the Bible are not truly interested in an answer. Many "Bible attackers"
are even aware of these answers, but they continue to use the same old shallow attacks again and again.

So, what are we to do when someone approaches us with an alleged Bible error? 1) Prayerfully study the
Scriptures and see if there is a simple solution. 2) Do some research using some of the fine Bible
commentaries, "Bible defense" books, and biblical research websites. 3) Ask our pastors/church leaders
to see if they can find a solution. 4) If there is still no clear answer after steps 1), 2), and 3) are followed,
we trust God that His Word is truth and that there is a solution that just simply has not been realized yet
(2 Timothy 2:15; 3:16-17).

Though Muslims often argue for the divine origin of the Qur'an on grounds that "no error, alteration, or
variation" has touched its copies since its inception, such a view does not accurately represent the facts.
While itis indeed correct to say that the Qur'an of today is a nearly perfect copy of its seventh-century
counterpart, the notion that these copies reflect the exact words as handed down by Muhammad is
becoming increasingly problematic.

Historical sources prove that there were several different texts circulating in Syria, Iraq and Armenia prior



to the final revision produced by Uthman. Zaid, Muhammad's long-time secretary, was called in by
Uthman to oversee the final and definitive authorized version of the Qur'an. All other copies of the Qur'an
were then burned so that there could be no challenge to the authorized text. It remains to be answered
why Uthman would have had to produce an authorized version of the Qur'an, if indeed the Qur'an had
been perfectly preserved from the beginning!

To quote Alfred Guillaume, one of the best-known non-Muslim scholars on Islam: "Only the men of Kufa
refused the new edition, and their version was certainly extant as late as A.D. 1000. Uthman's edition to
this day remains the authoritative word of God to Muslims. Nevertheless, even now variant readings,
involving not only different readings of the vowels but also occasionally a different consonantal text, are
recognized as of equal authority one with another!"

When one compares the different transmitted versions of the Qur'an, it becomes evident that there are, in
fact, variants among them. While these variants usually involve differences in individual letters, vowels or
diacritical marks, the Muslim claim of perfect unity in the copies of the Qur'an is incorrect.

Moreover, since part of the Islamic claim is that God has been giving revelations to mankind throughout
history, including the Psalms of David and the four Gospels, one wonders why it is claimed that Allah
miraculously preserved the Qur'an in infallible copies, whereas Allah was apparently singularly incapable
of accomplishing the same feat with the previous revelations.

Let us weigh the validity of the claim at hand. Just how excellent is the literary quality? In his book, Jesus
Among Other Gods, well-known Christian apologist Ravi Zacharias argues:

"Let us consider just one troublesome aspect, the grammatical flaws that have been demonstrated. Ali
Dashti, an Iranian author and a committed Muslim, commented that the errors in the Qur'an were so
many that the grammatical rules had to be altered in order to fit the claim that the Qur'an was flawless. He
gives numerous examples of these in his book, Twenty-three years: The Life of the Prophet Mohammed.
(The only precaution he took before publishing this book was to direct that it be published
posthumously.)"

In the book which Zacharias cites above, Dashti writes: "The Qur'an contains sentences which are
incomplete and not fully intelligible without the aid of commentaries; foreign words, unfamiliar Arabic
words, and words used with other than the normal meaning; adjectives and verbs inflected without
observance of the concord of gender and number; illogical and ungrammatically applied pronouns which
in rhymed passages are often remote from the subjects. These and other such aberrations in the
language have given scope to critics who deny the Qur'an's eloquence...To sum up, more than 100
Qur'anic aberrations from the normal rules and structure of Arabic have been noted."

Are there errors in the Qur'an? - What about fulfilled prophecy?

Islamic apologists make the claim that the Qur'an predicts Muslims would be victorious at home and
abroad (Surah 30:1-5). But this can hardly be utilized as an argument for a divine origin. The prediction
that Muslims would be militarily victorious (especially when one considers Muhammad's overwhelming
military force) is not very impressive.

Not only is the time between these predictions and their subsequent fulfillment almost nil, but some argue
the prediction of Islamic victory is better understood as a pre-battle victory speech from Muhammad to
boost the morale of his troops.

Islamic prophecy does not even come close to the level of the prophecies in the Bible, many of which
were written hundreds of years in advance, such as the prediction that Jesus would be born in Bethlehem
(Micah 5:2).

Are there errors in the Qur'an? - What about scientific insights?
In A Brief lllustrated Guide to Understanding Islam, Islamic apologist I. A. Ibrahim argues:



"The Qur'an, which was revealed fourteen centuries ago, mentioned facts only recently discovered or
proven by scientists. This proves without doubt that the Qur'an must be the literal word of God, revealed
by him to the Prophet Muhammad, and that the Qur'an was not authored by Muhammad or by any other
human being."

How valid is this claim? First, conformity to science is not proof of divine inspiration. As modern scientists
will admit, scientific models are constantly changing, so they are not an absolute gauge for what is true or
false. Second, there are some highly suspect scientific statements in the Qur'an which are ignored by
modern Islamic apologists. For example, Surah 23:14 makes the claim that human beings are formed
from a clot of blood. Surah 18:86 claims that the sun sets in a spring of murky water. Clearly, even if the
claims with respect to scientific insights were valid, the above statements would immediately falsify any
such notion of divine inspiration.

Are there errors in the Qur'an? - Are there historical inaccuracies?

While the list of historical inaccuracies and anachronisms is vast, one has been selected for discussion
here. Surah 20 relays the incident of the golden calf. In Surah 20:85-88, 95 we read: "He [Allah] said, 'We
have tempted thy people since thou didist leave them. The Samaratin has led them into error.' Then
Moses returned...and we cast them [(gold) ornaments], as the Samaritan also threw them, into the fire.'
(Then he brought out for them a Calf, a mere body that lowed; and they said, 'This is your god, and the
god of Moses, whom he has forgotten.')...Moses said, 'And thou, Samaritan, what was thy business?"

Now, let us consider this for just a moment. How can a Samaritan have led the Israelites astray at the
time of Moses (approx 1400 B.C.) when the city of Samaria was founded by King Omri about 870 B.C.?
The Samaritans did not exist until after the exile of the Northern Kingdom of Israel and the resettlement of
the area under King Sargon Il in 722 B.C. with non-Israelites who then adopted a syncretism (mixture)
between the religion of the Jews and their own polytheistic background. The Samaritans did not exist until
530 years after Moses. By this mistake alone, the Qur'an can be rendered unreliable and certainly not an
inerrant work of God.

Are there errors in the Qur'an? - Conclusion

Having outlined just a handful of many problems and difficulties pertaining to the Qur'an as a divinely
inspired work, we are all but forced to reject the Islamic claim that the Qur'an represents an error-free
word of God to humanity. When a similar standard is applied to the Bible, the result is self-vindicating, for
the Bible emerges flawless.

37. “BLOOD IN MARY”

In our "What is the sin nature?" article, we say, "Each and every person born from the beginning
has inherited the sin nature of his parents." While this statement does mention "parents"” (plural), we do
not comment on how exactly the sin nature is inherited. In the other article, "Why is the virgin birth so
important?" we are more specific: "It would seem that the sin nature is passed down from generation to
generation through the father (Romans 5:12, 17, 19)."

The term the Seed is used of Christ in Galatians 3: 16. In that passage, the reference is to the
whole person of Christ, not just a "divine gamete," so to speak.

Hebrews 10:5 speaks of a body "prepared" for Christ. That body was "prepared" through the
process of gestation in Mary's womb, but how the process began is not expressly stated.

Mary's blood would not have been mixed with Jesus' blood. The fetus does not share his
mother's blood. Of course, it is not physical blood that transmits the spiritual sin nature. Again, it seems
that God has decreed the sin nature to come through the man.

We believe that God used Mary's egg in some way. Thus, Jesus had a true human body and not
just a divinely fashioned look-alike implanted in her womb. In some mysterious way, God changed the
gamete in Mary's womb to a zygote, and the process of pregnancy began.

Fetal Blood Flow

A fetus (baby) is fed, or nourished, by the mother through the placenta, which is attached to the
umbilical cord. In the placenta, the mother's blood and the fetal blood both flow through vessels that are
very close together. But the mother's blood does not mix with the fetal blood. When the mother's blood is
close to the fetal blood, oxygen and nutrients move from the mother's blood into the fetal blood.

As the blood flows through the fetus, it picks up waste products and returns to the mother through
the umbilical cord. The blood (with waste products from the fetus) goes through the mother's lungs and
liver, where waste products are removed.

Since oxygen is supplied by the mother, the fetus does not use lungs to breathe. Only a small
amount of blood flows to the fetus's lungs. After birth, blood must flow to the baby's lungs. Before birth,
the mother's liver removes waste products for the fetus, so less blood flows through the fetus's liver.

Blood flows around the fetus's lungs and liver by going through an opening in the heart and
through two extra blood vessels. This opening (called the foramen ovale) and the extra blood vessels
(called the ductus arteriosus and the ductus venosus) normally close after birth.

Foramen ovale. The foramen ovale is an opening in the wall that separates the upper right and left heart
chambers (atria). This opening allows blood to flow to the left side of the heart without going to the lungs.
Before birth, the foramen ovale is kept open by the pressure of blood that passes through it. When the
baby takes the first breath, blood begins to flow through the lungs, and the foramen ovale closes.
Ductus arteriosus. The ductus arteriosus is a blood vessel that allows fetal blood to bypass the lungs.
This vessel usually partially closes 10 to 15 hours after birth and completely seals closed by 10 to 21
days after birth. The closure of the ductus arteriosus after birth allows blood flow to reach the lungs only
through the pulmonary artery.

Ductus venosus. The ductus venosus is a vessel that allows blood to bypass the fetus's liver. It carries
blood with oxygen and nutrients from the umbilical cord straight to the right side of the fetus's heart. The
ductus venosus closes shortly after birth, when the umbilical cord is cut and blood flowing between the
mother and fetus stops.

INTRODUCTION

In my debates with anti-supernaturalists, when challenged to produce evidence for the
supernatural, I have responded with Daniel's prophecy of the 70 “weeks' (Dn 9:24-27) [1]
as proof [2] that Naturalism [3] is false and Christianity [4] is true!

In 605 BC Daniel was carried off to Babylon as a youth with members of the Jewish
royalty and nobility (2Ki 24:1; Dn 1:1-6)[5]. Then in 586 BC the Babylonians destroyed
Jerusalem and its temple (2Ki 24:17-25:21)[6]. The prophet Jeremiah had predicted that
Jerusalem would become desolate and its people taken captive to Babylon for seventy
years, after which Babylon would itself be made desolate and after the seventy years,

and those carried off into exile from Jerusalem to Babylon would be brought back (Jer

25:11-12; 27:22; 29:10)[7].

After Babylon itself fell to the Medo-Persians under Cyrus (Dn 5:1-31; 6:28)[8] in 538
BC[9], it being nearly 70 years since the beginning of Jerusalem's destruction by the
Babylonians in 605 BC[10], the aged Daniel prayed to God that His promise through
Jeremiah "that the desolation of Jerusalem would last seventy years," would be fulfilled
(Dn 9:1-2), and in response God sent the angel Gabriel to Daniel to reveal to him the

prophecy of the 70 “weeks' (Dn 9:20-23).

Liberal and other naturalistic (i.e. anti-supernaturalistic) scholars, realising that

Daniel's prophecies, especially of events that transpired in the Maccabean period (167-
164 BC)[11], are so accurate, and since genuine predictive prophecy is impossible (on
their naturalistic premises) they must be vaticinia ex eventu (prophecies after the
event)[12]. However, the linguistic[13] and archaeological[14] evidence is decisively
against this. Also, the historians Josephus (c. 37-100 AD)[15], Tacitus (c. 55-120 AD)[16]
and Suetonius (c. 69-130 AD) [17], recorded that the Jews were expecting the fulfillment
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of a prophecy of a ruler to arise in the first century AD, and Daniel's 70 “weeks' seems to
be what they had in mind.[18]

The prophecy of the 70 “weeks'[19] has three main components: 1) a starting point
(terminus a quo) "From the issuing of the decree to restore and rebuild Jerusalem" (Dn
9:25); 2) a period of 70 “weeks' comprised of 7 + 62 + 1 “weeks' that would elapse from
the starting point; and 3) an ending point (terminus ad quem) after the 69th “week'
when "the Anointed One [Heb. Messiah], the ruler, comes", and is then "cut off" with
the subsequent destruction of Jerusalem and the temple (Dn 9:26). Since the ending
point 3) is a product of the starting point 1) and the time unit 2), all three components
are here analysed under the three main claimed starting points.

STARTING POINT: "the decree to restore and rebuild Jerusalem" (Dn 9:25)

There are three main candidate decrees (Heb. dabar,"word")[20] which have been

claimed as starting points:

1. The decree of the first year of Cyrus I in 538/537 BC (2 Chr 36:23; Ezr 1:1-4. cf.
Isa 44:28; 45:13). However, that decree refers only to the rebuilding of the temple, not
of the city of Jerusalem.[21] Also, if each “week' is seven years (see below), then 7 + 62 =
69 “weeks' to the coming of the Messiah is 483 years from 538/537 BC, i.e. 55/54
BC.[22] But no Messiah came then, nor was Jerusalem or the temple destroyed soon
after.[23] Daniel would then have been a false prophet (Dt 18:21-22) and his book would
not have been included in the Jewish Scriptures and we probably would never have
heard of him. So that decree does not fit the Biblical or historical facts and therefore
should be rejected. There is also the decree of the second year of Darius I Hystaspes in
520/519 BC[24] (Ezr 4:24-6:15), but this was merely a confirming of Cyrus' decree that
the temple be rebuilt.[25]

2. The decree of the seventh year of Artaxerxes I Longimanus in 458/457 BC
[26](Ezr 7:7-26). This decree included permission for "any of the Israelites ... including
priests and Levites, who wish to go to Jerusalem with" Ezra, to go (v.14); Ezra to take
with him "silver and gold" (vv.15-16) "to buy ... offerings ... and sacrifice them on the
altar of the temple ... in Jerusalem" (vv.17, 21); Ezra "may then do whatever seems best

with the rest of the silver and gold, in accordance with the will of ... God" (v.18. My
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emphasis); "articles ... for worship in the temple" (v.19); "anything else needed for the
temple of ... God ... from the royal treasury" (v.20); "the treasurers of Trans-Euphrates ...
have no authority to impose taxes ... on any of the priests ... or other workers at this
house of God" (vv.21, 24); "Ezra ... [to] appoint magistrates and judges to administer
justice ..." (v.25); with penalties up and including "death, banishment, confiscation of
property, or imprisonment." (v.26). This all-embracing decree to "restore" (socially and
religiously) and "rebuild" (physically) Jerusalem, included rebuilding the walls of
Jerusalem: "The king had granted him [Ezra] everything he asked" (Ezr 7:6-7. My
emphasis) and Nehemiah 13 years later in 445/444 BC was surprised and disappointed
to hear that Jerusalem's wall and gates were still in their broken down and burned state
(Neh 1:1-3).[27] So while Ezra had authority to rebuild the city, it seems he was too busy

with social and religious restoration to arrange for it to be done.[28]

Also, if each “week' is seven years, then 69 “weeks' to the coming of the Messiah is 483
years from 458/457 BC, i.e. 26/27 AD.[29] This is precisely the years of Jesus' baptism
in 26 AD and the commencement of His public ministry in 27 AD (Mt 3:13-4:17; Mk
1:14-15)[30]! A starting point of 457/458 BC would also fit the first seven “weeks' or 49
years to 408 BC, being the period of the rebuilding and restoring of Jerusalem covered
in the books of Ezra-Nehemiah [31].

3. The decree of the twentieth year of Artaxerxes I Longimanus in 445/444
BC (Neh 2:1-4:23; 6:1-16) This decree was for permission for Nehemiah to take leave of
absence and purchase a supply of timber to rebuild Jerusalem's wall and gates, not to
restore and rebuild the city of Jerusalem itself[ 32]. It really is just an enlargement and
renewal of Artaxerxes' original decree to Ezra[33]. The KJV's "the street shall be built
again, and the wall, even in troublous times" (v.25) is a mistranslation, the Heb. harus
rendered "wall" by the KJV was later found to mean "trench" or "moat"[34]. So there
seems to be no good reason to focus exclusively on rebuilding Jerusalem's wall as

though that is the same as "to restore and rebuild Jerusalem" (my emphasis).

Moreover, if each “week' is seven years, then 69 “weeks' to the coming of the Messiah is
483 years from 445/444 BC, i.e. 39/40 AD[35] which is far too late for the coming of
Jesus and indeed well after Jesus' crucifixion in 30 AD.[36]. There have been two main

attempts which each "involve an unusual chronological artifice"[37] to try to shorten the
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time units to make this later starting point fit the historical facts of Jesus' life. The first
uses 360-day "prophetic years"[38], to arrive at "the triumphal entry of Jesus into
Jerusalem" in 33 AD.[39] But apart from the fact that there is no evidence of the Jews
ever using anything other than ordinary 365-day solar years in their calendar[40], this is
three years after the most likely year of Jesus' crucifixion in 30 AD,[41] let alone His
coming in 26/27 AD. Also, the first seven “weeks' following a 445/444 BC starting point
does not correspond to the 49-year period of Ezra-Nehemiah 457/458 to 408 BC[42],
since it starts well into that period. The second main attempt to reconcile a 445/444 BC
starting point with significant events in the life of Jesus, is Robert C. Newman's
Sabbath-year cycles[43]. This suffers from the same problems of the 360-day year, with
an additional problem that, as Newman acknowledges, "Daniel says " after the sixty-two
weeks Messiah will be cut off,’ whereas by our calculation the crucifixion occurs on the
62nd week (the 69th, adding the first seven)", that is "28-35 AD"[44].

CONCLUSION

The second starting point, that of the decree of the seventh year of the Medo-Persian
king Artaxerxes I Longimanus in 457/458 BC to Ezra, fits all the facts, both Biblical and
historical. It was an all-embracing general decree to "restore and rebuild Jerusalem"
itself, socially, spiritually and physically. It does not resort to "an unusual chronological
artifice" but uses ordinary solar years. Also, only that decree as the starting point, makes
sense of the first seven “weeks', being the period of the restoring and rebuilding

Jerusalem under Ezra-Nehemiah.

Moreover, only that decree of 457/458 BC matches the historical facts of: 1) Jesus'

public coming in His baptism and commencement of His public ministry at the end of
the 69th “week', which was 26/27 AD; 2) then His being "cut off" at His crucifixion in 30
AD; 3) His confirming a new "covenant with many" by His death (Jer 31:31; Lk 22:20; 1
Cor. 11:25; Heb. 8:8; 9:15; 12:24) which also 4) "put an end to [Old Testament] sacrifice
and offering"; and finally 5) the consequent destruction of "the city and the sanctuary"

by the Roman army led by Titus Vespasian in 70 AD.[45] The Jewish historian Josephus,
who survived that destruction of Jerusalem, realised that it was a fulfillment of Daniel's
prophecy (evidently of the 70 “weeks') and therefore Epicureanism (Materialism-

Naturalism) was false[46]:
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"And indeed it so came to pass, that our nation suffered these things under Antiochus Epiphanes,
according to Daniel's vision, and what he wrote many years before they came to pass. In the very same
manner Daniel also wrote concerning the Roman government, and that our country should be made
desolate by them. All these things did this man leave in writing, as God had showed them to him,
insomuch that such as read his prophecies, and see how they have been fulfilled, would wonder at the
honor wherewith God honored Daniel; and may thence discover how the Epicureans are in an error, who
cast Providence out of human life, and do not believe that God takes care of the affairs of the world, nor
that the universe is governed and continued in being by that blessed and immortal nature, but say that the
world is carried along of its own accord, without a ruler and a curator; which, were it destitute of a guide
to conduct it, as they imagine, it would be like ships without pilots, which we see drowned by the winds, or
like chariots without drivers, which are overturned; so would the world be dashed to pieces by its being
carried without a Providence, and so perish, and come to nought. So that, by the aforementioned
predictions of Daniel, those men seem to me very much to err from the truth, who determine that God
exercises no providence over human affairs; for if that were the case, that the world went on by

mechanical necessity, we should not see that all things would come to pass according to his prophecy."

Jesus is the only claimed Jewish Messiah who went on to found a world religion[47], yet
it just so "happened' that Daniel six centuries before in 538 BC accurately predicted
(using the most reasonable starting point and time unit): 1) the very year of the
commencement Jesus' public ministry (26/27 AD); 2) His death in the middle of the
70th week (30 AD); 3) the establishment of a new covenant (the New Testament) by it;
and 4) the consequent destruction of Jerusalem and the temple soon afterwards (70 AD).
This is proof, beyond any reasonable doubt, that Naturalism is false and Christianity is

true!
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39. Evidence For A Pre-Trib Rapture

by Kent Crockett

Let me first say that our fellowship as Christians is not based upon the timing of the
rapture, but upon the finished work of Jesus on the cross. Some have accused those who
believe in a pre-tribulation rapture as "escapists," trying to avoid all trouble or
persecution. On the contrary, the Church always has been and always will be persecuted
as long as we are in the world, but this is not the same as the wrath of God poured out
during the Tribulation. We believe the rapture occurs before the Tribulation because
scriptures overwhelmingly support a pre-tribulation rapture, as opposed to the a-
millennial, post-millennial, and post-tribulation theories.

The following is a look at 16 scriptural evidence that indicate the rapture will be Pre-
Tribulation. ("Pre-tribulation" rapture means Jesus will gather those who believe in Him
together in heaven before the Seven Year Tribulation starts.)

Evidence #1: Revelation 19:11-21 doesn't mention a resurrection

The rapture is a resurrection of those "in Christ" (1 Thess. 4:13-18). Isn't it a little bit odd
that in Rev. 19:11-21, which is the clearest picture of the second coming of Christ, there
is no mention of a resurrection? The rapture will be the biggest event since the
resurrection of Jesus where hundreds of millions of Christians will be resurrected and
translated, yet there isn't any mention here. Don't you think it deserves at least one
verse? The rapture isn't mentioned because it doesn't happen at the second coming.

Evidence #2: Zechariah 14:1-15 doesn't mention a resurrection

This is an Old Testament picture of Jesus returning to earth at the second coming. Again,
no mention of a resurrection.

Evidence #3: Two different pictures are painted

In the Old Testament, there were two different pictures painted of the Messiah—one
suffering (Isa. 53:2-10, Ps. 22:6-8, 11-18) and one reigning as King (Ps. 2:6-12, Zech.
14:9,16). As we look back on these scriptures, we see they predicted two separate
comings of the Messiah—the 1st coming as a suffering Messiah and the 2nd coming (still
future) as a reigning King.

In the New Testament, we have another picture added. Again, we have two pictures
painted which don't look the same. These two different descriptions of Jesus’ coming point
to two separate events we call "the rapture" and "the second coming."

Evidence #4: The Known Day and the Unknown Day

Concerning the return of Jesus, the Bible presents a day we can't know and a day we can
know. Matthew 25:13 says Jesus will return at an unknown time, while Revelation 12:6
says the Jews will have to wait 1,260 days for the Lord to return. The 1,260 days begins
when the Antichrist stands in the Temple and declares himself to be God (Matt. 24:15-21,
2 Thess. 2:4) This event will take place at the mid-point of the seven year Tribulation
(Dan 9:27). The Antichrist has authority to rule for 42 months, which is 1,260 days (Rev.
13:4) and will be destroyed by Jesus at His second coming (Rev. 19:20, 2 Thess. 2:8).
The known and unknown days must happen at different times, meaning they are two
separate events.

Evidence #5: A door open in heaven (Revelation 4:1)

The door in heaven is opened to let John into heaven. We believe John's call into heaven is
prophetic of the church being caught up at the rapture (see proof #6). In Revelation
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19:11, heaven is opened again, this time to let the armies which are already in heaven
out. This is the Church, which has been raptured at a previous time, following Jesus out of
heaven at the second coming.

Evidence #6: "Come up here." (Revelation 4:1)

A voice called for the apostle John to "Come up here," and immediately he was in heaven.
This could be a prophetic reference to the rapture of the Church. The words "Come up
here" are spoken to the two withesses who are killed in the middle of the Tribulation, who
are resurrected and ascend into heaven (Rev. 11:12). Therefore, the phrase "Come up
here" could mean the church is raptured in Rev. 4:1. The word "church" is mentioned 22
times in Rev. 1-3, but is not mentioned again until Rev. 22:17.

Evidence #7: The 24 elders have their crowns

After John is called up into heaven, he sees the 24 elders with their crowns (Rev. 4:4-10).
We know that Christians will receive their rewards (crowns) at the rapture (2 Tim. 4:8, 1
Pet. 5:4). We will be repaid at the resurrection of the righteous (Luke 14:14). The elders
couldn't receive their crowns unless the resurrection (rapture) has taken place.

Evidence #8 Holy ones are already with Jesus in heaven (Zech. 14:5, Rev. 19:14)

The armies in heaven, clothed in fine linen, follow Jesus out of heaven at His second
coming (Rev. 19:14, Zech. 14:5, Col. 3:4). These are not angels because Rev. 19:8 tells
us the fine linen is the righteousness of the saints. In order to come out of heaven we first
have to go in, indicating a previous rapture.

Evidence #9: Kept from the hour of testing (Rev. 3:10)

Revelation 3:10 says we will be kept out of the hour of testing which will come upon the
whole earth (the Tribulation). Some have wrongly believed "keep" means to keep through,
or protect through the Tribulation. Suppose you approach a high voltage area with a sign
that says, "Keep Out." Does that mean you can enter and be protected? No, it means you
are forbidden from entering the area. But this verse also says He will keep us from the
hour of testing. It is not just the testing, but the time period. If a student is excused from
a test, he still may have to sit in the class while others take the test. But if he is excused
from the hour of testing, he can go home. The Church will be called home before the hour
of testing.

Evidence #10: Angels don't resurrect people when they gather them for
judgment

When the angels are sent forth to gather the elect at the second coming (Matt. 24:29-31),
some have wrongly interpreted this as the rapture. There is one huge problem with this
interpretation. If we are resurrected at this time, why would we need angels to gather us?
In the resurrection, we will be like the angels (Matt. 22:30), able to travel in the air at will.
Obviously, these people who are gathered are not resurrected, therefore it can't be the
rapture. No one would claim the wicked are raptured at this time, yet Matthew 13:39-41)
says the angels will not only gather the elect, but also the wicked. This gathering is not a
resurrection.

Evidence #11: Both wicked and righteous both can't be taken first

First Thessalonians 4:13-17 says the righteous are taken and the wicked are left behind.
Matthew 13:30, 49 says the wicked are taken first and righteous are left behind. This
points to two separate events, the rapture and the second coming.

Evidence #12: Jesus returns from the wedding

When Jesus returns to earth at the second coming, He will return from a wedding (Luke
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12:36). At the rapture, Jesus is married to His bride, the Church. After the wedding, He
will return to earth.

Evidence #13: Jesus will receive us to Himself, not us to receive Him (John 14:2-
3)

Jesus said He would prepare a place for the Church in heaven, then He would come again
to receive us to Himself. Why would Jesus prepare a place for us in heaven and then not
take us there? At the rapture, He will come to receive us to Himself, "that where I am
(heaven), there you may be also." If the rapture occurred at the same time as the second
coming, we would go up to the clouds and then immediately come back to earth. That
would contradict John 14:2-3.

Evidence #14: The one who restrains is taken out of the way

In 2 Thess. 2:6-7, Paul says "the one who restrains will be taken out of the way" before
the Antichrist can be revealed. We believe this refers to the rapture because the Holy
Spirit who lives within the Church is clearly the biggest obstacle to the Antichrist becoming
a world ruler.

Evidence #15: The separation of the sheep and goats (Matt. 25:31-46)

If the rapture occurred at the second coming, why would the sheep and the goats need to
be separated immediately after the second coming? With a Pre-Tribulation rapture, the
people saved after the rapture will need to be separated after the second coming.

Evidence #16: Who will populate the Millennium?

If the rapture occurs at the second coming and the wicked are cast into hell at that time,
who will be left to populate the millennium? Only people in their natural (non-resurrected)
bodies will be able to have children (Matt. 22:30). With a Pre-Tribulation rapture, the
people saved after the rapture who are alive at the second coming will populate the earth
during the Millennium.

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40. Salvation & Assurance of Salvation
A.SALVATION THRU CHRIST(becoming God’s child)

What do you think it takes for someone to get to heaven and be with Jesus forever? Is it luck? Good deeds? Nothing
at all? Or is there something more? The Bible has the answer to this question. It's a matter of F-A-1-T-H

"F" stands for FORGIVENESS: We cannot have eternal life without God's forgiveness. Ephesians 1:7a in the
Bible says, "In Him (Jesus Christ) we have redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of sins."

"A'" is for AVAILABLE: Forgiveness is available for all. John 3:16 says, "For God so loved the world that He
gave His one and only Son, that whoever believes in Him shall not perish but have eternal life." But forgiveness is
not automatic. "Not everyone who says to me, 'Lord, Lord," will enter the kingdom of heaven,"” says Matthew 7:21a.

"I" is for IMPOSSIBLE: It is impossible for God to allow sin into heaven because of who He is and because of
who we are. God is loving and just, but His judgment is against sin. James 2:13a says, "Because judgment without
mercy will be shown to anyone who has not been merciful.” We are sinful people. Romans 3:23 tells us, "For all
have sinned and fall short of the glory of God."

"T" is for TURN: To turn means to repent. We can repent -- or turn -- from our sin and from ourselves. "But unless
you repent, you too will all perish," Luke 13:3b says. We can also turn to Someone. Trust Christ alone. Romans10:9
tells us how: "That if you confess with your mouth, 'Jesus is Lord," and believe in your heart that God raised Him
from the dead, you will be saved."

"H" is for HEAVEN: Heaven is eternal life. Here, that means life "to the full:" "I have come that they may have
life, and have it to the full (John 10:10b)." In the hereafter, it means the promise of heaven: "And if | go and prepare
a place for you, | will come back and take you to be with me that you also may be where | am (John 14:3)." Take the
step of faith described by another meaning of FAITH:

EORSAKING ALL I TRUSTHIM: F-A-1-T-H

To Receive Christ as your Personal Savior, you can pray:

"Lord Jesus, thank You that You love me and showed Your love by dying on the cross. | know lam a
sinner and have displeased You in many ways. | believe You died for my sin, and only through faith in
Your shed blood of the cross can | be forgiven of my sins. | believe You rose from the dead, and only
through faith in your resurrection can | have eternal life in You. | want to turn from my sin and ask You
to come into my heart and life as my Savior and Lord. From this day on, | will follow You by living a life
that pleases You through the Power of Your Holy Spirit. Now, fill me with Your Holy Spirit. Thank you,
Lord Jesus, for saving me. In Jesus' Name | pray. Amen."

NOW GET DISCIPLED: People who grow in Christ, mature, and serve Jesus fully do 4 things:

1) PERSONAL BIBLE STUDY/PRAYER: Begin daily worship where you study the Bible and Pray.
2) “ONE ON ONE” MENTOR: Have a pastor find you a godly Christian mentor to disciple you

3) BIBLE STUDY OR HEALING GROUP: have your pastor find you one or both.

4) CHURCH: find a church where you worship God, grow in your faith, & have fellowship.

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B. ASSURANCE OF SALVATION (Knowing You're Saved)

God repeatedly gives us the assurance of our salvation in His word the Bible: In 2 Corinthians 5:8 God says
to the believer, ""We are confident, | say, and willing rather to be absent from the body, and to be present with
the Lord."” (2 Corinthians 5:8)

On the other hand Jesus told of the rich man who died unsaved ""And in hell he lift up his eyes, being in
torments™ (Luke 16:23). The Bible is perfectly clear that the true believer has eternity security, and just as clear as
to the condemnation of those who reject God. It is misled men and churches who have falsely confused the matter.

God wants you to know the truth. He wants those who are unsaved to know they are lost that they will
believe and receive forgiveness of sins and eternal life. He also wants those who are saved to know they are and
have complete assurance of their salvation. How do | know that I am saved?

Answer: Note that in each of these passages the person who believes in Christ is said to receive "everlasting" or
"eternal life." Note what God tells us through the following passage:

1 John 5:13, ""These things have | written unto you that believe on the name of the Son of God; that ye may
know that ye have eternal life, and that ye may believe on the name of the Son of God.

"For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God: Not of works, lest
any man should boast. For we are his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus unto good works, which God
hath before ordained that we should walk in them."" (Ephesians 2:8-10)

"Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, which according to his abundant mercy hath
begotten us again unto a lively hope by the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, To an inheritance
incorruptible, and undefiled, and that fadeth not away, reserved in heaven for you, Who are kept by the
power of God through faith unto salvation ready to be revealed in the last time."

"Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are
become new." (2 Corinthians 5:17)

A. In the Old Testament there are many examples of those who professed they knew they were saved.

1. Job 19:25-27 Job said "'l know..."

2. Psalm 23:4-6 David said, “Even though | walk through the darkest valley,| will fear no evil,for you are with me;
your rod and your staff, they comfort me. You prepare a table before me in the presence of my enemies. You
anoint my head with oil; my cup overflows. Surely your goodness and love will follow me all the days of my life,
and | will dwell in the house of the LORD forever.”

B. Let's look at what Christ Himself said on the matter.

Christ in John 17:3, described eternal life, “Now this is eternal life: that they know you, the only true God,

and Jesus Christ, whom you have sent.”

John 10:27-29. Jesus said, believers are given eternal life and no one can pluck them out of My hand. It is God
Himself that keeps the believers saved! (see also Romans. 8:31-39).

Romans 5:1-2, ""Therefore being justified by faith, we have peace..rejoice in hope of glory of God." Thisisa
key verse in the matter! There can only be peace for the believer who knows he has eternal life and is forgiven.
There is no peace apart from one's assurance of his salvation. Greek word "peace" ei pece means "to anticipate with
pleasure, or confidence".

1 Peter 1:5 tells us it is God who keeps us saved, ""Who are kept by the power of God, by faith unto salvation
ready to be revealed in the last time." One is not said to be kept by his works in which we all fail, but by the
power of God.

1 John 5:13 state the fact that believers have eternal life, *"These things have | written unto you that believe on
the name of the Son of God; that you may know that ye have eternal life, and that ye may believe on the name
of the Son of God"'.

"But God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us." Roman 5:8.

You see while | was a sinner God loved me and Christ died for my sin. That is so very clear. Further, after |
believed and received Jesus Christ as my Savior, | still am not worthy of His Grace and Love! | never will be. Yet,
He still loves me and still forgives the same way He did when | was first saved (1 John 1:9). | can no more win
God's favor by my good works now as | could before | was saved! It is His love and grace that keeps me saved. |
will fail Him, yet He will never every fail me. Finally, if you really love Jesus, continue to walk with Him. He will
never leave you, nor forsake you. He is faithful to hold you, keep you, and forgive you. Nothing is better than Jesus!!

41. SALVATION

Introduction: Itis amazing and sad that so many churches deny the statement that "Once saved,
always saved." The phrase is often called "Baptist heresy" by those false churches that teach that a
person cannot know for sure if they are saved and if they are saved they may lose their salvation. The
phrase states the biblical principle and truth that once a person, by faith believes and receives Jesus
Christ as their Savior, they are eternally God's children and their salvation is assured. However, the
fact that so many oppose this biblical truth, it shows that many do not really understand what the Bible
says about salvation.

ILLUS: Have you ever been in an airport and noticed the difference between passengers who hold
confirmed tickets and those who are on standby. The ones with confirmed tickets read newspapers,
chat with their friends or sleep. The ones on standby hang around the ticket counter, pace back and
forth and are clearly uneasy. The difference is a matter of confidence. The standby people have no
assurance they will make the plane and reach their destination. It similar to those who know what the
Bible teaches about this wonderful salvation that God provides to those who will by faith accept it.
They have God's very word and are fully confident knowing that God has saved them forgiven all their
sins and given them eternal life. Others live in a state of anxiety, never being sure they have been truly
saved.

If you knew that in fifteen minutes you would die, would you not want to make sure that you would
wake up in heaven with the Lord? What if you were to die about a week, or a month, or a year from
now? We know that we all are going to die. Would you say to yourself, "I don't know what God's going
to say — Will it be 'Welcome home, child," or will it be 'Depart from me; | never knew you'? By the way,
that conversation will never happen. The Bible teaches that when a person dies they either wake up in
heaven or Hades (hell). Hebrews 9:27 says "And as it is appointed unto men once to die, but after this
the judgment" (Hebrews 9:27)

God repeatedly gives us the assurance of our salvation in His word the Bible: In 2 Corinthians 5:8 God
says to the believer, "We are confident, | say, and willing rather to be absent from the body, and to be
present with the Lord." (2 Corinthians 5:8)

On the other hand Jesus told of the rich man who died unsaved "And in hell he lift up his eyes, being in
torments" Luke 16:23.

At the moment of a person's death it is determined where they will spend eternity. Judgment for the
lost is for the degree of punishment, but for the believers judgment is only for reward or the lack of it.

The Bible is perfectly clear that the true believer has eternity security, and just as clear as to the
condemnation of those who reject God. It is misled men and churches who have falsely confused the
matter.

God wants you to know the truth. He wants those who are unsaved to know they are lost that they will
believe and receive forgiveness of sins and eternal life. He also wants those who are saved to know
they are and have complete assurance of their salvation. Two important questions a person must ask:

First: How can | be saved, have my sins forgiven, and go to heaven when | die?

The answer is to believe on the Lord Jesus Christ and God will save us and give us eternal life. Note
these verses:

Romans 10:9-10, "That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine
heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved."



John 3:15-16, "That whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have eternal life. For God so
loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish,
but have everlasting life."

Romans 4:5, "But to him that worketh not, but believeth on him that justifieth the ungodly, his faith is
counted for righteousness."

1 John 5:20, "And we know that the Son of God is come, and hath given us an understanding, that we
may know him that is true, and we are in him that is true, even in his Son Jesus Christ. This is the true
God, and eternal life."

Romans 5:21, "That as sin hath reigned unto death, even so might grace reign through righteousness
unto eternal life by Jesus Christ our Lord."

John 10:28, "And | give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck
them out of my hand."

Ephesians 2:8-10, "For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of
God: Not of works, lest any man should boast. For we are his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus
unto good works, which God hath before ordained that we should walk in them."

Second: How do | know that | am saved?

Answer: Note that in each of these passages the person who believes in Christ is said to receive
"everlasting" or "eternal life." Note what God tells us through the following passage:

1 John 5:13, "These things have | written unto you that believe on the name of the Son of God; that ye
may know that ye have eternal life, and that ye may believe on the name of the Son of God. "

The First Question deals with "Justification" and the Second Question deals with "Assurance."

Itis not a light question! There is much confusion. Some teach you cannot know you have eternal life
and others teach that you can lose it. Sources of confusion come from the pulpits and doctrines of
some established, prestigious denominational churches.

Some denominations conclude that the doctrine of "Eternal Security of the Believer" is a license to sin.
Nothing could be further from the truth. | know of no preacher or church that teaches and believes in
Eternal Security that teaches that it gives license to sin. The truth is that the opposite is true! They all
conclude with the Word of God, "What shall we say then? Shall we continue in sin that grace may
abound? God forbid. How shall we that are dead to sin, live any longer there in?" (Rom. 6:1-2). Ask
any preacher or church that teaches Eternal Security what they believe regarding sin and they will
strongly condemn sin in a believer's life. It may make a good argument for those who deny that God
gives the believer absolute assurance of salvation, but it has no merit in truth!

Those who deny Eternal Security should be warned. This question deals with men's souls, and one's
eternal fate. The heart of the matter is this: Is salvation by grace, the free gift of God through faith, or is
it a matter of earning or working for salvation? It is a matter of one or the other and there is no middle
ground. One is either by faith accepting God's free offer of salvation by grace and pleading the shed
blood of Jesus Chirist for his salvation, or he is offering God his filthy rags of his works to atone for sin.
It is either one or the other, it is not both, or part one or the other. It is all of Christ or nothing!

If a church or person believes a true Christian can lose their salvation then that church or person is a
false because they are teaching salvation by works.

God plainly states works do not save!



"For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God: Not of works,
lest any man should boast. For we are his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus unto good works,
which God hath before ordained that we should walk in them." (Ephesians 2:8-10)

If, in order to be saved, you believe you have to live a faithful life and not sin to keep your salvation
then you are trusting in your good work of faithful living to keep you saved. Surely every true child of
God wants to live for the Lord and live a faithful life. The majority of Christians will live in varying
degrees a faithful life. But their faithfulness is not keeping them saved as that is the work of God. This
truth is clearly stated in 1 Peter 1:3-5 which says a believer is not kept by our good works, but by the
power of God Himself:

"Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, which according to his abundant mercy hath
begotten us again unto a lively hope by the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, To an
inheritance incorruptible, and undefiled, and that fadeth not away, reserved in heaven for you, Who are
kept by the power of God through faith unto salvation ready to be revealed in the last time."

Where can one find the answer and be assured that what he is taught and believes is true? This
guestion deals with men's souls, and whether a person will spend eternity in heaven or hell.

The only source of information on what God has truly said can only come from the Bible. We must
seek God's answer on the matter in "what saith the Lord." That is only place we can go and where we
will go. The problem of confusion on this matter is because men, preachers, and denominations have
appealed to human logic and reasoning instead of simply consulting God on the matter.

Some have used the example of some who after they made a public profession of Jesus Christ they
returned into sin, as proof that a once saved person can lose their salvation. Using human reasoning
they conclude that these people were saved and then lost their salvation because they now are not
living for the Lord.

Jesus in the Parable Sower clearly taught that when some hear the word of God, it springs up in their
hearts, but because of work of the Devil, false teaching or hardened hearts, it does not produce fruit.
(Matt. 13:3-9) Jesus gave three example of people who heard the Gospel but were not saved. In two
of those who heard the Gospel there was a response, but one was in rocky ground and having no root
the sun scorched it and did not grow. The other example it fail among thorns, which represents false
teachers and churches, and the truth they heard was choked by false teaching. This too sprung up but
died. These people made a response to the Gospel, only had a "head" knowledge of the truth, but not
a "heart" knowledge of Jesus Christ as their Savior and were never saved. For what ever their reason
they did not commit in truth faith themselves to the Lord. Many respond in a moment of emotion and
professed Christ as their Savior, but do not truly believe or place their faith in Jesus Christ. Because
they did not truly believe they were not "born again”, or saved and fall away.

"Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things
are become new." (2 Corinthians 5:17)

Note the verse begins with the subjective "IF". A truly saved person has the new nature of Christ and
the indwelling of the Holy Spirit that enables him to live for Christ. The false professor in Chris may for
a time attend church and do things that true believers do, but it is done in the flesh. Because they have
no root, not true faith in God...when there is difficultly or sacrifice to be made they wane and fall away.

Jesus said in Matthew 7:21-23, "Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the

kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven. Many will say to me in
that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in thy name? and in thy name have cast out devils? and
in thy name done many wonderful works? And then will | profess unto them, | never knew you: depart



from me, ye that work iniquity.” Romans 10:10 says, "For with the heart man believeth unto
righteousness and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation."

May | suggest that such human reasoning is faulty. Why? Because of what God says. Note what God
says about those who profess Christ and serve the Devil.

Note God's further explanation of this statement:

1 John 3:10, "In this the children of God are manifest, and the children of the devil: whosoever doeth
not righteousness is not of God, neither he that loveth not his brother."

John is not saying a believer will not sin, but he is saying the one who lives continually in sin and is
without love for the children of God is of the Devil and is not nor ever was saved. Speaking to believers
God says:

"If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us. ... If we say that we
have not sinned, we make him a liar, and his word is not in us." (1 John 1:8,10)

God knows that although a believer is saved he still has the old carnal nature that is always tempting
him. Yet the Lord makes provision for believers that sin. In 1 John 1:9 believers are told, "If we confess
our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness." (1
John 1:9)

The believer who sins is to repent and confess his sin, and that process God will use to cleanse him
from sin. Believers are already fully and eternally forgiven of their sins. When a person is saved his
past, present and future sins are forgiven. In Colossians 2 God states this truth:

"And you, being dead in your sins and the uncircumcision of your flesh, hath he quickened together
with him, having forgiven you all trespasses; Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances that was
against us, which was contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his cross; And having
spoiled principalities and powers, he made a shew of them openly, triumphing over them in it."
(Colossians 2:13-15)

God says when a person is saved, "And their sins and iniquities will | remember no more." (Hebrews
10:17)

However, if a believer sins and refuses to confess it God will chasten him as recorded in Hebrews
12:6-11.

"For whom the Lord loveth he chasteneth, and scourgeth every son whom he receiveth. If ye endure
chastening, God dealeth with you as with sons; for what son is he whom the father chasteneth not?
But if ye be without chastisement, whereof all are partakers, then are ye bastards, and not sons.
Furthermore we have had fathers of our flesh which corrected us, and we gave them reverence: shall
we not much rather be in subjection unto the Father of spirits, and live? For they verily for a few days
chastened us after their own pleasure; but he for our profit, that we might be partakers of his holiness.
Now no chastening for the present seemeth to be joyous, but grievous: nevertheless afterward it
yieldeth the peaceable fruit of righteousness unto them which are exercised thereby." (Hebrews 12:6-
11)

If that believer after the chastening God still will not repent and turn from his sin, God will take his life.

Note in 1 John 5 the clear statement that those who truly believe are saved and those who only feign a
false believe are not saved.



"He that believeth on the Son of God hath the witness in himself: he that believeth not God hath made
him a liar; because he believeth not the record that God gave of his Son." (1 John 5:10)

John continues in teaching assurance stating, "These things have | written unto you that believe on the
name of the Son of God; that ye may know that ye have eternal life, and that ye may believe on the
name of the Son of God." (1 John 5:13)

John also explains that believers can sin unto physical death, but not lose their salvation.

"If any man see his brother sin a sin which is not unto death, he shall ask, and he shall give him life for
them that sin not unto death. There is a sin unto death: | do not say that he shall pray for it." (1 John
5:16)

Please note that the verse says if a believer sees a brother sinning. A brother is referring to a saved
person and thus the death here is physical death. God intervenes and in chastening His child takes the
child's life to stop his disobedience. This is what 1 Corinthians 11:29-31 is addressing.

"Wherefore whosoever shall eat this bread, and drink this cup of the Lord, unworthily, shall be guilty of
the body and blood of the Lord. But let a man examine himself, and so let him eat of that bread, and
drink of that cup. For he that eateth and drinketh unworthily, eateth and drinketh damnation to himself,
not discerning the Lord’s body. For this cause many are weak and sickly among you, and many sleep.
For if we would judge ourselves, we should not be judged. But when we are judged, we are chastened
of the Lord, that we should not be condemned with the world" (1 Cor. 11:27-32)

Note the last verse says that "we" referring to true believers ". . . are chastened of the Lord, that we
should not be condemned with the world." These believers, who were not discerning of the Lord's body,
were those that sinned without regard for the suffering of Christ for their sin. They knew Jesus suffered
greatly to pay their sin debt, but continued to sin refusing to judge themselves and repent.

"If any man see his brother sin a sin which is not unto death, he shall ask, and he shall give him life for
them that sin not unto death. There is a sin unto death: | do not say that he shall pray for it. All
unrighteousness is sin: and there is a sin not unto death" (1 John 5:16-17).

This "sin unto death" is committed by believers. The seriousness of this is seen in that other Christians
who see a person blatantly sinning and refusing to repent are not to pray for the erring brother
because he is in God's hands and God will certainly deal with him. Although the "sin unto death" is not
identified it seems to be not one particular sin, but a lifestyle of sin. Further the admonition not to pray
for this sinning believer appears to be saying that his brothers should not pray for him because itis an
act of God's mercy being demonstrated in His stopping the person from his sinful life by taking his life.

The Bible says that God chastens every child of His, and if you see a person, who has professed or is
professing to be a Christian, and is blatantly living in sin, look at his life and make note to see if God is
chastening him. If the chastening of God is not present in that person's life it is clear evidence that they
are not a child of God. They may have a head knowledge of Jesus Christ, but He is not in their heart!
Just claiming to be saved does not mean that a person really is saved. There are many false
professions made and many people who are deceived thinking themselves to be save who actually are
lost.

"For whom the Lord loveth he chasteneth, and scourgeth every son whom he receiveth. . . But if ye be
without chastisement, whereof all are partakers, then are ye bastards, and not sons." (Heb. 12:6,8)



Those who deny that a man can truly know he is saved and can lose his salvation are teaching that
Jesus made only the down payment on our salvation on the cross, and we by our good works must
keep up the payments or be lost. This teaching is pure heresy. ******

I. Let us Look at Biblical Examples of Those Who Had Assurance.

A. In the Old Testament there are many examples of those who professed they knew they were saved.
1. Job 19:25-27 Job said "l know..."

2. Psalm 23:4 David said in the "shadow of death, he had fear no evil"

3. Psalm 17:13-15 "When | awake | will be satisfied with thy likeness" David was sure of the
resurrection and of his salvation.

B. Let's look at what Christ Himself said on the matter.

1. Christ in John 17, prayed for the disciples and for those who would later believe through the
ages.(Verse 20) That means believers today as well. John 17:1-3, Jesus said this was life eternal.

"These words spake Jesus, and lifted up his eyes to heaven, and said, Father, the hour is come;
glorify thy Son, that thy Son also may glorify thee: As thou hast given him power over all flesh, that he
should give eternal life to as many as thou hast given him. And this is life eternal, that they might know
thee the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom thou hast sent." (John 17:1-3)

Verses 9-10 states seven times that believers are given to Christ, by God. Jesus make the point that
believers are God's, how can they be lost.

Verse 12 emphatically states clearly none are lost and that Jesus keeps His children saved!

"While | was with them in the world, | kept them in thy name: those that thou gavest me | have kept,
and none of them is lost, but the son of perdition; that the scripture might be fulfilled." (John 17:12)

2. John 3:16, what does everlasting life mean? It simply means that everlasting life that does not end.
When does eternal life begin? When one receives it!

3. John 10:27-29. Jesus said, believers are given eternal life and no one can pluck them out of My
hand. It is God Himself that keeps the believers saved! That is His promise to those that believe! If the
Lord Jesus Christ, who is the Savior, says once a person believes and is saved has eternal life, how
can anyone call Him a liar and say that eternal life is not eternal life?

C. We have the testimony of the New Testament.

1. Paul in 1 Corinthians 15:51-58, explains the sure and absolute hope of salvation and the
resurrection, when all believers will be "raptured" and taken to Heaven. Then Paul says, (1 Corinthians
15:58) "Therefore, my beloved brethren, be ye stedfast, unmovable, always abounding in the work of
the Lord, forasmuch as ye know that your labor is not in vain in the Lord."

Note that Paul is not telling us to work for our salvation in order to keep it, but to work because WE
KNOW that our labor for the Lord is not in vain. There is a vast difference. Those who teach one can
lose their salvation must ignore this verse.

Note again what he says in 2 Corinthians 5:6-8. "Therefore we are always CONFIDENT, KNOWING
that, whilst we are at home in the body, we are absent from the Lord."

There is no doubt expressed here concerning the fact of one's salvation!Verse 6) "We are always
confident" and (Verse 8) "we are confident."

In 1 Thessalonians 4:13-18, begins with the explanation for his writing,



"But | would not have you to be ignorant, brethren, concerning them which are asleep, that ye sorrow
not, even as others which have no hope." He then goes on to explain the Rapture of the body of Christ,
He concludes by saying, "Wherefore comfort one another with these words." (Verse 18)

If a person cannot know that he is saved and forgiven then there cannot be the great comfort in
knowing one is truly saved and kept saved by God Himself. There is no comfort in being told that if | do
not live right, do good works, keep the faith and not sin....God will reject me and send me to hell!

Can there be any comfort to those who do not know if they are saved or not? Is there any comfort in
knowing one day you will die and you can never be sure if you will wake up in heaven or in hell! What
was God's purpose in giving us these wonderful verses of a sure and absolute hope if it is not true and
we could displease God and He would forsake us? Yes, God says we can know that if we believed, we
will be resurrected.

2. 2 Timothy 1:12, Paul says to Timothy, "For the which cause | also suffer these things: nevertheless |
am not ashamed: for | know whom | have believed, and am persuaded that he is able to keep that
which | have committed unto him against that day."

Note Paul's says he KNOWS, and is PERSUADED that GOD, (not Paul) would keep that which he had
committed to Him. Paul believed God's promises of salvation, and Paul accepted and committed his
soul to God. Paul was absolutely sure he had been forgiven and was saved.

Paul knew too, that he was not sinless. He said "This is a faithful saying, and worthy of all acceptation,
that Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners; of whom | am chief." (1 Timothy 1:15) He said
he was the chief of sinners, yet God forgave him all his sins past, present and future the day that Paul
believed.

3. Romans 8:1, God tells us through this passage, "there is therefore "NOW" no condemnation to
those who are in Christ Jesus. That word "now" is an important word. "Now" refers to the period after
one believers, meaning after a person believes in Christ, there is no longer any condemnation. Why?
Because God has forgiven him.

What a great absolute assurance God gives us in Romans:

"What shall we then say to these things? If God be for us, who can be against us? He that spared not
his own Son, but delivered him up for us all, how shall he not with him also freely give us all things?
Who shall lay any thing to the charge of God's elect? It is God that justifieth. Who is he that
condemneth? It is Christ that died, yea rather, that is risen again, who is even at the right hand of God,
who also maketh intercession for us. Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? shall tribulation, or
distress, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword? As it is written, For thy sake we
are killed all the day long; we are accounted as sheep for the slaughter. Nay, in all these things we are
more than conquerors through him that loved us. For | am persuaded, that neither death, nor life, nor
angels, nor principalities, nor powers, nor things present, nor things to come, Nor height, nor depth,
nor any other creature, shall be able to separate us from the love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our
Lord" (Rom. 8:31-39).

4. Romans 5:1-2, "Therefore being justified by faith, we have peace..rejoice in hope of glory of God."
This is a key verse in the matter! There can only be peace for the believer who knows he has eternal
life and is forgiven. There is no peace apart from one's assurance of his salvation. Greek word "peace"
ei pece means "to anticipate with pleasure, or confidence".

5. 1 Peter 1:5 tells us it is God who keeps us saved, "Who are kept by the power of God, by faith unto
salvation ready to be revealed in the last time." One is not said to be kept by his works in which we all
fail, but by the power of God.



6. 1 John 3:14, "We know we have passed from death unto life because we love the brethren." John
says we can KNOW we passed from death to life. Never does the Bible say a person who has been
given "live" in Christ loses it.

1 John 5:13 state the fact that believers have eternal life, "These things have | written unto you that
believe on the name of the Son of God; that you may know that ye have eternal life, and that ye may
believe on the name of the Son of God".

7. Hebrews 6:11-12, "We desire that every one you do shew the same diligence to the full assurance
of the "hope unto the end." The writer of the Book of Hebrews, encourages believers and desires to
show them with diligence the hope of the full assurance the believer has in his salvation. Verse 11
establishes the reason for verses 1-10.

Therefore God is not saying that it is possible for a person to be saved and lose their salvation, but
saying that "if" it were possible then Christ would have to be crucified all over again. It is not saying it is
possible to be saved and then lost, but showing why it would be impossible to lose salvation. The
passage is establishing the fact that it is impossible to be lost once Christ has saved us, because that
would mean that Christ would have to be crucified again in order for a person to be saved again if they
were lost. Christ was crucified once for all as Hebrews 10:10 says, "By the which will we are sanctified
through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all."

Note in Verse 12 the word, "slothful" which comes from a derivative of word "illegitimate" as an
illegitimate son, or of uncertain origin. He is saying, "Do not act like an illegitimate son (lost person),
because as you know you are a child of God, do not be lazy or uncertain."

Note that Verses 17-18 state that God has made an oath concerning our salvation and a "made
solemn promise." This is God solemn oath is that all that trust in Jesus Christ are eternally one saved.
He up lifts us with the assurance..."We might have strong consolation, who have fled for refuge to lay
hold upon the "hope" set before us..."

Verses 19-20 say,

"Which hope we have as an anchor of the soul, both sure and stedfast, and which entereth into that
within the veil; Whither the forerunner is for us entered, even Jesus, made an high priest for ever after
the order of Melchizedek."

Clearly these two verses absolutely assure the Christian who has truly put his faith in Jesus Christ that
he is eternally saved.

In Hebrews 6:4- 6, clearly it teaches that it were possible to be saved and then to be lost it would be
impossible to be restored. This verse teaches that "if" it were possible to lost one's salvation then the
principle would be stated, "ONCE SAVED AND LOST ALWAYS LOST!" However, the point is that it is
impossible to lose what God freely gave you and can be correctly stated "ONCE SAVED ALWAYS
SAVED."

Interestingly, all those that teach that you lose your salvation also teach you can saved again. They
teach that by repentance and good works one can get it back again. This directly contradicts God's
word as stated here because this passage emphatically states that if one could lose their salvation it
would be impossible to restore them again.

These false teachers that teach you can lose your salvation never address how much sin one must
commit to lose eternal life. Thus their members flounder in a sea of doubt never being sure if they are
accepted by God or not.



What is the basis of God's accepting a person and forgiving him? Clearly, the scripture says it is based
upon what Jesus Christ did on the cross. If a person by faith believes and receives Christ as their
Savior...they receive eternal life and if it is eternal it cannot be lost. A person is not saved by any work
or works they do and salvation is purely an act of God's grace in giving the "gift" of salvation to those
who will believe and accept it. Ephesians 2:1-10 states:

1 And you hath he quickened, who were dead in trespasses and sins;

2 Wherein in time past ye walked according to the course of this world, according to the prince of the
power of the air, the spirit that now worketh in the children of disobedience:

3 Among whom also we all had our conversation in times past in the lusts of our flesh, fulfilling the
desires of the flesh and of the mind; and were by nature the children of wrath, even as others.

4 But God, who is rich in mercy, for his great love wherewith he loved us,

5 Even when we were dead in sins, hath quickened us together with Christ, (by grace ye are saved;)
6 And hath raised us up together, and made us sit together in heavenly places in Christ Jesus:

7 That in the ages to come he might shew the exceeding riches of his grace in his kindness toward us
through Christ Jesus.

8 For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God:

9 Not of works, lest any man should boast.

10 For we are his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus unto good works, which God hath before
ordained that we should walk in them.

Romans 5:17-19 states the basis, "For if by one man's offense death reigned by one; much more they
which receive abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness shall reign in life by one, Jesus
Christ. Therefore as by the offense of one judgment came upon all men to condemnation; even so by
the righteousness of one the free gift came upon all men unto justification of life. For as by one man's
disobedience many were made sinners, so by the obedience of one shall many be made righteous."

Hebrews 9:14, "How much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered
himself without spot to God, purge your conscience from dead works to serve the living God?

1John 1.7, "But if we walk in the light, as heis in the light, we have fellowship one with another,
and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin. "

Ephesians 2:16 "And that he might reconcile both unto God in one body by the cross, having
slain the enmity thereby: "

God's offer of salvation is total, complete and final. It was promised on the basis of the work of
Jesus Christ on the Cross as he suffered and shed His blood for man. Man's salvation is not
based on his good works.

How could a man by good works, keep a salvation that he was not able to work for or earn for
himself in the first place?

Il. God's Sure Offer of Salvation.

A. Acts 8:26-40. Is the account of the salvation of the eunuch. The eunuch believed and was given
eternal life. He surely did not work for it and it was given him based on his believing in the Good News
of the death, burial and resurrection which Philip has explained to Him.

B. The Spirit of God prepared the way, as the eunuch read the Bible.

1. V29 The Spirit sent Philip.
2. V31 The one the Lord sent explained the Scriptures.
3. V35 Philip preached to him "Jesus."



4. V36 Question? "What doth hinder me to be baptized?" Philip's answer: "If thou believest with ALL
thine heart!" The Eunech then professed "I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God."

5. Then in obedience, the eunuch was baptized, not to be saved but as evidence of it.

6. Note V39..He went on his way rejoicing. If he did not understand that he had received eternal life
there would be nothing to rejoice about. If he understood that his salvation could be lost, instead of
rejoicing he would have been placed under a great burden. How can one rejoice in salvation knowing
that you just might lose it if you do not work enough or be faithful enough or commit some sin?

C. When God told the Nation of Israel and the Jews that truly believed in Him that He would never
forsake them what did He mean? (see Deuteronomy 4:31, 14:27, 31:6-8, Joshua 1:5, 1 Chronicles
28:20, Hebrews 13:5) Israel forsook the Lord over and over, but God kept His promise and to this day
has not forsake them. The even crucified their Messiah, but God's promises to them were
unconditional. He did not say to them IF you do this | will never forsake thee. He said emphatically, "I
WILL NEVER LEAVE THEE NOR FORSAKE THEE" and He never has. Even at this moment in time
we are moving toward the Tribulation, His Second Coming and the establishment of the promised
Millennial Kingdom."

God's offer of salvation is freely given to all who will receive Him in faith and He unconditionally saves
them and gives them eternal life because He wills to do so. He does not save or base the continuation
of salvation based on one's works or merit. Dear friend take confidence in the fact that if you truly
believed with your heart, repenting our your sins, you are God's child and He has forever saved you.
You sins, past, present and future are under the blood of Jesus Christ. Do you see what that
means....all you sins and failures are forgiven the moment you believe and are saved.

The church, preacher or person who tells you can be saved and then lost is a liar and they call God a
liar. Believe God!

"These things have | written unto you that believe on the name of the Son of God; that ye may know
that ye have eternal life, and that ye may believe on the name of the Son of God" (1 John 5 13).

Conclusion:

Today you can be saved and have eternal life, and the sure peace of knowing you are. That is God's
promise!

Simply believe, place your trust in Christ and let him save you. God assures us that all who believe will
be saved! And He further explains that our salvation is eternal and begins the moment we put our trust
in Him.

Christian maybe struggling with doubts...if you have, and do trust Christ...be assured God Saved you.

Salvation is not based on one's feeling. | may sin and if | do as a child of God | will sorry for it. | surely
will not feel good when | sin. But, God has forgiven me, even before | sinned. He did not save me
because | deserved it or was good enough, stopped committing sin or was worthy. In fact no one is
worthy to be saved, because we "all have sinned and come short of the glory of God." (Rom. 3:23)

"But God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us."
Roman 5:8.

You see while | was a sinner God loved me and Christ died for my sin. That is so very clear. Further,
after | believed and received Jesus Christ as my Savior, | still am not worthy of his Grace and Love! |
never will be. Yet, He still loves me and still forgives the same way he did when | was first saved. | can



no more win God's favor by my good works now as | could before | was saved.....! It is His love and
grace that keeps me saved. | will fail him, yet he will never every fail me.

My friend if some church, denomination or preacher has told you, that once you have truly believed
and placed your trust in Jesus Christ, that you can then lose it....they are teaching you false doctrine.
Gods say, "Now | beseech you, brethren, mark them which cause divisions and offences contrary to
the doctrine which ye have learned; and avoid them." (Romans 16:17)

My | suggest that if you are in a church that teaches you can lose your salvation that you find a good
Bible believing church to attend that teaches and loves the Word of God such as we Independent
Fundamental Baptist do. Truth as the Bible teaches will save, and God will never bless false doctrine
or error.

To a Dying Friend

Thanks so much for writing. | trust God is bringing good people into your life during this season
of your life. God is good and loves us dearly. He is LOVE and loves us as we are.

| want to write you not on a “religious” note but on something that changed my life. Growing up,
God was always someone far off that I didn’t really know if He existed or not. I played hockey,
drank with the boys, and went to church to please my parents. I was “religious”.

Then one day, when my life took a difficult turn, God sent someone into my life and he shared
about God’s love to me. I was finally ready to listen. He told me how God loved me. I had never
felt truly loved and that was a message | needed to hear. He shared this bible verse, "For God so
loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish
but have eternal life.” Then he showed me, The thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy; I
have come that they may have life, and have it to the full.” I realized that it was the devil who
had come to destroy my life but Jesus had something much more for me.

Then he showed me that I was a sinner. It wasn’t something where I compare myself to others
that | was better or worse than them. It was me against God and | realized that | would never be
able to live like God wanted me to.

I don’t deserve heaven but You want to be
with me forever in heaven. And | want to be with You. Give me power right now to believe more.
Fill me with Your Holy Spirit. In Jesus’ Name I pray. Amen.”

Friend, that is how | became a Christian. I trust that God will lead you, be with you, and comfort
you now. He loves you. | know because | have never experienced a love like His.

Keep in touch as you can. | will pray for you. God has an eternal plan for you now to live with
Him. What a great God we have.



42. Numbers And Their Meanings

What follows is that incomplete table of numbers and their Biblical meanings. | must disclaim, however,
that these are the only meanings. | have come against some contradictions when looking up the
meanings of some numbers. Don't take any of these numbers to the bank unless you've confirmed it
with at least the "Adequate Witness" number, two.

Some examples from The Companion Bible:

FOUR - Denotes creative works, and always has reference to the material creation, as pertaining to the
earth, and things "under the sun", and things terrestrial.

SEVEN - Denotes spiritual perfection. It is the hall-mark of the Holy Spirit's work. He is the Author of
God's Word, and seven is stamped on it as the water mark is seen in the manufacture of paper. He is the
Author and Giver of life; and seven is the number which regulates every period of Incubation and
Gestation, in insects, birds, animals, and man.

EIGHT - Denotes resurrection, regeneration; a new beginning or commencement. The eighth is a new
first. Hence the octave in music, color, days of the week. It is the number which has to do with the Lord,
Who rose on the eighth, or new "first-day". This is, therefore, the Dominical number. By Gematria (the
addition of the numerical value of the letters together) the Greek letters for Jesus makes the numbers
888. It, or its multiple is impressed on all that has to do with the Lord's Names, the Lord's People, and
the Lord's works.

Bible Numerology
The Meaning of Numbers in the Bible

Bible numerology is the study of individual numbers in Scripture. It relates particularly to the meaning of
numbers, both literal and symbolic.

Conservative scholars remain cautious about assigning too much importance to numbers in the Bible, as
this has lead some groups to mystical and theological extremes, believing numbers can reveal the future,
or uncover hidden information. This, of course, delves into the dangerous realm of divination.

Certain prophetic books of the Bible, such as Daniel and Revelation, introduce a complex, interrelated
system of numerology which exhibits definite patterns. Given the elaborate nature of prophetic
numerology, this study will deal only with the meaning of individual numbers in the Bible.

Meaning of Numbers in the Bible

Traditionally, most Bible scholars agree that the following numbers possess some symbolic or literal
significance.

1. One - Denotes absolute singleness.

Deuteronomy 6:4
"Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God, the Lord is one." (ESV)

2. Two - Symbolizes witness and support.
o There were two great lights of creation (Genesis 1:16).
Two cherubim guarded the Ark of the Covenant (Exodus 25:22).
Two witnesses establish truth (Matthew 26:60).
The disciples were sent two by two (Luke 10:1).

O O O
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Ecclesiastes 4:9
Two are better than one, because they have a good reward for their toil. (ESV)

3. Three - Signifies completion or perfection, and unity. Three is the number of Persons in the Trinity.
o Many significant events in the Bible happened "on the third day" (Hosea 6:2).
o Jonah spent three days and three nights in the belly of the fish (Matthew 12:40).
o Jesus' earthly ministry lasted three years (Luke 13:7).

John 2:19
Jesus answered them, "Destroy this temple, and in three days | will raise it up." (ESV)

4. Four - Relates to the earth.
o Earth has four seasons: winter, spring, summer, fall.
o There are four primary directions: north, south, east, west.
o Four earthly kingdoms (Daniel 7:3).
o Parable with four types of soil (Matthew 13).

Isaiah 11:12

He will raise a signal for the nations and will assemble the banished of Israel, and gather the
dispersed of Judah from the four corners of the earth. (ESV)

5. Five - A number associated with grace.
o Five Levitical offerings (Leviticus 1-5).
o Jesus multiplied five loaves of barely to feed 5,000 (Matthew 14:17).

Genesis 43:34

Portions were taken to them from Joseph's table, but Benjamin's portion was five times as much
as any of theirs. And they drank and were merry with him. (ESV)

6. Six - The number of man.
o Adam and Eve were created on the sixth day (Genesis 1:31).

Numbers 35:6

"The cities that you give to the Levites shall be the six cities of refuge, where you shall permit
the manslayer to flee ..." (ESV)

7. Seven - Refers to the number of God, divine perfection or completeness.
o Onthe seventh day God rested after completing the creation (Genesis 2:2).
o God's Word is pure, like silver purified seven times in the fire (Psalm 12:6).
o Jesus taught Peter to forgive 70 times seven (Matthew 18:22).
o Seven demons went out from Mary Magdalene, symbolizing total deliverance (Luke 8:2).

Exodus 21:2

When you buy a Hebrew slave, he shall serve six years, and in the seventh he shall go out free,
for nothing. (ESV)
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8. Eight - May signify new beginnings, although many scholars don't attribute any symbolic meaning to
this number.
o Eight people survived the flood (Genesis 7:13, 23).
o Circumcision took place on the eighth day (Genesis 17:12).

John 20:26
Eight days later, his disciples were inside again, and Thomas was with them. Although the doors
were locked, Jesus came and stood among them and said, "Peace be with you." (ESV)

9. Nine - May mean fullness of blessing, although many scholars don't assign any special meaning to
this number either.
o There are nine fruits of the Spirit (Galatians 5:22-23).

Galatians 5:22-23
But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness,
gentleness, self-control; against such things there is no law. (ESV)

10. Ten - Relates to human governments and law.
o The Ten Commandments were the Tablets of the Law (Exodus 20:1-17, Deuteronomy
5:6-21).
o Ten tribes made up the northern kingdom (1 Kings 11:31-35).

Ruth 4:2
And he [Boaz] took ten men of the elders of the city [as judges] and said, "Sit down here." So

they sat down. (ESV)

11. Twelve - Relates to divine government.
o The 12 tribes of Israel (Revelation 7).
o The 12 apostles (Matthew 10:2-4).

Revelation 21:12-14

It [the New Jerusalem] had a great, high wall, with twelve gates, and at the gates twelve angels,
and on the gates the names of the twelve tribes of the sons of Israel were inscribed—on the
east three gates, on the north three gates, on the south three gates, and on the west three
gates. And the wall of the city had twelve foundations, and on them were the twelve names of
the twelve apostles of the Lamb. (ESV)

12. Thirty - A time associated with mourning and sorrow.
o Aaron's death was mourned for 30 days (Numbers 20:29).
o Moses' death was mourned for 30 days (Deuteronomy 34:8).

Matthew 27:3-5

Then when Judas, his betrayer, saw that Jesus was condemned, he changed his mind and
brought back the thirty pieces of silver to the chief priests and the elders, saying, "I have sinned
by betraying innocent blood." They said, "What is that to us? See to it yourself." And throwing
down the pieces of silver into the temple, he departed, and he went and hanged himself. (ESV)
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13. Forty - A number associated with testing and trials.
o During the flood it rained 40 days (Genesis 7:4).
o Israel wandered in the desert for 40 years (Numbers 14:33).
o Jesus was in the wilderness 40 days before being tempted (Matthew 4:2).

Exodus 24:18
Moses entered the cloud and went up on the mountain [Sinai]. And Moses was on the mountain

forty days and forty nights. (ESV)

14. Fifty - Significance in feasts, celebrations, and ceremonies.
o The Feast of Pentecost was celebrated on the fiftieth day after Passover (Leviticus
23:15-16).
o 50days after Jesus Christ's resurrection the Holy Spirit filled believers on the Day of
Pentecost (Acts 2).

Leviticus 25:10

And you shall consecrate the fiftieth year, and proclaim liberty throughout the land to all its
inhabitants. It shall be a jubilee for you, when each of you shall return to his property and each
of you shall return to his clan. (ESV)

15. Seventy - Possible association with judgment and human delegations.
o 70 elders were appointed by Moses (Numbers 11:16).
o Israel spent 70 years in captivity in Babylon (Jeremiah 29:10).

Ezekiel 8:11
And before them stood seventy men of the elders of the house of Israel, with Jaazaniah the son
of Shaphan standing among them. Each had his censer in his hand, and the smoke of the cloud

of incense went up. (ESV)

16. 666 - The number of the beast.
o The number or mark of the beast is the sign of the Antichrist (Revelation 13:15-18).

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43. DISCIPLESHIP: Following Jesus

Eight principles for “making disciples”

Have you ever been discipled?” I asked. “I don’t think so,” was his reply. “I grew up in the
church, but I don’t remember being discipled in any intentional way.”

My friend’s experience is far too common. Many people who have been raised in a Christian
context can point to various programs which were significant to their Christian growth, such as
Sunday school, youth group or summer camp. But were they discipled?

“How can we learn to make disciples in the way of Jesus?”

1. Jesus began His ministry after being called, affirmed and anointed by the Holy Spirit at
His baptism. Discipling others needs to come from a deep place of intimacy with the Father.

2. Prayer is central to making disciples. Persistent prayer for those who do not know the love
of Jesus will “rekindle your first love” and moves you to become an active disciple-maker.

3. Disciples need an invitation. Jesus calls them by name. Later, He explains that each one was
“given to him” by the Father (John 17:8ff). It may sound random as He walks down the
beach and says, “Come, follow me,” but Jesus knew that each one had been “chosen.”

4. True disciples responded to the call. They were willing. Some left their nets, others their
office. Following Jesus was full-time. There is no such thing as a “part-time disciple.”

5. Teachable moments happened anywhere: sitting at a banquet, finding a man in a tree,
having an argument about being first in line, seeing a herd of pigs rush into the sea, or
responding to the needs of people they met. How do you write a curriculum for that?

6. Disciples were introduced to the power and the presence of the Kingdom of God. It is an
invisible Kingdom (for now), but as disciples of Jesus, they saw evidence daily. Evil
strongholds were torn down and people were set free.

7. Discipleship is not a spectator sport. Disciples do stuff. What they saw the Master do, they
did. When at the end of His ministry Jesus said, “Go make disciples,” His final words echoed
the pattern they had seen throughout their time with Jesus. Learning always led to serving.

8. Disciples become like their master. Being with Jesus taught them to live like Jesus, love
like Jesus and to serve like Jesus. People would refer to them as “little Christs.” Pretty strong
evidence that they had been with Jesus.



Is your church doing discipleship? Does this really happen today? Recently | met two young men,
Dylan and Matt. They are working with First Nations young adults, learning to make disciples in
the way of Jesus. Listen to Dylan’s spoken word piece called “Walk With Me.”
“...you walked with me.
You showed me first hand, what it meant to be free
So I opened my heart and | gave you the key
And for the first time I could finally see
Why someone like Jesus would actually die for me.
You brought your Bible to life, it wasn’t just talk
You see the word “love,” it’s a verb, and so is the word “walk”
So | thank you for putting your love into action,
Because your love is what caused my internal reaction
No, my “eternal reaction”
This crazy attraction...

I finally know what it’s like to be free

Because you took the time to walk with me.”

When Kids are Under Attack: A child may sense a presence in their room and be frightened. It
is important to teach the child that when they are under attack, the best approach is for them to
declare the truth of who they are in Christ. Saying outloud, “JESUS” or verbally declare
something like:

“l am a child of God and the evil one cannot touch me.”

“JESUS is my Lord. Get away from me in Jesus’ Name.”

Often by simply speaking the name of Jesus, the presence will leave. Kids should know that
Jesus has defeated Satan and will protect them from Satan’s attacks.

45. Praying Names & Attributes of God

Use the following list of God’s names/attributes to guide your time set apart with Him. Read the daily
description about God and the accompanying passage. Worship God, focusing on Him and His qualities.

God is Jehovah. The name of independent being—*‘1 AM WHO | AM"—only belongs to Jehovah God. As
we consider His greatness, we fall down in fear and awe of this One who possesses all authority. (Exodus
3:13-15)

God is Jehovah-M’Kaddesh. This name means “the God who sanctifies.” A God separate from all that is
evil requires that the people who follow Him be cleansed from all evil.( Leviticus 20:7-8)

God is infinite. We cannot speak of measure, amount, size, or weight and at the same time be speaking
of God, for He is beyond measurement. God has no beginning, no end, and no limits. (Romans 11:33)

God is omnipotent. God has power. Since God is also infinite, whatever He has must be without limit;
therefore, God has limitless power. (Jeremiah 32:17-18, 26-27)

God is good. The goodness of God is what disposes Him to be kind, benevolent, and full of good will
toward all creation. (Psalm 119:65-72)

God is love. God’s love is so great that He gave His only Son to bring us into fellowship with Him. God’s
love not only encompasses the world, but embraces each of us personally and intimately. (1 John 4:7-10)

God is Jehovah-jireh. This name means “the God who provides.” Just as He provided yesterday, He will
provide tomorrow. He grants deliverance from sin, the oil of joy for the ashes of sorrow, and eternal
citizenship in His Kingdom. (Genesis 22:9-14)

God is Jehovah-shalom. This name means “the God of peace.” God could never give to others a peace
that exceeds understanding if He Himself were not perfect, unfailing peace. (Judges 6:16-24)

God is immutable. All that God is, He has always been. All that He has been and is, He will ever be. He
cannot change because He is perfect and will remain perfect. (Psalm 102:25-28)

God is transcendent. We must not think of God as highest in an order of beings. This would be to grant
Him eminence, even pre-eminence, but this is not enough. He is transcendent—existing beyond the
created universe. (Psalm 113:4-5)

God is just. God rules with absolute justice. Not fooled by appearances, God is fair, equitable, and
impartial in all of His judgments. (Psalm 75:1-7)

God is holy. God’s holiness is not simply the best we know made infinitely better. God is absolutely
untainted. His holiness stands apart—unique and incomprehensible. (Revelation 4:8-11)

God is Jehovah-rophe. This name means “Jehovah heals.” God alone has the remedy for the healing of
mankind. The Gospel is concerned with the physical, moral, and spiritual healing of all people. (Exodus
15:22-26)

God is self-sufficient. He is the One who contains all, who gives all that is given, but who Himself can
receive nothing that He has not first given. (Acts 17:24-28)

God is omniscient. God knows all that can be known. His knowledge includes every possible thing that
exists, has ever existed, or will ever exist. (Psalm 139:1-6)

God is omnipresent. God is everywhere—close to everything, next to everyone. “Do not I fill heaven

and earth?’ declares the Lord.” (Psalm 139:7-12)



God is merciful. God’s compassion is infinite and inexhaustible. In the mercy of His provision in Christ,
He took upon Himself the judgment that was due us. He waits and works now for all people everywhere
to turn to Him, not wanting any to be lost. (Deuteronomy 4:29-31)

God is sovereign. God is in control of our lives. His sovereignty is the attribute by which He rules His
entire creation. To be sovereign, God must be all-knowing and all-powerful. (1 Chronicles 29:11-13)

God is Jehovah-nissi. This name means “God our banner.” We may go from triumph to triumph and say,
“Thanks be to God, who gives us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ” (1 Cor.15:57). (Exodus 17:8-
15)

God is wise. All God’s acts are done in infinite wisdom. He always acts for our good, which is to conform
us to Christ. Our good and His glory are inextricably bound together. (Proverbs 3:19,20)

God is faithful. Our hope for the future rests upon God’s faithfulness. Because He is faithful, His
covenants will stand and His promises will be honored. (Psalm 89:1-8)

God is wrathful. God’s wrath is never capricious, self-indulgent, or irritable, as human anger often is.
Instead, it is a right and necessary reaction to objective moral evil. (Nahum 1:2-8)

God is full of grace. Grace is the good pleasure of God that inclines Him to grant merit where it is
undeserved and to forgive debt that cannot be repaid. (Ephesians 1:5-8)

God is our Comforter. Jesus called the Holy Spirit the “Comforter.” Paul writes that the Lord is “the God
of all comfort.” (2 Corinthians 1:3-4)

God is El-Shaddai. This name means “God Almighty.” It is best understood as God who is all-sufficient
and all-bountiful—the source of all blessings, fullness, and fruitfulness. (Genesis 49:22-26)

God is Father. The Creator of the universe cares for each one of us as if we are the only child He has.
Jesus taught us to pray, “Our Father” (Matthew 6:9). The Spirit of God taught us to cry, “Abba, Father,” as
in the intimacy of the family. (Romans 8:15-17)

God is the Church’s head. God the Son, Jesus, is the head of the Church. The head—as the part of the
body that sees, hears, thinks, and decides—gives the orders that the rest of the body lives by. (Ephesians
1:22-23)

God is our intercessor. Knowing our temptations, God the Son intercedes for us. He opens the doors
for us to boldly ask Him for mercy. Thus, God is both the starting point and ending point of true prayer.
(Hebrews 4:14-16)

God is Adonai. This name means “Master” or “Lord.” God as Adonai calls all God’s people to
acknowledge themselves as His servants, recognizing His right to command them as the Lord of their
lives. (2 Samuel 7:18-20)

God is Elohim. This name means “Strength” or “Power.” He is transcendent, mighty, and strong. Elohim
is the great name of God, signifying supreme power, sovereignty, and a covenant relationship that He is
ever faithful to keep. (Genesis 17:7-8)



46. HAVE NO CONFIDENCE IN THE FLESH

"For I know that in me (that is, in my flesh) dwelleth no good thing™ (Romans 7:18).
""Have no confidence in the flesh™ (Philippians 3:3).

These passages are both applied to a believing, regenerated man. None but a regenerated man could know,
or would admit the statement of the first passage; and none but a regenerated man could obey the
exhortation of the second. The truth implied in the passages is very important, for it establishes the fact
that there is inside the Christian man the existence of an enemy; and an enemy inside the citadel is far
more dangerous than an enemy outside. And if that enemy can disguise himself, or hide his real character
S0 as to be treated as a friend - like Hushai with Absalom - the more dangerous does he become. Happy is
that man who has learned of the evil of his own heart enough to be afraid of and distrust himself. The
wisest words Mr. Moody ever uttered were, "The worst man that ever crossed my path is D. L. Moody,
the old man. | have had more trouble with him than with all the world beside." Every child of God knows
what this means - or will know before his life is over - and can heartily say the same of himself or herself.

The flesh is the most dangerous enemy the new man has to contend with - always has been, and always
will be. Bunyan's "Holy War" describes his insidious approaches and his entrance through "eye gate™ and
"ear gate" into the citadel of the soul, and the havoc there wrought by his entrance. How important that
the young Christian should be able to recognize and identify this enemy, and be warned from making any
truce or coming to any terms with him. Like the warfare of the children of Israel with Amalek that was
never to cease, but to continue unto the latest generation; so the Christian must war continually against the
flesh. If he spare it, as Saul the king did Agag, permitting him to walk delicately, and say, "Surely the
bitterness of death is past” (I Samuel 15:32) - then he may be sure that the flesh will rob him of his crown,
even as an Amalekite robbed Saul upon the field of Gilboa (II Samuel 1:8-10).

That the believer may identify and know the nature of this enemy, and be on his guard against him, it is
simply necessary to follow the teaching of the Word of God, and see him as there described from Genesis
to Revelation, called in various places, "The first man," "The first Adam," "The old man," "The natural
man," "Evil generation," "Corruption,” "The flesh," "Me," "I," all meaning the corrupt human nature we
POSSESS.

Let the reader carefully read the following passages and see himself in his corrupted humanity, inherited
from a fallen progenitor (in whose fall the fountain of man's being was poisoned), through a long line of
sinful ancestors, whose individual lives have swollen the stream of wickedness that now flows through
his own veins. Genesis 5:1-3; 6:5 and 13; Psalms 53:13; Isaiah 1:4 - 6; 64:6; Jeremiah 17:9; Matthew
15:18,19; 23:33; Romans 1:21-32; 3:9 -18; | Corinthians 2:14; Galatians 5:19-21; Ephesians 2:1-3.

Let not the reader be deceived upon this subject. His own natural heart of conceit, and pride, and vanity,
will be at enmity with this description. The flesh does not like to be photographed by God's Word in its
true characteristics. Like the unknown murderer in Berlin, who at each effort of the officers to photograph
him so worked and distorted his features that the resemblance was a very imperfect one; so the flesh tries
to disguise its evil propensities and cover up its real properties by culture, or by forms of religion
affecting simply the outward appearance, and not touching or changing the inward man, whose identity
ever remains, for "that which is born of the flesh is flesh."

Nicodemus, to whom the words, "that which is born of the flesh is flesh," were spoken, had to recognize
his photograph there in the "Rogues' Gallery," with all the rest of us of the family of Adam. And it was
only by admitting that it was he himself, that he could have part in the salvation sent by God for sinners -
and for none else.



"I see the doctrine. It certainly is in the Bible," said D'Aubigne, when a student at Geneva, to Robert
Haldane, as the latter opened up to him the subject of man's corruption by nature, from the Epistle to the
Romans.

"Yes," said the faithful man of God, "you see it in God's Word; but do you now see it in your own heart?"

The arrow of conviction went home with this question; and the young student was led to Christ. In
contrast with these passages, describing the family of the first Adam, of which all who are born into this
world are members, we would place for future reference and careful study the following passages
describing the family of the second Adam, of which none are members until Jesus Christ is received into
the heart as Lord and Saviour. "As we (Christians) have borne the image of the earthy, we shall also bear
the image of the heavenly. The first man is of the earth, earthy; the second man is the Lord from heaven"
(I Corinthians 15:47-50). See also John 3:3,5; John 1:12,14,16; James 1:18; | Peter 1:3, 23-25; Galatians
4:4-7.

Now, from these passages, we believe that the Word of God teaches that the work of the Holy Spirit in
regeneration is not to change the nature of the flesh at all; but to implant a new nature Christ formed
within by the Holy Spirit, in the power of which the believer does indeed deny the flesh, and is no longer
living as minding the flesh. But the flesh is still there, unchangeably evil in its nature, with no
improvement to be looked for in it, and the safety of the believer consisting in keeping it in the place of
death. "Put ye on the Lord Jesus Christ, and make not provision for the flesh, to fulfil the lusts thereof"
(Romans 13:14).

The failure to see this, must, in the nature of the case, place the child of God in distress and spiritual
difficulty. He will either be resting in the idea that at conversion his flesh was instantaneously changed,
and all of its evil desires and bad propensities for ever eradicated; or, he will believe that a change was
commenced in the nature of the flesh, which is to go on until all sin is eradicated and the flesh is made
perfectly holy by the gradual work of sanctification.

Under the first theory, that | am practically and for ever delivered from the flesh - by its nature being
changed in my regeneration, and that no sin is left it me - | shall not expect any warfare with it, and shall
not regard it longer as an enemy. The danger of the position is obvious. The enmity of the flesh, the
nature heart, will manifest itself, as the newborn soul is led by the Spirit to deny ungodliness, and worldly
lusts: and to live soberly, righteously, and godly, in this present world (Titus 2:12). And when it manifest
itself, and lustings toward evil are discovered in the heart, darkness of soul follows: and the tempted, or
overcome one, seeing sin is still within, will either give up his hope altogether and abandon himself to the
rule of sin, or will seek a second regeneration, as if the first had not been real; and with solemn vows
never to sir again, will make a new start.

Holding the same theory, in this second start, that a genuine conversion changes the nature of the flesh he
is very soon again made painfully aware that sin is still in his members, and evil lustings in his heart; and
he is again in despair. So he will go on in this way, if a real child of God, holding on to Christ, falling and
getting (as he thinks), born again at regular intervals, but having much unhappy spiritual experience, and
being made a stumbling block to others by his repeated backslidings and denials of Christ.

This is the experience of one who is disposed to be | real and honest with his own soul, and who takes
God's view of what sin is. Unhappily, with the real love of sin that clings to our deceitful hearts, we are
all always in danger of lowering the standard as to sin, and condoning its evil. So the young convert, who
has been led to believe that there is no longer any sin in him, in the sense that all the thoughts of his mind,
and the desires of his heart, are perfectly pleasing to God, is in terrible danger - when lustings to evil do



arise in his heart - of not regarding them as sinful. He judges them by his own consciousness and feeling,
instead of God's Word. He argues "God has taken away all evil and wrong desires from me, and given me
a perfectly clean heart; and | have no sin. So this, that | so strongly want to do, cannot be sin. I am wholly
led by the Spirit; and the Spirit must be leading me to do this." And the temptation is yielded to, and a life
of self - deception and hypocrisy is entered upon; sin allowed, and sin indulged; and yet the profession
kept up of being without sin.

So Satan has led deluded souls on to the commission of the foulest and blackest sins, of uncleanness and
adultery, dishonesty and deceit, while still maintaining the Christian name. Most of those who have thus
fallen, and who live in sin, are undoubtedly children of the devil, and were never anything else - "sows
who quickly returned to their wallowing in the mire"; for they were never anything but sows. "Dogs
turned again to their own vomit," for they were never anything but dogs. Like Simon Magus, who
professed belief and was baptized, they have "neither part nor lot with Christ - their heart is not right in
the sight of God."

But, mixed up with them, drawn away among them, are undoubtedly those who have been truly brought
to Christ, and have been left to be overcome by sin, as was David, that, like him, they may correct their
view, as to the flesh; and, with him, agree fully with God's estimate of it, and learn, with Paul, to have no
confidence in it.

Oh, dear young convert, how important it is that you should know the evil of your own heart, and be kept
from false views as to perfection in the flesh or s profession of being without sin! Surely those who make
such profession must have some other standard before them than the infinite requirements of God's holy
law, both in what they should do and what they should not do, as illustrated in the life on earth of the only
perfectly sinless One. He could truly say, with each day's setting sun, "I have lived a perfect life today. It
could not under any circumstances have been better. | have left nothing undone. | have done perfectly
what | have done."

But for erring, fallible man to say this! how great the blindness! how awful the sin! how dreadful the pride
of heart it must culminate in! The humble and the lowly draw near to God: and, "Thus saith the high and
lofty One that inhabiteth eternity, whose name is Holy; | dwell in the high and holy place, with him also
that is of a contrite and humble spirit, to revive the spirit of the humble, and to revive the heart of the
contrite ones" (Isaiah 57:15).

The best day that the best man or woman on earth ever lived, would be closed - if the soul was in
communion with God - with such a consciousness of much that might have been done to make it better,
and much in motive or in manner of doing what was done that was imperfect, that there would be far
more occasion for humbling confession and for seeking forgiveness through the great High Priest, than
for boastful elation. And, how plain it is that, if the latter spirit be yielded to, the service of the day is
marred, and there is no glory of the setting sun reflected along its horizon; for the flesh, exalted, has
hidden Christ from view.

God has forgiveness and healing for those who confess their sins. But it is very difficult for the ordinary
reader of the Word of God to find any place this side of heaven for those who have no sins to confess.
And when one sees the delusions and darkness that come from their unscriptural teaching, the wish must
often arise that they were speedily taken there; even as Paul, in his love for his dear converts who were
being led away from the ground of acceptance as being wholly and only in Christ, and not in works of the
flesh, was led to say, "I would they were even cut off which trouble you" (Galatians 5:12).

There is the second view of the gradual change of the flesh that we would briefly consider. It is not denied
but that there may be, and is, the work of progressive sanctification in the experience of the believer,
consisting, as we believe the Scriptures teach, in the increasing knowledge of the Lord Jesus as a personal



living Saviour, and an increasing faith in Him to keep us from the evil of the flesh. But the important

discrimination should be made, that this is not the changing of the evil nature of the flesh. The man in
India with a pet tiger, seemingly very tame, and much of its native wildness subdued by discouraging
influences, found, to his sorrow, that its nature was still unchanged, as, with a taste of human blood, it
again sought human life.

A venerable Christian man, for years an honored teacher of theology in a leading college, where he had
defended the view that progressive sanctification was the gradual taking out of the nature of the flesh, its
evil attributes and characteristics, until it, the flesh, was holy and without sin, was in much spiritual
darkness before his death, and said, "Either one of two things is true. First, the view that | have always
held that, at regeneration, a progressive work of sanctification is commenced, which is to go on by the
power of the Holy Spirit until all the evil in the nature of the flesh is taken away in this life is wrong. Or,
second, | have never been regenerated. The evil characteristics of the flesh are still with me, still
burdening me, still humbling me." Ultimately he believed he had been wrong in his view; and that the
work of the Holy Spirit in sanctification did not change the nature of the flesh, any more than it did in
regeneration.

Now it is of the utmost importance to a believing man to see this. If the Word of God teaches that “in me
in my flesh, dwelleth no good thing;" and teaches it in connection with other passages, that makes it clear
that no good thing ever will dwell in it, or come from it; but that, when allowed to act, it will act out its
nature, which is unchangeably evil - then it must be that those who for years have prayed, and toiled, and
fasted, and denied the flesh, with the expectation of changing its nature, must of necessity be thrown into
darkness of soul, as they sadly find that the result they expected to attain - namely, annihilation of all evil
in the flesh, and a consciousness of perfect sinlessness and perfect purity - has not been reached.

In view of these, and other difficulties that might be presented, it will be seen that a Christian should have
right and clear views of his relations, as a believer, to the flesh. Indeed, it would seem impossible for him
to be kept in peace and to grow in faith unless he is on right and scriptural lines in this matter. It is vain to
tell a convert as a poorly - taught Christian once did, "Oh, you just let the old man alone; do not bother
yourself about him." He received the apt reply: "Ah, but there is just the trouble; he won't let me alone!"
The clamouring of the flesh, its selfishness, vanity, pride, jealousy, love of ease, cowardice, and conceit,
come into painful prominence in his consciousness as the Spirit of God shows him what he is; and the
harder he struggles, the more prominent they seem. He is in despair unless he finds an explanation of this
conflict that will not destroy his hope, and a deliverance that is based upon truthfulness. Such an
explanation the Word of God gives, and such a deliverance it presents.

Jesus Christ is the Saviour of His people, and does save them from their sins - real sins, not make -
believe ones; vile sins (for all sin is vile - it is vile to sin in any way against a holy God); hell - deserving,
soul - defiling sins. Blessed be His name! He is the Saviour from them all. The remedy in all things for a
believer, is to know Christ.

The Baha'i faith has become a popular religion in an environment of ecumenism, inclusiveness and
political correctness. Embraced eagerly by the United Nations and other interfaith organizations, Baha'i is
a growing humanist influence on our world. There are currently 17,148 Local Spiritual Assemblies of the
Baha'i faith in the world and 4,515 in the United States alone. Members claim a presence in 235 countries
and their literature is translated into 700 languages with a total world membership estimated at 5,000,000.
The following introduction is meant to be a brief overview Baha'i history, and is by no means an
exhaustive history of Baha'i.

The popularity of Baha'i can largely be attributed to its attempts to unify all faiths, prophets and the entire
human race. It embraces the humanist philosophy that all religions should be embraced equally because
they are not contradictory and are merely successively updated versions of the same basic religious
beliefs. They teach that all religions are the result of the same God and the differences stem only from the
age in which they were revealed. They promote gender, racial, and economic equality; universal
education; harmony between science and religion; balance between nature and technology; and the
development of a world Federal system. Those who believe in absolute truths, such as those found in the
Bible, are dismissed as intolerant and an obstacle to world peace.

Baha'i grew out of Islam, and is in fact a stepchild of the Islamic faith, albeit a despised one. Rather than
naming Muhammad as the greatest of the prophets as the Muslims do, Baha'is hold Baha'u'llah to be the
greatest of the prophets.

Baha'i was started in 1844 when Mizra Ali Muhammad ("the Bab" or gate) proclaimed he was the
greatest manifestation of God yet to appear. The Bab is purported to be a direct descendant of Muhammad
and he claimed to be the fulfillment of the scriptures of all of the world's religions. During his brief 6 year
ministry, he taught of another manifestation that would follow (similar to the role of John the Baptist).
This manifestation would be even greater than he, and in 1863 Mirza Husayn Ali proclaimed that he was
the Great prophet the Bab had spoken of.



Mirza Husayn Ali took the title of "Baha'u'llah” (the Glory of God) and his followers were thereafter
called Baha'is. In addition to claiming most favored prophet status, Baha'u'llah also claimed to be the
second coming of Christ and the spirit of truth recorded in John 14:16. He viewed himself as the
fulfillment of the coming of Maitreya, the Buddha from the Buddhist scripture, the Krishna for the
Hindus, and a fulfillment of "the Day of God" from the Muslim Qur'an. In fact the Baha'is believe all of
the world’s religions have pointed to the coming of Baha'u'llah, and that during his era, a promised reign
of peace will be established.

Thirty years after proclaiming himself to be the fulfillment of all religions, Baha'u'llah died and leadership
was passed to his son Abbas Effendi (also known as Abdul-Baha and "the Master™) who worked as an
interpreter for his fathers many writings. He is responsible for bringing the Baha'i faith to the U.S.

Abbas Effendi was succeeded by his grandson, Shoghi Effendi became the “Guardian of the Cause,” and
during his lifetime, Baha’is agreed there would perpetually be such a guardian. However, Effendi died
before appointing a successor. Consequently, six years after he died, the first Baha'i Universal House of
Justice was elected to serve as the Guardian. It has since been the governing body of the Baha'i faith. The
Universal House of Justice is a nine-person board that applies the laws of Baha'u'llah and is made up of
elected representatives. The first UHJ was comprised of Baha'i who represented Judaism, Christianity,
Islam, and came from 4 continents and several ethnic backgrounds. The Baha'i temple in Wilmette,
Illinois is a nine-sided building representing the world's nine living religions and is a combination of
synagogue, mosque, and cathedral, symbolizing the unity of all religions.

The goal of the Baha'i faith and its leadership is for the world to become a single super-state with Baha'i
as its religion. It's no wonder Baha'i is promoted vigorously by the U.N. and plays a major part in all
United Nations spiritual events.

Baha'i literature proclaims the following:

"National rivalries, hatreds, and intrigues will cease, and racial animosity and prejudice will be replaced
by racial amity, understanding and cooperation. The causes of religious strife will be permanently
removed, economic barriers and restrictions will be completely abolished, and the inordinate distinction
between classes will be obliterated. Destitution on the one hand, and gross accumulation of ownership on
the other, will disappear."

15:4-8; 1 Peter
1:18-21) and is coming back physically and
visibly one day (Matt. 24:29-31; John 14:3;

Physical and spiritual deaths come upon all
people as a consequence of their sin (Gen. 2:17;

A person becomes
spiritually alive when he or she is “born again”
by the Spirit of God (John 3:3-6; Eph. 2:4-5). At
physical death, our souls and spirits separate
from our bodies [which go into the grave to
await resurrection and final judgment] and enter
an everlasting state of blessedness [for those
born again] or torment [for those who die in
their sins] (Luke 16:19-31; 2 Cor. 5:8).

Buddhists believe the cycle of death and rebirth,
known as samsara, has been going on since
time without beginning. Their goal is to end this
cycle by attaining nirvana, a state of being that
is realized through eliminating desire. Nirvana
comes at two moments: at awakening or
enlightenment, and at parinirvana, when the
fire of personality finally flickers out (final
death). The path to nirvana is divided into eight
categories of disciplines that are meant to avoid
bad karma that leads to dangerous and difficult
forms of rebirth.

Hell is a place of everlasting conscious
existence, where the unbeliever is forever
separated from God (Matt. 25:46; Luke 16:19-
31; Rev. 14:9-11, 20:10). As for Heaven, all
believers have God’s promise of a home in
Heaven, will go there instantly upon physical
death, and will return with Christ from Heaven
to earth one day (Luke 16:19-31; John 14:1-3; 2
Cor. 5:8; Rev. 19:14).

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FREEMASONRY vs CHRISTIANITY

The following is a quote from Alice Bailey's book "The Externalization of the Hierarchy". Alice Bailey
was an important leader in the New Age Movement and claimed to speak and write the words of her
"Spirit Guide" Master D.K. "the Masonic Fraternity...is...the home of the Mysteries, and the seat of the
initiation...It is a far more occult organization than can be realized and is intended to be the training
school for the coming advanced occultists..."(p. 511). Master D.K. goes on to say, "...Mysteries will be
restored to outer expression through the medium of the Church and the Masonic Fraternity...\When the
Great One comes with His disciples and initiates, we shall have the restoration of the Mysteries..."

The roots of Freemasonry extend at least as far back as the Middle Ages. The guildsmen and craftsmen of
that time were called Masons. For protection and credibility, these persons formed primitive trade unions
(lodges). The content and purpose of this form of Masonry, called operative Masonry, began to change
when the lodges were opened up to whoever sought membership.

New members, including politicians, clergymen, and scientists, gradually began to formulate various
rituals and doctrines to accompany some of the symbols already in use by the working masons (usually
tools of the trade). It was at this point that occultism also began to be brought into the lodges. Eventually
the various "grades™ workers went through in learning their craft were replaced by degrees of
advancement in esoteric knowledge. The eventual result of these changes is modern Masonry - also
known as "speculative Masonry" because it speculates as to the true meanings behind the original
symbols used in operative Masonry.

The popularity of Freemasonry has made it a model for hundreds of other fraternal societies. As far back
as 1927, for instance, nearly all of the 800 fraternal orders of that time had adopted Masonic-like symbols,
signs, passwords, rituals, oaths, obligations and degrees. The temple ordinances of the Mormon temple
ceremony are also suspiciously close to the ceremony used in Freemasonry. Signs, grips, oaths and tokens
used in Mormonism are so close it's almost certain that Joseph Smith borrowed these Masonic practices
from Freemasonry. Not that surprising considering Smith was a Mason himself (Documentary History of
the Church 4:550-551). In fact the first three presidents of the Mormon Church were all Masons. The Salt
Lake City Temple also displays designs peculiar to Masonry, including the All-Seeing Eye, the inverted
five-pointed star (known as the eastern star), and the clasped hands or grip.

The Masons, like so many false religions, hold as a core belief one of Satan's biggest lies. That being that
all faiths and all scriptures lead to the same God. Freemasonry teaches that there is one God and men of
all religions worship that one God using a variety of different names. In a Masonic Lodge, all join in
corporate prayer to the Great Architect of the Universe, (GAOTU) and embrace the scripture of any and
all religions. The following quote is taken from the Masonic Belief Statement:

"...by the very honor which Masonry pays to the Bible, it teaches us to revere every book of faith by
which men find help for today and hope for the morrow, joining hands with the man of Islam as he takes
oath on the Koran, and with the Hindu as he makes covenant with God upon the book that he loves best".

The seven volume History of Freemasonry, by Albert Mackey, discusses various pagan gods and the
people who worshiped them. Among those pagan deities featured in drawings included with the text are
Ashtaroth, Abraxas, Vishnu, Dagon, Nergal and Baal. The text states:



They were all Characters of human origin in the Mythologic ages designed as the Saviors of Men, each
one emphatically the representative Christos, or Christ of his particular Nation; and the religious system
designed to restore the lost and fallen race of Man. (p. 1721, vol V1)

The paragraph concludes, speaking of the men who worshipped those false gods: Now as Masons we
decide not between these, but take all in as our Brethren, and the One God as our Heavenly Father,
revealed to us as such in the Great Light of Masonry.

The God of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob makes it very clear that the Bible is the only Word of God and
warns us to stay away from those who would teach otherwise.

Whosoever transgresseth, and abideth not in the doctrine of Christ, hath not God. He that abideth in the
doctrine of Christ, he hath both the Father and the Son. If there come any unto you, and bring not this
doctrine, receive him not into your house, neither bid him God speed: For he that biddeth him God speed
is partaker of his evil deeds (2 John 9-11)

It is not true that all those who profess a belief in a higher being are worshipping the one true God. The
worshippers of Baal learned this truth on Mt. Carmel. In Matthew God has an answer for those who
worship gods other than the God of the Bible.

Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the
will of my Father which is in heaven. Many will say to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied
in thy name? and in thy name have cast out devils? and in thy name done many wonderful works? And
then will I profess unto them, I never knew you: depart from me, ye that work iniquity. Matthew 7:21-23

FREEMASONRY'S HISTORY

Modern Freemasonry dates to 1717, when several members of four lodges met at London's Goose and
Gridiron Tavern to form the first Grand Lodge. By 1723 the organization had adopted James Anderson's
Constitution as a guide. Anderson's work clearly reflected a divergence from the Old Charges of operative
Masonry, which had been in use since the fourteenth century. The Old Charges were distinctively
Christian in tone and, according to Fraternal Organizations by Alvin J. Schmidt, dealt primarily with
God and religion, the craft of masonry, and regal duty. The Constitutions, however, omitted the
Trinitarian formula and "spoke of a 'religion in which all men agree™ (Fraternal Organizations, p. 121)

In 1738 Anderson produced another accepted document titled "The Old Charges of the Free and Accepted
Masons." By that year, operative Masonry had evolved into accepted Masonry. It continued to evolve
until, by the second half of the eighteenth centruy it had become speculative Masonry, which interpreted
"the symbols and artifacts of operative masonry in an allegorical, religious manner". For example,
whereas operative Masons built stone edifices, speculative Masons seek to build spiritual edifices.

The first Masonic Lodge was established in the United States on April 13, 1733. In the United States it
yielded great influence. In fact, many scholars believe that Freemasonry helped inspire the American
Revolution (Revolution and Freemasonry, 1680 to 1800 by Bernard Fay). There is also evidence that
Freemasonry was influential in the formation of the U.S. Constitution. It has even been theorized that the
designs on the back of American currency can be linked to Masonic signs and symbols (Fraternal
Organizations, p.122).

The word "hell" appears scores of times in the Qur'an. Another fearsome word the Qur’an uses
to describe hell is "fire." The unbelievers are clothed with fire of which there is no end. ... If Allah wills,
believers may be taken to the gardens of delight where underground streams flow but no one knows
what Allah will ultimately decide to do with them. Often Muslims are discouraged from asking questions
about ideas in the Qur’an that bother them. One should not question Allah! In Islam Allah is viewed as a
far off distant God, a being to be feared, who is always ready to punish wrong doers.

Do you know where you are going? There is no assurance whatever offered in Islam concerning
where you will end up. | have heard Muslims say that they are doing good works, trying to live a life
pleasing to Allah, but Allah offers no peace, no assurance that they will avoid hell. Their good deeds may
never be enough. If you are a woman it is more hopeless. Let me share with you the great story of the
Bible. It begins with the story of God’s creation of the world and the first man and woman. This is an act
of love. The world God created for us is a world that provides all that is needed for life. Unfortunately,
man’s sin has alienated him from God. How do we get back to God?

The Old Testament foretold a Messiah that would come who would bless mankind. Who is this
blessing? Jesus the Christ! What does that mean for us? It is written, "... God was in Christ, offering
peace and forgiveness to the people of this world. And he has given us (those who have asked Christ
for forgiveness and received it and experienced his great love for us all) the work of sharing his message
about peace. We were sent to speak for Christ, and God is begging you to listen to our message. We
speak for Christ and sincerely ask you to make peace with God." (2 Cor.5:19-20 CEV)

It means that God loves us so much that he sent his Son to reveal what He is like. He sent his Son
to bring forgiveness to us. He sent his Son to promise us life in His presence forever. The most awesome
truth in the world is that while all people have sinned, God still loves us so much that he made it
possible for us to be forgiven and to know Him. Are you bothered by a hollow feeling, an empty feeling,
that Allah is distant and you can’t find him? Do you long to be saturated with God’s peace and love?

You see, Islam is a religion. Religion involves doing things, saying prayers, keeping rituals.
However, Christian faith is not a religion but a restored relationship. You can have a relationship with
Jesus right now. There is no waiting to see what will happen to you at death. You can claim the promise
of eternal life now and know that you are going to heaven when you die. Jesus told a religious man,
Nicodemus, that he must be born again. A spiritual rebirth must take place now. (Don’t assume all
Christians have this relationship. There are cultural Christians.)

You can have this relationship, this new birth, right now, by praying to Jesus to come into your
life as your Lord and Savior. If you are searching for peace, forgiveness, and eternal life you can have it
by receiving Jesus as your Lord right now. As | write this, my hope and prayer is that you will do that for
your own sake, your own future. Remember the words of the Gospel:

"For God so loved the world, that he gave his only Son, that whoever believes in him should not perish
but have eternal life. For God did not send his Son into the world to condemn the world, but in order
that the world might be saved through him. Whoever believes in him is not condemned, but whoever
does not believe is condemned already, because he has not believed in the name of the only Son of
God." (John 3:16-18 ESV). http://www.contenderministries.org/romanroad.php

Watchtower (Jehovah's Withesses) vs Christianity

Some Christians don’t understand why Jehovah Witnesses are a “cult” if they believe in Jesus. Here is a short (not
exhaustive) list of some of the major differences between the Jehovah's Witnesses and Christianity

- Jehovah's Witnesses teach that there is no Holy Trinity.
- Christianity teaches that there is the Holy Trinity, i.e., the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit.

- Jehovah's Witnesses teach that the Holy Spirit is only “a force” and not a real person.
- Christianity teaches that the Holy Spirit is a Divine Person, i.e., the third Person of the Trinity.

- Jehovah's Witnesses teach that Jesus Christ is not God, and that he is in fact only a creation of God.
- Christianity teaches that Jesus is God, and He is in fact the Creator of all things.

- Jehovah's Witnesses teach that Jesus Christ was Michael the archangel who became a man.
- Christianity teaches that Jesus is almighty God who created Michael the archangel.

- Jehovah's Witnesses teach that Jesus Christ was only a perfect man.
- Christianity teaches that Jesus Christ was God in flesh.

- Jehovah's Witnesses teach that Jesus Christ did not rise from the dead in his physical body.
- Christianity teaches that Jesus Christ did rise from the dead in his physical (though glorified) body.

- Jehovah's Witnesses teach that they are the only true church, all others are going to hell.
- Christianity teaches that any church who believes in proper Christian theology is a true church.

- Jehovah's Witnesses teach that only their church members will be saved.
- Christianity teaches that any person who believes in Jesus Christ as his/her savior will be saved.

- Jehovah's Withesses teach that good works are necessary for salvation.
- Christianity teaches that faith in Jesus Christ sacrifice alone is necessary for salvation.

- Jehovah's Witnesses teach that the soul ceases to exist after death.
- Christianity teaches that the soul goes on in the afterlife to either be with God in heaven or to hell (if the person has
never accepted Jesus Christ as his savior).

- Jehovah's Witnesses teach that only 144,000 Jehovah's Witness will actually go to heaven.
- Christianity teaches that any person who believes in Jesus Christ as his/her savior will go to heaven.

- Jehovah's Witnesses teach that medical blood transfusions are a sin.
- Christianity teaches no such thing.

- Also, Jehovah's Witnesses refuse to vote, salute the flag, sing the "Star Spangled Banner," or celebrate Christmas
or birthdays, and they are not allowed to serve in the armed forces.

All Christians must remember, however, that while they need to know these significant differences so as to be
forewarned, and to warn others, our goal is also to reach members of the cults with the gospel of Jesus Christ.
Evangelism, not conquest, should be our aim.

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NEW AGE MOVEMENT vs CHRISTIANITY

The New Age Movement (NAM) is hard to define as a singular religion. It is just what it is —a
movement. It is essentially a collection of eastern-influenced metaphysical ideologies, a hodge-
podge of theologies and philosophies that are bound together by “universal tolerance” and moral
relativism. The NAM is the natural progression of humanism. It teaches that humans have

evolved biologically, and must now evolve spiritually. Beyond that, it is difficult to define, as
there is no hierarchy, doctrine, creed, or membership. You will be hard-pressed to find the “First
New Age Church” on any street corner in your town.

Man is the central figure in the NAM. He is viewed as divine, and progressing toward a kind of
godhood, or “Christ-Consciousness”. Many NAM divisions are pantheistic — they believe God is
in everything, and everything together makes up God. Therefore, as a part of nature, man is part
of God. Many New Age practices are designed to push man through the spiritual evolution to
godhood. Astral projection (training your soul to have out-of-body experiences), contacting spirit
guides, and using crystals to purify your body and mind’s energy systems are among these
practices. Many New Agers believe in reincarnation and in Karma.

Some NAM terms you may hear are: holistic, synergistic, unity, oneness, harmony,
transformation, personal growth, human potential, awakening, networking, energy, cleansing,
and consciousness. A disproportionate amount of NAM books and texts contain the word “self”.
That is because, as we said earlier, man is the central figure. One must improve one’s “self” to
become one with nature and god. You may also hear New Age followers using Christian terms.
This is because they view Jesus as a man who excelled at spiritual evolution and progression,
and was tuned into his “Christ Consciousness.” Do not be fooled, though. The Christian terms
you will hear will have a different meaning to a New Ager than they will for you.

NEW AGE MOVEMENT

CHRISTIANITY

God is an impersonal force.

God is personal. He is our Heavenly Father
who loves us.

God is all and all is God. He is part of
creation, as are all of us.

God is the Almighty Creator of the universe,
and all within it. Man is finite, and one of
God’s creations.

There is no sin, only misunderstanding of
truth.

Rebellion from God is sin. All have sinned, and
all must be saved.

Man saves himself.

Jesus Christ paid the penalty for our sins. Only
through faith in Him may man be saved.

Heaven and Hell do not exist. They are
states of mind.

There is a literal Heaven, and a literal Hell.

Jesus is a man who exemplified “Christ
Consciousness, and the divinity that is man.

Jesus is the Son of God, and is part of the triune
nature of God.

Perhaps one of the biggest draws of the NAM is the release it provides from personal
accountability and responsibility. Moral Relativism claims that there is no such thing as right or
wrong. Each PERSON, in their effort to achieve oneness, must travel their own path and make




their own decisions. And those decisions are never wrong, provided they’re not wrong in that
person’s own mind.

As Christians, we recognize the fallacy of that thinking. We know that man is finite and
imperfect. In fact, man has a sinful nature. Only through faith in an eternal and omnipotent God
may we be saved from our sin. The NAM sees the Christian view of salvation through Christ
alone as being divisive and exclusionary. What they don’t see, is that the gift of salvation is free
to EVERYONE. The stipulation is that each person must accept that. If you believe in the NAM,
please realize that the following are irrefutable truths:

e There is such a thing as right and wrong.

e There is a Heaven, and there is a Hell.

e There is only one God, who is eternal in nature, and who created the universe and
everything in it.

e Man is finite, imperfect, and sinful.

e God is not impersonal. He loves you more than you can imagine. He

« loves you so much that He sent His Son, Jesus Christ, to take on a mortal body, in order
to be the final sacrifice for your sins.

e God is just. He has provided this path for your salvation, but you MUST accept it.

e Godis as loving as He is just. He is not willing that ANYY should perish.

o Eternal life in Paradise can be yours, provided you confess your sins, and accept the gift
of salvation through Jesus Christ.

If you have not yet accepted this gift, and wish to, say the following prayer. This prayer is not a
magical incantation, and is just an example. If you wish to say it in your own words, feel free.

God, I know now that I am a sinner. | recognize my sinful nature, and the fact that I have sinned
against You. I am sorry. | know that you have provided for my salvation, and | want to claim that
now. | turn my back on my sinful nature, and | give myself to you. Come into my life, Lord.
Cleanse me of my sins. Make me whole. Thank you for this precious gift. Lord, | dedicate my life
to you. | pray these things in the name of Jesus Christ, Amen.

The Bible says that if you confess your sins, God is faithful and just to forgive you. If you prayed
the prayer above, you have accepted the gift of salvation. You are a child of God. We welcome
you to the family. It is important now to learn as much as possible. All the information you will
ever need is in God’s Word — the Bible. We encourage you to go buy one as soon as possible. If
you cannot afford a Bible, write to us, and we will make sure that you get one. It’s also important
to fellowship with other believers. If you want to find a good Christian church in your area, but
need some help, write to us, and we will do our best to get you in touch with one. Oh, and one
other thing. This is something we love! Do you want to talk with God? You can! Just pray! You
don’t have to do so in a special place, or have any special words. Just talk to Him. If you pray to
God in the name of Jesus, He will hear you. The joy in store for you will knock your socks off!!
Oh, we’re so excited for you!

WRITINGS Adventism

The Bible, including Adventist paraphrase The Clear Word. Over 600 published titles with divine revelations and
counsel by prophetess Ellen G. White (1827-1915), including The Desire of Ages and The Great Controversy.
Christianity

The Bible, both Old and New Testaments

GOD Adventism

God is comprised of a unity of three co-eternal Persons—Father, Son and Holy Spirit—who are one in motive and
purpose but not substance. God the Father is generally understood to possess a physical body. Both trinitarianism
and Arian anti-trinitarianism are believed among active Seventh-day Adventists.

Christianity

The triune God: one God in three Persons, Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. He is Spirit.

JESUS Adventism

Ellen G. White says God the Father exalted Jesus to be His Son, thus provoking Lucifer’s jealousy and a war in
heaven. Jesus is our example to prove we can live sinlessly. His sacrifice on the cross did not complete the
atonement; since 1844 He has been applying His blood in heaven in an ongoing “investigative judgment” after
which He will return. Also identified as Michael the Archangel; most Adventist founders denied His deity.
Christianity

The second Person of the Trinity. As God the Son, He has always existed and was never created. He is co-equal
with the Father and the Holy Spirit and is fully God and man. He died on a cross as full sacrifice and atonement for
our sin and rose from death on the third day. He is our Substitute in taking the guilt, punishment, and death for our
sin.

HOLY SPIRIT Adventism

Originally thought to be a force or power from God, today the Holy Spirit is understood to be the third Person of
the Godhead.

Christianity

The third Person of the Trinity.

SALVATION Adventism

Salvation by grace through faith, but maintained by commandment-keeping and repentance. Seventh-day
(Saturday) Sabbath observance is the sign of the seal of God; Sunday worship is the mark of the beast.
Christianity

Salvation is by God’s grace, not by an individual’s good works. It must be received by faith. Salvation is maintained
by God’s grace and by His life which He grants when believers are born again by His Spirit.

DEATH Adventism

Like the incarnate Christ, humans have no immaterial spirit, so at death the body goes into the ground and the
breath goes to God. Nothing remains except in God’s memory. At judgment the lake of fire annihilates the wicked.
The resurrection is essentially a re-creation of the person out of God’s memory.

Christianity

The immaterial spirit of believers goes to be with Jesus. Both saved and lost people will be resurrected. Those who
are saved will live with Jesus in Heaven. Those who are lost will suffer the torment of eternal separation from God
(hell). Jesus’ resurrection is the promise that believers will receive glorified, resurrection bodies.

SCAPEGOAT Adventism

Satan, who will carry the sins of the saved out of heaven, thus cleansing the sanctuary. He will be punished for
being the party responsible for causing the sins of those who are saved.

The Lord Jesus



JUDGMENT Adventism: The “investigative judgment” doctrine is unique to Adventism. Also called the “pre-Advent
judgment” (or “sanctuary doctrine”), it is patterned after the details of the Israelite Day of Atonement described in
Leviticus. It began in October 1844 when Jesus moved from the Holy Place to the Most Holy Place in the heavenly
sanctuary, where he is investigating the records of professing believers. All sins which have been specifically
confessed are finally pardoned; all which have been forgotten or otherwise unconfessed are placed back on the
persons who committed them. Jesus’ blood carries these sins of the saved into the Most Holy Place where they are
held until the end of the investigative judgment. All confessed sins will be removed from heaven when Jesus
completes His investigation and places them on Satan the scapegoat.

The years between 1844 and the end of the judgment, culminating in the Time of Trouble, are the “anti-typical Day
of Atonement” in which we are currently living. Salvation is not determined until the end of the judgment.
Christianity

Those who believe in Jesus’ death for their sin and in His resurrection from death do not come into judgment but
pass from death to life (John 5:24). Those who believe in Jesus are not judged, because He took God’s judgment for
sin in their place. Those who do not believe are judged already (John 3:18).

ESCHATOLOGY (ends times) Adventism

The Time of Trouble will occur at the end of the investigative judgment. God’s Spirit will be withdrawn from the
earth, and God’s people will have to have attained perfection so they can withstand the Time of Trouble without a
Mediator or Intercessor. Those who worship on Sunday will hunt and kill Sabbath-keepers, God’s true believers.
The millennium will be spent in heaven; Satan will be “bound” by being restricted to an unpopulated earth. God
will spend the millennium explaining His justice so all human questions will be answered. Those who are saved
vindicate the character of God before sinless, created beings who live throughout the universe and observe the
cosmic drama unfolding.

Christianity

While specific details about the timing of the second coming and the rapture of believers varies, Christianity is
united in believing that the issue of faith in Jesus will be the final test between those who are saved and those who
are not. God is sovereign, and He owes no creation explanations for His justice and mercy. Jesus lives forever as
the intercessor for believers; they never have to live without Him on the basis of their own perfection. Humans
never vindicate God’s character to the universe; rather, the cross demonstrated God’s justice for all eternity
(Romans 3:26).

OTHER BELIEFS Adventism: The Adventist Church is God’s one, special, end-time remnant church. Old Testament
clean/unclean meat laws observed. Adventist “health message” includes abstinence from alcohol, tobacco, and
caffeine and advocates veganism. Traditionalist Adventists believe wearing jewelry is sinful. Massive missionary
programs, which target nonbelievers as well as professing evangelicals, include “Revelation seminars,” health
outreach. Ellen G. White found to have committed extensive plagiarism throughout her prophetic writings.
Christianity: Other beliefs: There is only one church, and it is composed of all who have been born of the Spirit
from the Day of Pentecost (Acts 2) onward. Diet and health do not play a role in holiness or salvation. Jesus is
God'’s final word to mankind (Hebrews 1:1-3).

Which prophet: Ellen G.White or JESUS CHRIST? SDA’s will show you how the NT. Church went to the
synagogue on SATURDAY. Of course, they did — they went there to tell Jews who needed Jesus about
Jesus. Then they worshiped on the LORD’S DAY — Sunday!!! They put people under Moses’s Law instead
of Christ’s Law (see: Gal.6:2, Rom.8:1-2). The LAW came through Moses — Grace & Truth came through
Jesus Christ. We live under Christ’s Law of LOVE, FREEDOM, AND GRACE. It is a higher law. Moses’ law
made us aware of our sin and could not be followed. Christ’s LAW is grace and is a higher and more
difficult law that cannot be kept but because we have Christ’s Holy Spirit we can be empowered as His
lives His life through us. Finally, early Christians would greet each other with, “The Lord is Risen.”
Responded to by others, “He is Risen indeed.” The Resurrection was the basis of NT Christians — it
provided Hope, Joy, Celebration, etc. Moses’ Law brought sin and death (3,000 died when given) and
Christ’s law brings life (3,000 in Acts were saved). contenderministries.org/romanroad.php
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ECUMENISM: IS IT BIBLICAL?
Should a Christian be involved in the ecumenical movement?"

The important question is this: Are ecumenical ventures right and biblical? Should we be
involved with other “Christians” in joint ventures, either locally, nationally or internationally?
The answer to this question is not black and white. As is almost always the case, one must weigh
out the answer in each situation specifically. However, there are a couple of biblical guidelines
which will help us make God-honoring decisions regarding ecumenism.

First of all, Are those we are joining with truly Christians in the biblical sense of the word?
Many people and organizations in America and the world “name the Name of Jesus Christ” and
even state He is Lord and Savior and yet clearly reject what the Bible says about Him. Obvious
examples of this are Mormons and Jehovah’s Witnesses. They will say they are followers of
Jesus Christ and are Christian and yet deny with vehemence what the Bible declares concerning
Christ’s nature and work. A not-S0-obvious example comes in the form of liberal Christianity.
Liberal Christianity is found in almost every denomination in the United States and, although it
may seem very Christian, usually liberal Christians reject several essential biblical truths such as
the inspiration and authority of the Bible (2 Timothy 3:16), Jesus as the only Savior of the entire
world (John 14:6, 1 Timothy 2:5), and salvation as God’s free gift to those who believe apart
from good works (Romans 3:24, 28; Galatians 2:16; Ephesians 2:8-9).

As seen with the publication of Evangelicals and Catholics Together, there is a major emphasis
in our day on ecumenical unity among Evangelicals and Roman Catholics. Those who promote
such unity state that both are Christian and both are viable, God-honoring systems of faith. But
clearly the substantial differences between the two groups render ECT a ridiculous document.
Biblical Christianity and Roman Catholicism are two different religions that practice and believe
different things about how one is saved, the authority of the Bible, the priesthood of believers,
the nature of man, the work of Christ on the cross, etc. The list of irreconcilable differences
between what the Bible says and what the Roman Catholic Church says makes any joint mission
between the two absolutely impossible. Those who deny this are not being true to what they say
they believe, no matter which side they are on. Any Catholic who is serious about his faith will
deny what a serious evangelical Christian believes and vice-versa.

The difficulty with ecumenism is that often the above listed groups are passionately like-minded
with biblical Christians regarding a given issue. Biblical Christians are usually marked by a
strong pro-life belief, a strong traditional view of the family, a strong emphasis on compassion
for the homeless and sick, and a strong desire to see justice in the world. The above groups are
often marked by the same desires. Thus, the temptation to “pool resources” in pursuit of a
common cause is sometimes great. This leads to the next guideline.

Second, what is the ultimate goal of this ecumenical venture? The Scriptures give clear guidance
as to how Bible-believing Christians are to live their lives. Colossians 3:17 states our purpose
this way, “Whatever you do in word or deed, do all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks
through Him to God the Father.” Regarding our interactions with the lost, unbelieving world,
Jesus states this in Matthew 5:16, “Let your light shine before men in such a way that they may
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see your good works, and glorify your Father who is in heaven.” Some familiar verses are
Matthew 28:18-20, also known as the Great Commission, “And Jesus came up and spoke to
them, saying, ‘All authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth. Go therefore and make
disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy
Spirit, teaching them to observe all that | commanded you; and lo, | am with you always, even to
the end of the age.”” In summary, all that we do is to bring glory and honor to God. Regarding
the lost of this world, Christians bring glory to God when God uses the believer to further His
kingdom through evangelism and discipleship. This is to be the motivation of the Bible-believing
Christian’s interaction with the world.

Regarding ecumenical ventures, we need to ask ourselves whether or not these goals are being
pursued. Often, in our day, the political and/or social desires of the participants are the driving
motivators behind an ecumenical venture. A prime example of this is the current drive to pass a
constitutional amendment declaring that the only marriage that will be recognized in the United
States is the traditional, man/woman union. If our churches ecumenically join together in pursuit
of this goal (passing out fliers, hosting a rally, etc), how are we striving for the above stated
biblical purposes? Are we not simply striving for political and social achievement? How will the
practicing, unbelieving homosexual view our Savior and Lord if all he sees in us is political
activism and no compassion and no outreach? The ultimate goal of our actions should be the
salvation of lost sinners, which we once were (Ephesians 2:1-3). The Bible tells us that the
angels of heaven rejoice over one sinner who repents (Luke 15:10). There is no passage that
declares that the angels rejoice when a law is passed. This applies to homosexuality, abortion,
drug-abuse, etc. God is glorified when we demonstrate Christlikeness to the lost. As we
contemplate ecumenical ventures within our society, we need to make sure the venture is one in
which God’s kingdom is expanded through pursuing the lost with the gospel, be they practicing
immorality, abortion-rights activists, homeless, drug-abusers, criminals, etc.

In conclusion, should we be involved in ecumenical cooperation with other Christians and
churches? If the above conditions are met in a God-honoring way, we may freely and joyfully
join with other believers in pursuit of God’s kingdom. The ultimate goal is God’s glory and the
evangelism and discipleship of the lost. The ecumenical venture must be structured in this way.
Thus, those we join with must believe the biblical definition of the gospel and they must also be
about seeking the same goal of God’s glory and the salvation of the lost.
